GENTLEMES In my letter of the 15th inst, to
yeu } pmmimd to publish a vindication of myself
from the charges contained in your article of the
yath inst, Inow proceed to fulfil that promise.—
Your article, which T have before me, faithfully
translated, 1 believe, contuing everal charges of |
nature, extending over a long period of
ithout apecifications. One portion of
the charges consists of imputations against the
wmotives of my acts. The difficulty of a defense
frop sccusations of guch a character muat be evi-
dent to every reflecting mind. But T need not,
and I do not desire, for this reason, to excuse my-
gelf from making & frank, thongh concise, defense
of my public acts and character.

I must begin by thanking you for that portion
of your article which exonerates me from defend-
ing that period of my life whick embraces the
War of Independence. You say that the sword,
she presontntion of which hns given rise to your
ariicle, is not unworthy of being aecepted by
she Corporation of your City ;" and you add that
this weapon is u relic of the time when its
wearer (meaning myself) served his country with
honor and we may. believe with sincerity.”” You
als0 call me, by implication, the Liberator of my
country, when you say, “But General Pacz is not
merely the Liberator of Venezuela. Time hos
1ong pince brought thet office to a close,” &e. I
gincerely thank you, gentlemen, for the high char.
acter with which your article clothes a very event-
fal period, which has not always escaped the as-
guults of my own aud my country’s foes, This
period, which meets yoar approbation, and which,
of course, 1 am not called upon to defond, begins
with the year 1810, the commencement of our
Revolution, aud ends with the year 1823, when,
on the Bth of November, T was fortunate enough
to put an end to the War of Independence of Co-
lombia, having taken by assault the town of Pu-
erto Cabello, the last strong-post of the royalists
in Venegnela. My defeuse must then cover n
gpace of time commeneing with 1524, and ending

with the presentation of my sword to the Honor-
able the Corporation of New-York; for even this
act is impugned by yeur article upou the ground
thit the motive which induced it is not & laudable
sne.

The gubstance of the charges brought szninst
me is contained in the following exlracts from
your article. * But Gen. Pacz 18 not meraly the

Liberntor of Venezaela: Time long since brought

that office to an end, and since then he has acted

sn ather functions of aless commendablecharacter.!

“# When Gen, Paez left Venezuela lo come 1o the Unitad
Blatey, it wos not as o Liberstor applunded by bis fellow-
eitizens and by the waorld, e cnmpe us an exile, who had
1eft hin country for his country's gobd,  He wias banlghod
from Venezuela by the representanves of the people for
having treasconubly nitempted to destroy the legitimote
Goveroment. Throe tmes Lie hsd mode it atiempt; throe
tmes he was put down, not by eoldiers fghting for msters
whao paid them, for tiert Ls nd atunding army bn Venezuel
—but by the spontancous rising of theinhahifarts, He wis

This is his
purpose in this ssvonl presentation, In his pubilistied letter
companying it, he shrewdly congratulates himeelf that

The citizens were puhlicly summoneld aceords
ing to law and the provisions of the decree, on
two distinet oecasions, ol present themseives
for enlistment, aud they openly disraparded
the snmmonx, [ could not permit the luw o
b thus get at defiznee. und prodpnes andl BoccR-
gity required me wee the low o Iu-nwganr‘rﬂ..l.
Accordingly [ eansed o third summbtia to Do pube
lished for the oth Januury 1526, 409 o elowle i the
mierming.  The appointed bour passed and thera
was a very thin attendance. 1 then ordored po-
trole to po into the stroets and to bring to the
place of meeting all the men they met, 1 eent at
Hie same fime time one of iy aids to inforn the
Intendant of the mensore, and the latter requpst-
ed me to cull back the patrils, promi ingr that he
would see that the citizens nttende
plied with his request and the patrols i [
to the barracks, without having offended or in-
convenieneed any of the persons thoy met fur
ther than havine notified and cansed them to
come to the place of meeting.

The 15th article of the deerra provided ' that
those citizens comprehended within its provis-
ione, who should not be enlisted in the mili
through their faalt, should be mude to serve in the
regnlar army, and the civil and military authari-
ties were roquired to sec this provision carried
into effect, under the seperest respomsdbdity”
Thus it will be observed that in this matter I
acted decisively, but temperately and hnmancly
tnder the diffienlt circamstances in swhich I was
Jdreed.  All this was efterward fully established
{l)' most conclusive and abundant testimony of
witnesses whose depositions were taken.  Not-
withstanding, the Tntendant, who was my enemy,
as is truly stated inthe History of Venezuels,
written by Mesars. Baralt & Dins, published in
Paris in the year 1941, wrote a communication o
the FExecutive, complaining of my conduct and mis-
reprosenting it thronghont.
The Munieipal Council of Caracas midrc_sucd
aleo 2 mamarinl to the House of Representatives,
dated January 16, 1896, but it is to be rcmnrkgrl
that the Couneil docs not attribute to me aoy in-
tention to attack the rights of the citizens, but
complaing of the nature of the decree, which the
Couneil considered contrary to those rights; they
did not ask any proceeding Lo be instituted neninst
me, tat that & new law on the aubject shou d ba
paseed. Upon this memorial of the Connell, how-
ever, p motion was mede by one of the members
of the House, calling upon the Vice Uresident ta
furniel whatever information lie might have rela-
tive to the occurrences at Cnrgeas; and gubse-
uently the Executive wns raquired to furnish the
information, together with the communication sent
to him by the Intendant, and other ducmnents rei-
ative to the matter. The Viee President complied
with the request, and in o long message sent to the
House with the documents required, zave it as
his opinion that the complaint made against me by
the lutendant was not substantiated, and was jo-
formnl, and questioned the propriety aud lezality
of any proceedings being iustituted against & Con-
mandant-General in auy other tribunnl than a
court martial. :

The Vice-President further added thotin the
then eritieal condition of affairs, and under the
thirentened renewal of hostilities by the encmy,
he considered it highly imprudent that proceed-
ingn sbould be iostituted sgainst me.  The House,
however, presented an aconsation ageingt me, be:
fore the Senate, for the mensures taken by me on
the fith January, 1826, to carry into effect the eu-
Tistment of the milita. I was, by resolution,
summonod to appear and answer belore the Se-
nate, nnd suspenided fron the office of Comuretid-
ant-General of the Department.  The Vies Presi-
dent then appointed as Commandant (Goneral, od
interin, the sume Intendant Esealonn whose
charges agringt me he copsidered unfou nded and
laety. Onreceiving, however, oficial infurmation
of these proeeedings, I resulved at onee to submit
and obey the constituted anthorities, whatever
mieht he thi legality of the proveedings. As soon,
therefore, as | received in the eity of Valeucia
the order«f the Executive, 1 cauged the Iutendant
Fgealona to e recopnized and installed in legol
form as my successor ad doring aud nigde prepa
rations to proceed to Begota, the eapital. The
people, however, no sooner giw ne suspended
from the command thau they became alermed and
wuch excited, The Municipal Council of Velencia
peesed resolutions npproving of my ::'i:mlm:l: and
exprossive of their sorrow at my intended de-
parture, and o copy af the resolutions was Bent
tome. The people mutinied, the army became

ably attempted to destroy the legitimate Govern-
ment, and have contended not te overthrow ty:
Tanny but to establish my own personsl domina-
tion; pot in behalf'of Democracy, but against it .

not for free Institutions, but that 1 might confis-
ente the Hepublic to my own profit. 3d. That 1
now aim te keep up an agitation in Venezueln,
snd an endenvoring to find here backers who will
help mo to muke o triumphant return; and that
this is my purpose in the sword presentation,

The firet ground is oxceedingly vague and gen.
ernl, conthining no specification whatever, and
embracesmorg thun a quarter of & century. There
in no other possilble way of answering this charge
and the others than by showing, s far as possible,
my political conduct and principles, as evineed by
n congtant and uninterrupted series of acts in fa-
vor of Liberty and geod Government.

The proofs that L shall present will be principal-
1y drawn from the ]lulnllsl;mul history of Venozio-
1o and from public and official docuents.

The two Hrst years succeeding the conclusion
of the war of Independence were passed in en-
deavars so cousolidate the political principles pro-
claimed in oar declaration of Independence, and
in strengthening the union of the departments
composing the Hepublic of Colombia.  Buring the
war my conduct had been always approvedof by
the Government, and it had beon iy constant policy
to gain over citizens to the conntry by treating
our vanguished cnomics with humanity. 1n 1821,
immediately after the memorable battle of Cura-
Lobo, 1 was appointed Commandant General of
the Department of Veneruels, by the Liberator
Bimon Bolivar, the President. Five vears of con-
tinued efforts on my part had guicted the agita-
tions of the dgpartment undoer my command,  The
enemy having been defeated, our eitizens were al-
lowed frecly to express their opinious and Lo ex:
ercise their respective callings, and’thongh they
occasionally censured the orrors of the adminis-
tration and the policy of certain luws, order and
respect toward the constituted authoritics had
been uniformily maintained.  The deerce of the
Executive power of the 31st August, 1824, for o
general enlistment of ecitizens in the militis, from
the age of sixtecn to filly, passed in cousequenco
of n threatened renowal of lostilities ngninst the
Republic by the Spanish government, beeamoe a
pource of dissatisfnction and discord. Fhis decree
was issued by General Bantander, Vice President

of the Republic, scting as President during
the absence of Genernl Bolivar i Pera.
It was violently attacked by the press and
rodoced universal alarm and  dissatisfaction.
congidered that there was serious dunger in car-
rying ite stringent provisions into effect, but io
order to avoid the great responsibility imposed
by it ou the Commandant General, 1 gave the e-
eessary orders fur its execution, Some compnoics
were orgmuzed, and I iminediately informed the
General Governmnent of the grest dissatisfaction
shown agninst the decrce. 1 received several
commuuications from the Viee Presideat assuring
me that the decree was aceording to law, and
would be approved of by Congress, and this us-
gurance inspired me with confidence.  The decree
was not repealed, and 1 endeavored to assurge
the public excitement by execating the same only
artially. Iu this stete of thiogs | was informed
v the military Commandant of the province of
Caracas, that symptome had appeared in thateity
of & revolution, of such & nature and importance
that the public authoritics deemed it necessary to
investigate the matter judicially ; that jails Lind
been prepared to detain persons who micht be
fplicated, the number of whom he stated would
probably bo large. He informed me aleo that the
city was without defense, and that he had no
troops to protect the other towns. He required
me 1o sead guch force s 1 might deem necessary
to support the authorities. I transmitted the on-
ginal communication to' the general ‘guvernment,
and after having consulted and seriously weighed
what menns 1 might employ to secure publictran-
zmhty without producing unpecesgary alarm, 1
etermined to carry into effect tha decree relative
30 the enkistment of the militia, rather than in.

In the yeer 1628 and 1824 ramors prevailed
throughont the Republic of an integuled plan to
change the form of Government of Colombia from
Republican to Monarehical. The pross spread stilt
more the geperal alarm; influentisl citizens, anid
citizens of all classes, beeame discontented and
distrustiul. The popular feling ran highand an

outbreak appeared inevitable. 1 then published a
manifesto to the Venezuclans dated Febrnary 7th,
1rea, enlling ipon thew to preser
minded them of the eminent ge
Bolivarin favorof Liberty, reviewing his public
life and ncts at lengih, and {uoting Lis oft repeated
declurations in fuvor of Liberty, 1n this state of
thines General Holivar issted the eircalar, or de-
cree, dated Oct. 16th, 1520, inviting and anthoriz.
ing all citizens freely to express their upinions
and wiches telative to the form of govertunent,
Hen vol. 20, page Hlention of docuinents rela.
tive to the public life of the Liberator. All Ven-
czupla declured nuanimously forfree and o
jmpmediate separation from the rest of £ lombia.
The people of Caracns drew up on the 2th No-
vomber, 1524, a public declaration of grievances
and of their solemn determination to gepnrate,
The action of Caracas was followed by all the
other vities and towns of Venezuela, that likewise
drew up and published tlieirsolemn declarations. It
was impossible to stem the torrent ot poptilar feel-
far. Noliving mancould have changed the condition
of things. The state of the public teeling through:
ont the republic is thus depieted in the published
History 6f Venezueln by Baralt and Dias who, in
this particular, have given o fuithful aecount. “In
fact the vote of Uaracas spread rapidly, and was
warmly sapported by the mhabitants of the terri-
tory ancicutly composing the Captaizn-Generalship
of Veneznela, to such a degree, that before the
end of the first month of the following year there
was nota single town that had not ¢ {:]icitly en-
gaged to defend the principles and reso ntions pro-
claimed. This popular and ;éﬂncrntlv\.' spontaneous
movement was not steined by any violence or ex-
cess' See vol, 2, page 280, For ull the declara-
tions or netes of the different cities aund towns,
sep vaol, 21, Colleetion of Pulilic Ducnments, &e.
A Deputation from the Public Assembly of Ca-
racas went to Valencia, where 1 then was, to do-
liver into my hands a resolution appointing me
Superior Civil and Military Chicf, and inviting me
to praceed to Carnesk to organize the Government,
I refnsed Lo comply with the request. ([listory of
Baralt and Diss, vol. 2, page 980)) On the Sthof
Trecomber 19209, I sent to Bogota an ofiicial com-
munication tothe Government, informing them of
all that had occurred, of the resolution of the As-
gembly and the eopeilistory course 1 Lad rdopted
by recommending that the muthority of Dolivar
aﬁuuhl be acknowledzed and respected. (See val
1, page 8¢ of the Colleetion &c;j The state of
things rapidly beenme more and more alirming,
and o few days afterwards 1 found it necessary to
proveed to Caracas to quiet the public excitement,
aud, il possible, to prevent serious disturbances.
1 conveneda ;:um:rnﬁ meeting of citizens on the
S4th of December of the sama year, in order to
ascertain calmly and deliberately the state of pule
lic gpinion.  The result of the meeting waa an
expression of & fized deterainntion to tun all
risks and hazards in the cuuse they had espoused ;
and u declaration of the general will of the people
for o separation was drawn up and addressed to
General Bolivar, requesting him to use his influ-
ence that the same might take place pencefully.
(Collection of Public Documents, &e. vol 1A,
91| Nothing short of a guecésstul armed invasion
coulid have ehanged the resolution of the people of
Venpezuele, The union to Colombin was wn object
of deep, nniversal and nualterable hatred ; politicel
tndependines was the universal desire; and any
public man who should have ﬂ-tLuIIJ{ItGd to appose
the popular fecling, would iuevitably have {allen
an unnecessiry vietim to his temerity.
My firat, and immediate act as Superior Chief of
the nation was to publish a Deeree, dated Janu-
ary 13, 1840, for the election of Deputies of the
people to the Convention or Cungress thnt was to
frame o Constitution according to the fepublican
Frim-.l'p]a!ﬁ eolerly proclaimed by all Veunezueln.
The Constituent Cangress did meet on the Gth of
May 1640, wnd [4hen sent in @ Mussage surren-
dering into their hands all power and nathority

ruehed to my house and carried me before the
Council. mud | was remstated as Commundant
Generul by the aeclamution of the penple nnd the
vores of wll the meembers of the Conneil. 1 sub-
mitted to the necessity of the ease, and to avoid
greater evils. The example of Valencin and' its
Cnnnetl was followed by Carncas nnd its Coaneil,
| pad by many provinees and towns of Venezuels,
as nppears from the public deciarations or acfas
inserted in the Colloetion of Doouments relative
to the public Life of the Liberator Simon Bolivar,
published in Cargong. 1t was o populir move-
ment, based upon the great dislike experienced
thronghout Veneznela against the administration
of VieePresident Santander, and uponthe alarn
and gencral dissatisfaction created by my re-
woval. 1 was appointed by the Municipel Coun-
eils, Civil and Military Chief, and by them invest-
ed with ample powers.

(i the 24th May, 1836, I wrote an ofticial com-
wnnieation and letter to the President, the Liber-
stor Simon Bolivar, informing bim of adl that had
oeeurred in Venezueln in the end of April and the
Leginning of May of the same year. In that com-
munication, | requested and urged Bolivar tocomao
to Venezueln to seeure order, aud explained to
him the diflicnlty of my position. 1 sent him two
sFue‘ia! Commissgioners, Colonel Diego Tharra and
the Licentinte Diego B. Urbanejn to impress him
with the tmportauce of his return. On the 26thof
the snme venr 1 addressed o communication to
the Vive President of the Republic, giving him an
aecount of all that had tranapired.

All the documents mentioned by me above are
found inserted 88 length in the Collection of dueu.
ments relative to the public lite of the Liberator,
Shnon Bolivar, & work of twenty-two volumes
published at Caraeas.

Holivar left 'eru ns soon a8 he found it possi-
ble, and on his wiy to Venezuela wrote to e a
communicntion dated at Bogota, November 15th
1826, fully approving of my conduct during the
trying period which 1 have described. The fal-
lowing s e literal extract from Bolivar's eommu-
nication : * You have done for me more than could
have been expected in such tremendous circom-
stances. You could with one or two worda have
gained an immense party, and you hava not done
W, in order to wait for my resolution. This ser-

eternal gratitude from me aud from all. To you
we are indebted for having escaped a multititude
of ovils; I menn tosay weowe to you & muititade
of negative benefits—the preservation from & eivil
war. You have uot broken either the social com-
pact of Colombin, nor the fraternity (fraternidad )
which kept it together; and you have ouly re-
pelied an intquitous and base sct, (un acte micue
y forpe.) Thia is all.”  This original communica-
tion of the Liberator Simon Bolivar is now in my
possession.

Belivar arrived nt Puerto Cabello on the 31st
Dacember 1826, and published a decree on the
day following, granting an amnesty and confirm-
ing me in the office of Civil and Military Chief
conferred on me: by Municipal Councils and the
eople of Venczuels.  On the 2d Jannary, 1827,

igsued at the City of Valencia o proclamation
recognizing the nuthority of Bolivar as 'resident
of the Republie. .Ou the 3d January of the sama
year I nddressed an official note to Bolivar, de-
| manding an investization of my official conduct
and u trinl of the charges that bad been made
ngninst me.

On the 220 of Beptember 1838, the most free
and republican Constitution of all the Spanish
American Republics was adopted and sanctioned
by Congress. It met with & strong opposition
from neousiderable rmmber of the military officers,
who were dissatiefied becguse the Constitution
deprived thom of their military priviliges and im-
munities, Thuring the sittines of Coogress, and
while the adoption of the Cesstitution was under
debate, the most exeiting lansunpe ond violent
threats wers emploved by the disatieeted nilitary
agninst that body. They crowded i great numbers
wrmed, and with thelr aniforms on, around the
place where Coneress was assembled. It re-
q_lun'uul all my influence and decision to protoect
Congress ints deliberations.  OUn eue ocension [
spnt wy uniform and my lonce with my aid Hola
to be presented publicly to Congress, as a token of
regpect and of submission from the nilitary to the
civil muthority. My constant efforts succeaded,
anid the representitives of the people {reely and
deliberately adopted o democratie republican Gon-
stitution,  But from that moment 1 became a
marked victim, T was then called and aecused of
being & Democrat and an enemy to the cause of
the military.

In 1851 the first election for Prosident was hell
under the new Constitution, and I was elected by
the electoral colleges; that ir, by the people. 1
amust be permitted to observe here. thet on the
twooccasions when Lhave been elected Presidont
it s been by the popular vote. -

In 1531 the firet attempt was made by a ver
large portion of the military to subvertthe Consti-
tution of Venezueln., General Jogé T. Monagas
was the master gpint of this revolution. The
first public declaration arainst the lesitimate gov-
erument, the free choice of the peaple, wns sizned
in the eity of Aragus of Baccelopn, the residence
of Monngas, on the 15th January 1831, This writ-
ten declaration sets forth re 'the grounds of the

cinlly in weiting by the donspirators to 1 them
and to pot myscl at theirhend, and they informed
me in theirnotes that all the military chiefs con-
cerned in the reyolt acknowledged and proclaimed
me as Supreme Cliel of the Re mlilie, T have
now with me the official communications to this
¢ffect, sigred by Genernl Diego Ibares and other
leaders. 1, however, had the good fortune to as-
sist my eountrymen to support their Constitntion
snil laws. The legitimate Government was ro-
etored, and the lawinl President, Dr. Vargas, sho
had been expelled the country by the rebels, re-
turned to Venezoela to assume the duties of his
oftice.  On this ocension, likewise, under the
power vested in me by Congress, I granted an
amnesty or pardon, dated at Firital, November 3,
1545, to (ieperal Jos¢ T. Monagas and his follow-
ors, gecuring him and them in the possession of
their respective ranks end emolnments in the ar-
my. Alfter the country wes pacified and order
Lad been completely pstablished; 1 returned again
to private life. On'the 19th April, 1836, Congress
sassed A law recompensing the army that had
tought for the Constitation and the laws, and be-
stowing on me the appellation of Iustrions Cite:
zon, and & golden aword with an inscription ex-
pressive of its being presented as areward formy
defenee of the laws and Conatitation of my conn-
trv. Funeral honors were also decreed to those
who had died fighting for the Constitation and the
luws,

The feelings and pride of a great number of the
military chiefs had been wennded by the results
of the rebellions of 1897 and 1835, Tfelt that it
was necessary to sooth their foelings and to gain
them over, il possible, to the canseof law and
arder: I determined to show them, eyen at tha
snerifice of my feelings, how much was due to the
mnjesty of the law, and how much T regretted
the events of 1526, Accordingly, in anaddress 1
published to the nation, dated at Curacas, Qct.
0, 1847, I used the following language:

Tn 1940 T wna azain called to the Presidency by
tho votes of my tellow-eitizens, 1 devoted allmy
¢iforts to promote the iutellectual and material
condition of the country, Many useful reforma
were carried inta_effect.  Withoat having, or re:
quiring, nn army, I suceeeded in maingaining the
internal peace of the Republic, and eatablished o
{riendly intercourse with foreign powers. L de-
voled my eerious attention to the settlement of
our forefen debt, and 1 sncceeded inmy endea-
vors. Theeredit of the nation was adyvanced at
home and abrond, aud on my retirement from of
fine, on the 20th Jauury, 1843, o considerablo por-
tion of our forcien and domestie debt had been
paid, and there was a surplus in the Nativmal
Tregsury of nearly three millions of dollars.—
Venczueln had been more prosperous than ever
Lidore or sinee, aud was respected abrond.  The
rivhts of citizens were fully guaranteed; thers
wire no persecntions; the liberty of the presa
wasexercised to the fullest extent; and even the
neeeasity for an army seemed to have disappenred
forever. Euch was the spectacle which Venezue-
ln presented to the world during the periad of my
second milministration.

In 1744 Gen. Charles Soublette waa elected
Prosident of the Republie, and Lis Administration
Insfid the nppointed Constitutional term of four
years:

A new election for President was to take plnce
in 5o for the next enecealing term,  Many eiti-
zous neain brought my name jorward as o candi-
dnte, but 1had made op oy mind lrmly aod ire-
vieably not to accept the office for the third time.
I thought this was ¢ salutary example, that onght
to be established., 1. therefore, immediately lins-
tened to proclaim publicly mK[[Erm regolve never
aenin (o accept the offiee, My letter to that ef-
fect, duted at Marneay Sept. 14, 1345, was publish-
e in the newspaper entitled La Bepista, pablished
et La Guayrn. Still several citizens persisted in
bringing my nome forward, and [ then addressed
i letter, dated at Maracay, January 25, 18446, to
Mr. Ralael Acevedo, Editor of & public paper, en-
titled 20 Awmigo dol Prello, in which lerter 1 stated
in ancquivoen) terms that I had irroyocably re-
solved not to necept Lhe Presidency for the third
time, " ceen thoneh I should recoive &he unanimous
support of my fullme-citizens” Allhope of wy
accepting the cliice was lost.

Having been requested by several friends of
tieneral José T. Monngas to give my support to
Lim as & candidate for the Presidency, I replied
by letter that it would be satisfaction to me to
£ee that chief serving his country at the haad of
the Government. 1 thought then that as Monngas
Liad experienced the inutility of Lie former at-
tempte peainst the Constitution and the legitimnte
Government, and as he was n most extensive and
wealthy proprietor, and a father of o fumily, he
would be contented to oecupy the highest post in
the gift of the nation, Three candidates were
presented for the people’s choice: none ob-
teined the requisite majority, and the slection
was to be made by Congress in Jepuary, 1847,
(enern] José T. Menngus wrote a letter to
me dated at Aragua, Jenuary 10th, 1847, in which
le gave the strongest mssurances of his de-
votion to the true intergsts of the conntry. This
original letter is now in my possession. 1 sup-
ported Lis election with whatever intlnence I pos:
sessed nmong my fellow-vitizens. He was eleat-
ed President of the Republic by a two-third vota
of Congress, and was sworn into office. Shortly
after his installation he commenced peérforming
openly @ series of mots against the lptter and the
spiritof the Constitution, and it was evident that
lie obicet was to pat the country upon a militery
footing nuder soldlers and leaders devoted to him-
self. Heremoved all the oflicers of the militia,
enil substituted in their place his own creatures,
many of whom had not lLe requirements of law ;
refused to appoint as Goyernors of provioces the
perscns designated by law, and appuinted those
addicted to his prineiples. These appointments
were generally of officera and persona who had
. concerned with him in the revelutions of
{ and 1535, He collected and took posgession
of all the srms snd smmunitions belonging to the
Srate gud ploced them in the hends of hisownpar-
ts. He disarmed the aetive or ordinery militia
il called into service the militia of reserve, with-
out the previous suthority required by the Consti-
tution. The ordinery or active militia is similar
tothat of the United States; it is composed of
private citizens who are required to furnish their
twn arms; the mift/ie of reserve are nat reqoired
1o farnish theirown arms and arepaid whencalled
into service.

There wes a generel alarm, and the press com-
menred, gs nsual, to ettack the Administration.
It was supposed that Monages had thrown off the
mask and was carrying into effect bis favorite
principles of Ailitary Goverument.

The Provincinl Deputation of Caracas, the Capi-
tal, in accordance with Article 161 of the Constitn-
tion, drew up in writing an information dated 10th
of December, 1847, apainst the arbitrary acts of
the President, and, immediately after the meeting
of Congresa, gent it into the House of Representa-
tives. 1 had slready before prepared myselfl to
leave the country and go into lslew- Grenada under
o Jeave of gbeinee previously obtained from the
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last Administration. On the 3d Janunry, 1845, 1
left my residence at Maracay, and commenced 1
wariey into New Grenada under u mingled
ing of sudness and disap tmont which may bo
more ensily imsgined then explained. =
You, Messrs, Editors, and the whole world
tha h v and heartrending scene exhib
the 24th of January, 1548, in the capital of the R
public. 1t was witnessed by il the Foreign Min-

These words, gentlemen, are not mine; they are
used by a judge, nnknown to me, and whom yoa
ronsider o well quelified to give a just opinion.

1t will be sutlicient for me to say that Caracas,
the capital, when Congress met, was accupied by
an armsed foree, and that the 23d Jannary 1545,
the day where Uongress assembled, the House of
Representatives passed a resolution to transfer
the sittings of Congress to Puerto Cabello, whare
they might deliberate with greater freedom and
more safety. Onthe following day the informa-
tion or expesicion of the Provincial Daputation
against the President, was read in the House, and
it was referred to the Standing Committee on In-
fractions of the Constitution nud the Laws. On
that same day, and before any farther sction could
be taken, the House was invaded by the armed
militin of reserve, who fired upon the repre-
sentatives of thepeople, killed aud wounded sev-
ernl of them, and dispersed the House. It must
be observed here thut the Constitgiionof Ven-
czueln, article 59, provides that as soon as:the
House determines that there is cause to put the
party acensed on his trial, be is ipsa facto sus-
pended from otfice,  OFf courss I'resulent Monagas
fonnd it dangerous to wait the furcher sction of
the House.

On the same 24th Janaary, 1845, Gen. Jose T.
Monagas wrote and sont o letter to nie, ascribing
the horrid deed to the people of Caracas, and ask-
ing my adyice.  Onthe 26th, at Calabozo, on my
sway to Now Granada, Lreceived the first informa-
tion of the horrid and appalling crime committed
against the sovercignty of the people. 1 saw my
pountry's liberties, which Thad for eighteen years
been constantly endenvoring to protect against
military aggression, prostrated at ane blow under
the rod of a military despot. [ received the lutter
of Monagas, and on the 31st January L replied to
him by letter, giving him t0 understand that 1
woll underatood the nature and origin of the
erime,  In anewer to his request to aid bim with
my advice, I wrote :

w1 propose that pour Exeolleney shonld penceably sub.

mit1othe il to which 11141.1'.:: opinive bas summonod you
iH

for munny of your acts which are rogardid s balng cloly
agninst the Constimtion. I propose that you wittilrewy ull
thie nrmed force from the eapital, and that you allow both
THotses to change their slitiogs to wnother place, 04 oo
Haue his atrendy resolved, fn order that they may do-
hbi-llmu’ dispresionately and frecly upon tho stats of gie RRo-
publict!

On the 25th, Gen. Monagas published an nd:
dress or cirenlar, in which he termed the ocear
rence of the 24th, “a seandalons and lamentable
crime)’  One year afterward, in 1849, Congress
assembled under the influence of the bayonets—
pessed alaw decloring the 2ith January nglorious
day, and a day of festivitics and rejoicings; and
Mdnagaa aigned the lnw! On the 25th Junuary,
1548, (ten. Monngas compelled the membera of
Congress to meet ngain. The next day, the 26th,
Congress was compnssed by an armed force, and
Monagns himeelf went into the building pending
their deliberations and watched the members.—
(in that day, and under such ciroumstances, on
motion of one of the partizens, Congress passed
n Inw pordoning all political crimes committed
since 18301

Several members of Congress who ascapad the
butchery, and the still mory drended nndI awful
presence of the tyrant, protested ageinst the usarp-
ation and the cocreion under which Congress was
kept, and published their written protesta to the
world. I have now before me somo of these pub-
lished, printed protests; those of the Hon, Pedro
J. Arcliano, Raefnel Losada, A. M. Soteldo, mem-
bers of the House of Representatives, aod the
Hanorable Prancisco Correra, Benator. There are
now living in the city of New-York five of the
members of the House of Ropresentatives in 1848,
and they can attest if I have here stated the trath
or misrepresented any of the oceurrences of 1545,

I determined st once totake up nrma ot all
risks in defense of the Constitation, and issupd
my address to the nation on the 4th February,
1544, avowing this determination.  As the news
of the horrible erime spread through the connbry,
the peeple rose up in arms.  The Cantons of Cal-
ahozo, of Chagonramns, of Orituco, of Snn Fer-
nanio de Apure; the Provinces of Merida, Mar:
acaybo, Trujillo and Coro declared atonee againat
the nsnrpution of Monngas, as soon as the news
reached them, and they called upon and author-
ized me to defend the lustitutions of the country.
Congress, surrounded by bayonets, under the infli-
cnce and fear of Munagas, passed an aet, declur
ing me arebels. The war commenced.  Monagas
biad a large armed foree under pry, composed both
of the standing, or permanent army, aod the
atlitier of v Thir penple at Iarge were un-
armed ; nsystem of embargo of the proporty of
those who took up arms was put in_force by Gen.
Monngas; the prisons were crowded by hundreds
of eitize Terror took the place of patriotism,
anid the lLiberties of Venezuela soccumbed, in
spite of my efforts and those of meny brave and
patiioti E18,

I have, Gentlemen, made & concige narration of
all the prominent acts of my political life for the
last 25 years, and I tenst that the docnmentary
ard historic proofs T have here presented may be
considered by an intelligent people o sullicient
vindication

1 will now, in eonclusion, mnke a few briel re-
marks. Eitherthe majority of the Coneress of
1548 were my [riends aud partizans, or they were
the friends and partizans of Monagas; or, thirdly,
they were impartial nnd indifferent, 1 the ma-
jority were iriendly to me, how came they to du-
clare me o rebel 710 they were friendly to Mon-
agng, or impartial and indifferent, why did not
General Monazas follow the rersonable and peace-
ful advice ! gave him, when he consulted me, and
submit ta the trial before o lawful wid impartial
tribunal 7

Is it lawfu! or not to take np arms in defense of
the Constitution nnd lnwe of one's conntey, when
a despot has murdered and dispersed the national
representatives and trampled the Constitution un-
der foot, or must there be an ungualified sabmis-
ston until three years afterward, whena possible
chance may present itaelf of remedying the evil
through the ballot boe? Who will insure in such
a rase the freedom necessary effectually to exer-
cige this high prerogative of a free people? What
is the Copstitutional doctrine universally enter-
tained on this subject in the Uuited Btates and in
England! 1 am contented to abide the solution
of these important questions by a free and intelli-
gent people.

As to my motives, pardonme for remarking that
they must be gathered trom my actions fairly in-
terpreted, aiter a full knowladge of all the attend-
ing circumatances, or they are exclugively within
the jaradiction of the Scarcher of all hearts.

1 am now living in retivement. Thave not, sinee
I gnitted ¥ enezuels, written or received any let-
ter or letters on politicsl subjects, aud [ ean azsare
you that I have not, and shall not, attempt, direct-
¥ or fndirectly, to find backers in this or any oth-
er land to assist me to make & triumphant return
to Venezuela. I sincerely regretthat Ihave been
foreed to appear before the publie, and shall en-
deavor hereafter to abstain from defending my
pub}tc or private character, relying, as 1 do, l:[pun
the impartial judgment of mankind, and leaving the
futore to an ell-wise Providence,
