The meeting having been fully organized, Mr.
Woup rose and spoke substantinlly as follows:
W are here assembled to give expression to gor
earnest desire for peace nnd the preservation of
the Union, The difliculties under which we labor
relate to the subject of Slavery. This agitation
was commenced some lifteen yenra ago. The
doctrine was then advanced that Slavery, in itself
considered, was sinful, and that it ought to be put
down withaut any regari to consequences, or to
the effect of such a destroction of it upon the pros-
perity and happiness of sister States in which
that domestic institution prevails. That doctring
has advanced, until it has grown to e magnitude
which now provokesill-fueling, snd may terminate
in the dissolution of this Union and the destroc:
tion of that Republic which has been held forth as
n bricht example to the nations of the enrth, The
institntion of Slavery Las existed thronghout the
Listory of the world, and in all ages, In the ear-
liest periods of society, it has been 8 great instro-
ment of Civilization, by the introduction of Pro-
perty, Thi s doctrine introduced fifteen yoors
szo on this subjoct declures Slavery in itsell’ sin-
ful. The party who held this notion took the
ground that it was the duty of the countey, under
all circumstances, suddenly to abolish it. The
speaker denied that the geaeral sentiment of
wankind wus against Slavery as inherently sintul,
i reiterated his nrzument that it was one of the
great promoters of early civilization, We may
iy of cotseience in regard to this subject ns we
woild sny of taste.  The armumentis whethor the
instittition, in the present state of sopiety, is cal-
culated to improye the general interasts of socie-
ty. Thia is the true view of the suliject. The
guidden nbolition of Slavery in the United States,
he prophecied, wonld be attendeil by results simi.
lar to those of the British West Indin Colonies,
apd that the wives and children of our Southern
brethren would be greatly endangerad thereby. Ha
prid oted ceneral insurrection nnd (earful scenes ns
