Fourth ; That each Society elect a Board of
Trade, composed of competent men, to act in con¬

junction with the Congress.
Fifth .. That, by special agreement with allcon-

tractors, no person should purchase at the trade
contract price, without showing u certificate ol

membership, (similar to Odd Fellows' traveling
cards,) bearing the seal of the Society, and tin.
signatures of the presiding officers, whose duty il
should be to register their autographs in a book
kept for reference at the store.of each contractor.

Si.t/h. That a list of tho approved dealers he kept
in all society rooms for the information ol its mem¬

bers, that when a contractor broke his contract,
his name might bo erased from the list, and the
(irxt contractors name added in its place, each so

ciety notifying its members of the changes. Tth
That il bo the duly of the Industrial Congress
Board of Trade to receive nil proposals from con¬

tractors, and to submit tho sumo lo the Congress
for itt; deliberation said proposals with the sen¬

timents of tho Congress attached to them should
then be referred to the various societies for in¬
structions previous to the Congress taking final
action on them. Much inure could be said than
the circumscribed limits of a report will allow,
but the extreme simplicity of tho idea will allow
n committee af any time to throw it into detail
should it meet the approval of the majority.

Mr> JONASSOHN presented the following l'rcam
ble and Resolution.

Whereas, The Industrial Congress, taking up
the question of the late and rights of the Emi¬
grant Workingmen arriving in this Stale, is fully
aware id its importance and the importance of this
question, and its influence upon that injurious
competition which will for a long time cause con¬

siderable damage to our endoavorings, and always
debase and put into destitution the workingmen
arriving on these shores as strangers. Therefore,

Resolved, That o Committee ot Five bo appoint¬
ed to report, at the earliest convenience,upon the
question .' How are the Emigrant Workingmen
to bo protected, when arriving on the shores,
against the.speculations and oppressions of capi¬
talists, and how on the other hand, arc the trades
to be protected against ruinous competition .'

The proposition of Mr. P. E. Day to send Dele¬

gates to the World's Industrial Convention led to
a warm and spirited debate, and filially the mo¬
tion was luid on the table.
In supporting this motion Mr. Commerferd said:

We do not propose to instruct tho Delegates to
the World's Fair; but we propose to come to¬
gether as members of a common family, not insti¬
gated by the foolish pndc of excellence in the ar¬
ticle or the amount of tod, bm, that we may as¬
certain bow long and for how much each industri¬
al is obliged to toil to enable him to subsist in our
different countries.
