Among the many favors granted by the new

Captain-General of Cuba, is one, allowing the

iteamers of the United States Mail Steamship
Company to moor at their wharf, which greatly
facilitates their operations in coaling, A:c. Here¬

tofore, this privilege has been denied them. By
this arrangement the ships are subject to no deten¬

tion in port beyond the ordinary time occupied in

transferring passengers.

The New Captain-General.Review of the

Troops.Augmentation of Force.Arrival
of the English CoiiHut-Gcneral.Things In

Havana..11 lsrcllimeons.
Correspondence of The Tribune.

Havana, Saturday, Nov. 16,1850.
1 have already advised you of the arrival, by

the Caledonia steamer, of our new Captain-Gen.
era], with his very respectable stall', retinue and
some five hundred soldiers, of assorted arms, for

the defense of Cuba and the protection of its in¬

habitants.
The proclamation, or orders, to the army and

people, indicate something of the character of the
man, and the course he intends pursuing, where¬
fore you will find them in the enclosure herewith.

In assuming the duties of his elevated position,
General Conda has not played the courtier to tbe

people, but in plain and simple terms, and some

gracefulness of style, he gives the needful assur¬

ances of care, and intimates the caution which it

may be well for them to heed. His role, in fol¬
lowing the man who has, undoubtedly, by his sa¬

gacity and his prudence, saved this lovely ge;n of
Royalty will be difficult; to equal Alcoy, in ad¬
ministrative qualities, will be followed with honor
enough to satiate the most inveterate ambition.
Yesterday we had a grand review of all the

troops of the city and its defensive works, and
the solhk rs had an opportunity of becoming famil¬
iär with the eye and bearing of their chief while
curiosity brought all the world abroad to <>-e their
dcstiny-molder. All were gratified with all they
saw, and more that they were seen mid the blaze
of stars and orders.
The augmentation of force has reached about

1,250 men, and the prospect is that more will be
here speedily. The excitement kept up by the
much informed Spanish journalists of the United
States, in relation to expeditions, Gen. Lopez,
and northern pirates, has gone to the tomb, by
Stagnation, and it is possible now for an American
steamer to arrive without suspicion being enter¬
tained that the city is to be racked by " Los Yan¬
kees."
On the 12th, the English Mail steamer Conway

arrived from St. Thomas ami Jamaica, quaran¬
tined while in port, and left the following day lor

Belize, Honduras. Mr. Crawford, English Consul-
General here, arrived out by the Conway with his
family.
We have a French war steamer resting here

for a little time, and on the 12th also entered a

brig ofwar of the Imperial-Republican realm..
The officers in their visits to the shore, not fre¬
quent, appear certainly to great advantage, and
might be imitated by the button representatives
of the cousins John and Jonathan,without detriment
to the national character of either.
Last evening, the approaching feast day of

"San Christoval,''patron saint of the city, was

welcomed by illuminations, displays of banners
¦upon the outer works, curtains from the galleries
and windows, and any quantity of bright eyes and
happy faces while to day we are to enjoy the
solemnities of the proccsson of the venerable
image throueb the principal streets, to the sound
of the druni7 with an escort of soldiery, priests
and ether dignitaries.negroes nut included.

The New Administration and it* Prospects.
The C untie Alcoy.A Prince.Yankees on

the Plaza.Celebrations.Business.
Havana, Wednesday, Nov. is, 1850.

Our new Administration commences under fa¬
vorable auspices, and w ill probably meet with
public favor, if the interest professed for the
prosperity and welfare of the people is demon¬
strated by the action of the Government, and not

interrupted by the wild fabrications of Spanish
agents in the United States. The Conde Alcoy
is still the guest of his Excellency Senor Don
Manuel Pastor, and his worth now finds ready ac¬

knowledgment from almost every tongue.he
bears with him from the hearts of the people
more kindly remembrance than has followed the
departure cd' any of his predecessors. It has
been said that be will leave in the steamer Isabel
for Charleston, to have a glance at things in he
World's Republic, on his way home; but this I
think doubtful, although 1 hope it may bo so.

Should he visit our country, 1 believe ho will be
remunerated by the new lights that bis mind will
catch of our institutions and our people, while he
will find the respectful attention of parallel intel¬
lect to welcome him wherever he may go.
By the Pacific on the 26th, we had a genuine

prince in the person of His [loyal Highness, Paul
of Wirtemherg, who looked Very like a digger,
but somew hat more cleanly with a noticeable
slouched hat, esteemed the ton in Sacramento
city. He leaves in the Ohio, now, or by the next
Charleston packet, Isabel, lor the United States.
The "Plaza de Orinas" has been so thronged

with transient Yankeedom, en route, either wav,
lor the two or three evenings past, that the natives'
have bardlv had time to show themselves.bon¬
nets have been the rage, if quantity of this head-
gearing is any evidence, in our fashionable prom¬
enade. General Caucha acts without fear of his
neighbors, and our steamers will find many ob¬
structions removed that only served to consume

time, beginning with the permission already grant¬
ed, for the use of the coal wharf contracted for
some time since. The labor of coaling will be
much diminished, while the receiving ofcargo will
be facilitated, and when necessary, goods will be
stored nt the wharfware houses in anticipation of
arrivals.

On the field, if well commanded, they
are brave, hut they are rather careless and
thoughtless. But let me turn your attention to
some other important topics connected with the
influence of the Piedmontese institutions and ac¬

tual freedom of the Press.
The priests, in general, do not forget anyoffenso.

Charity is preached, but not put into practice.
The Roman Court, we may be sure, will not

swallow with indifference, Siccardi's law, and will
not tolerate the banishment of its favorite Pre¬
lates. Its natural ally, the King of Naples, will
join with it to put down, if possible, the Statute
in Piedmont. Austria, as a matter of course, and
France, and Russia, are at this moment working
hard to pat down our liberal institutions, and it is
doubtful whether our statesmen will be able to
compete with such colossal diplomatic antagonists,
sincere as the former may be in their elForts to
sustain our free institutions.
Now I will tell you what I have heard from a

high source.I am sorry I cannot mention the
name, which would be acknowledged as an au¬

thority.
It is expected that next spring, some part of

Italy will be put again in excitement against the
Austrians. The thing will he easily done by tho
Machiavellic diplomacy opposed to the actual
Piedmontese Government. Troops will be again
sent from Piedmont in support of their lighting
brethren, and then an Austrian Army will come

direct to Turin. You may very easily guess what
would be the consequence of such a visit; name¬

ly : impositions of every kind, and perhaps the
restoration of the ancient Absolute Government.
A thing which is certain, is that the King ami

his family are prepared to ilv at short notice;
at all events this is a fact known by many:
and why is a report current that the King will
fly, if that report is not founded on some basis, or

at least some strong probability ?
As I have stated, the Piedmontese are brave,

but they have no good commanders in-chief. If
those few they have are in favor of a reaction, the
nrmy cannot contend with the Austrian mass,

commanded by its Radetskys. The battle of No-
vara, oi sad remembrace, has shown the truth ol
this assertion. It might easily have been gained,
but was lost; ami the Austrians might have en¬

Parit.Political and other Matters.Continental News-

Paris has survived the various comprehensible
and incomprehensible struggles, intrigues, and

phenomena of infinite selfishness which have dis¬
tracted her lor the last few weeks. When one

looks at the common place nature of the minds and

acquirements ofthe individuals whose personal am¬
bitions harrass her, ami reflects that there is not

among the rival houses one single person of medi¬
ocre talent, exhibited in letters, arts, sciences, or

even in the vulgar martinctship of war. that they
are intellectually speaking, nothing, and morally
equally nothing, it forms a sorrowful comment on

the world's mental illumination, and a forcible les-
son to Americans to exclude hierarehs, religious
and military, with more than traditional jealousy,
to make each man trust himself in matters of

heavenly and earthly convictions, ami look upon
every combination that finds its sanctions iu an¬

tiquity as the enemy of human liberty. The pres¬
ent and lately passed political matters of Paris may
be summed up thus At the review of the troops
on the plain of Satory, in Versailles, the cavalry
cried out as they passed Louis Napoleon, Vice
VEmpcreurl The Permanent Committee of the
Assembly, sitting in Paris, composed of the clev-
crest men, chiefly ol the Orleans persuasion, with
Dupin at their head, instantly met, and passed a

censure on the Minister of War for allowing such
a demonstration. Dupin is related to have said
that the cry a has la rcpubliquc, was unconstitu¬
tional on the part of the troops, and that was con¬

tained in the cry of Vive V Empereur. M. Dupin
has the wit to see that the civil war growing out
oi putting Louis Napoleon on an imperial throne
will not help the easy advances of the Orleans
family. Chaugarnier, who lives in the Tuilleries
and has command of the Paris troops, was under-
tood to disapprove of the imperial demonstrations,
General d'Hautpoul, Minister of War, was, on
the contrary, understood to favor them. D'Haut-
poul tried to remove Changarnier from his crown-

iug command. The rest of the Cabinet did not
second him. So he withdrew. General Schramm
succeeded d'Hautpoul as Minister of War..
Hardly had be got into place before General Nieu-
mayer, one of General Changaraier'sofficers, was
dismissed from his Paris command, and offered
another of high grade. Now came out the truth
Nieumayer commanded the infantry at the review
of Satory, and prevented them from making any
cries if they had been so disposed. This beingthe tact, his dismissal caused a tire of wrath in.
the opposition press. What might have come of
it may be imagined, had Louis" Napoleon been
ready to brave the Assembly, who deny his
control over Changarnier,considering the direction
oi the command at Paris a bonne boucke lor their
own political stomachs. The Permanent Com¬
mittee ot the Assembly had fiery debates uponthese political sqnirmings up to the foot of a
throne, and decided at different sittings that it
whs not necessary to call the Assembly togetherbetöre the 10th ol this month, the period lor their
meeting. Gen. Chaugarnier, who is a firm man,

The Reform Convention.Peculation and For¬

gery.City Councils.Seduction and Suicide
Sudden Deaths-Mr. 31 unlock-Jenriv

The vote in the Retonn Convention appointing
n Committee ol Nine on the subject of represen¬
tation and apportionment of the State for the
Legislature, gives some little hope of a more

equitable and republican mode of representation
than we now have Baltimore City, with more

than one-third of the population of the State has
but six delegates in both branches of the Legisla¬
ture, out of 103 members comprising the Senate
and House, .^omc of the members of the Con¬
vention seem disposed to grant the most radical
reforms, and as 1 have previously stated, it would
not be at all surprising if a Constitution of the
most radical character should be framed with a

view to its defeat by the people; a result which
I firmly believe to be altogether improbable.
Our city has been rile tor the past twenty-four

hours witli reports of defalcations and forgeries.
Two instances have come to light which have
caused considerable talk. A young man named
Edward A. Taylor, clerk of Michael Heir & Co.
merchants, on Smith's wharf, has been detected
in peculations in his employersfunds to tin- amount
oi 820,000. The money has been obtained during
u period of some six years, the hooks of the con¬
cern being falsely balanced. Yesterday a young
lawyer was detected in a forgery to the amount of
Si,000 on John Glenn, Esq. a distinguished mem¬
ber of the Baltimore bar. The party was caught
before he had expended the money, made to «Iis--
gorge, and then permitted to go.

CRKATION OF THE I'NI VERSE ;
A LECTURE,

BV I'RUK. (J. M. MjTCHBL OF Cl.VC.NNATl.

[Reported for The Tribune.]
The second of the course of Lectures by Prof.

Mri Hit, at Hope Chapel, was delivered Friday
night before a large and discriminating audience.
Although Music held a jubilee on the same even-

ing, the scarcely less poetical Science of Astrono¬

my drew largely upon the attention of the public.
Prof. Mitchel said, in the course of his last Lec¬

ture he gave some account of the structure oi'our
system, hi attempting to work our way up
through the Universe to its origin, the mind is
constantly beset by difficulties. But we have at¬

tained much we have learned the laws of move¬

ment, and the condition of the perpetuity of the
heavenly bodies. We now ask, how did ali this hap¬
pen: how came the Universe as it is I la inquiring
into this we must transcend the limits of actual
knowledge; we cannot speak with absolute cer-

tainty when we pass the limits of established
truth. Sir Isaac Newton concluded that systems
were launched into existence by an Omnipotent
power. Is it possible that there is a step yet at

tamable between the created object and the cre¬

ator? This inquiry we propose to make, and to

compare the Mosaic account therewith. You are

all aware of the Nebulas Theory; but this theory
has not been justly dealt with. Slight but con¬

stant deviations from truth in the consideration
of this theory has led us far astray He would
not assume that the theory was true, but would
state the arguments on which it rested, leaving
his hearers to make their own deductions.

Because the condensation of matter is always
followed by a luminous appearance. Here
ends tho lirst day, but what was the length of
tins day ! If we question the rocky records of
our globe, we find that it dates hack myriads of
ages. The term day must be defined as a vast, in
delinite period. Then came the second day; tho
waters were separated; condensation proceeds,
and denser and naif separated bodies are formed;
and then the dry land appeared.that is, the pla¬
nets became distinctly defined; ami grass and
herbs and animals then grew in the third period
of creation. "And God said, let there be light in
the firmament of heaven, to divide the day from
the night; and let them be tor signs, and for sea¬

sons and for days ami for years." How strange
that tiie Sun was created on tiie third day, if we

interpret literally f Whence came day and
night.' Some adopt the theory of an independent
luminous body. But when the earth was lirst
forming, no sun could have illumined its dense
and material atmosphere. Hut when the atmos¬

phere had been purified by the condensation of
the grosser mutter, on the fourth day, the
Sun and Moon became visible, anil shone
out in all their splendor, for signs and for
seasons, and lor days and for years. Prof. M. re¬

marked that he might be thought presumptuous,
but he felt that this ought to be true and he trusted
that he should live long enough to say to his hear¬
ers that he knew it to be true. In case the as

tronomicnl assertions in the Bible were not all
proved, perhaps it might not compromise thechar-
acter of the writers. It is hardly possible that
all the writers ol that book could have conformed
strictly to sciences of which they were in the
main ignorant, unless they were guided by direct
inspiration. The Professor closed his admirable
and eloquent lecture by proposing, in his next
discourse, to go more deeply and minutely into
the subjects of astronomical nature mentioned in
the Holy Scriptures. Our report is necessarily
very brief; and exhibits none of the nice aud ab¬
stract philosophical reasonings of the leoaned
speaker. The lecture was a rare treat, and was

admiringly appreciated by the audience.

Indignation Meeting ok the Butchers.

Driving Cattle in the Streets..A large in.
dignation meeting of the Butchers of New-York
Brooklyn, Jersey City and Williamsburgh was

held on Friday afternoon at the house of Joseph
A Men. No. '-'!> Second-nv. The object was to ex¬

press the Butchers' disapproval of the Ordinance
to prevent the driving of Cattle through the
streets, now pending in the Common Council..
The meeting was called to order at .'! o'clock by
Mr. J. M. Seaman Mr. Samuel P. Patterson was

called to the Chair, and James 1,. Stuart appoint¬
ed Secretary. After some remarks from different
parties, the following preamble and resolutions
were adopted unanimously;

Whereat, A luw lias lately been passed by the Board o

Assistant Aldermen, prohibiting the driving of Cattle
throtiah the streets of she city South of Thirty-nlritb-St.;
and whereas, if the said law should he curried into effect,
the lights and interests of the Butchers would be seriously
impaired thereby, inasmuch as they would be compelled to

remove their slaughterhouses and ofnecessity their houses,
in the vicinity ot Thirty-niriili-st. und to live u*. a point fur
removed from their places of business, and In u neighbor,
hood, perhups, not agreeable to llieir tastes or wishes, and
thus become un isolaied people, a community by them¬
selves, indirectly shut out from ihe rights and privileges of
other citizens. And ichcreas, it is alleged us u reason for
thepassage of said law, that the driving of Catilo through
the streets of the city is attended with great danger and fre¬
quent loss of life, which If true the tiutchers would deeply
deplore, and feel themselves liouud as Rood citizens, and
at any sacrifice, not to interpose any obstacles to tho pas¬
sage of a law at once so reasonable, so humane and so

lust. Hut us it Is not tnio that the lives of our fellow citi¬
zens are frequently lost in this way, but on the contrary, us

it is true (ihe bold and reckless assertions of the Evening
Port ofFriday last, a paper from which we had been wont

to look for better things, notwithstanding,! that accidents
seldom happun from suid cause, and as It Is also true that
more lives navo been lost and more limbs broken tn one

week bv thosC licensed pets of the Corporation, the omni-
buses and railroads, monopolizing the principal streets of
the city, than there has been for fifty year.< by driving cat-

tie. And vet the Common Council, who are so careful of
the lives and limbs of the people, foster the one that is de¬
structive to human life and prohibit the other thai is com-

paraüvely harmless. And whereas, I; is believed that the
said law "is designed, not so much to suve tho lives of iho

people as to benefit a certain disinterested person who Is

building a large number of slaughterhouse*- on Thirty,
ninth-si. and who seeks to get this law- passed to compel
the Butchers to occupy the same. And whereas, the busi¬
ness of a butcher is a lawful and even a necessary business,
and deserves rarher to be protected than oppresied by un¬

necessary laws. Therefore,
Hesolred, That is pie law iarely passed by the Board of

Assistant Alderman, and now pending be'ore the Board ol

Alderman, prohibiting the driving of cattle through the
streets of the City south of Thirty ninth-sl will not be of
any benefit to anybody, ejeeot the owner of the slaughter¬
houses now building on TbJrty-ninth-st. und will be ex-

cedingly oppressive to the butchers, we therefore most
earnestly protest against the passage of the same; and we
most respectfully request the Board of Aldermen to non¬
