Colored < him-hcH lit tUc Bloc-e«o of New- York
T. ihr Editor,af,Tht Tribun*:

It win with great satisfaction I read your re¬

marks on a lato communication under the above
title. W bile 1 admit the justice of the complaints
inaue by your correspondent, I dissent from the
remedy he proposes, as both inexpedient and im

jfacticable. A colored Bishop, to havo the over-

light of colored Episcopalians, would only tend to

nrengtl en and perpetuate tho distinction of caste
in the Church. But in fact such a Bishop is out
si the question. The Church will not, and in my
opinion ought not, to allow l,-;R appointment. Nor
usucli n Bishop required by the spiritual inter¬
nus of the colored people. Their churches have a

right to be admitted into connection with tlie
Convention, and to havo a voice in the election of
1 Bishop who is to rule them, and in the enact¬
ment of laws to which they are to be subject.
This right is founded not only on the spirit and
icceptsof the gospel, but also on the constitu
ion nnd canons of the Church. Why then, it
may be astted, are colored churches excluded?
Hie exclusiou is only partial. In only five Dio-
«ses havo they applied for admission, aud in
ftree of these, viz: Rhode Islnnd, iNew-Jersey
3ad Michigan, they were admitted without a dis¬
puting vote. In Pennsylvania alone have they
teen excluded. In New-York the application has
ii yet been evadedland postponed.
And now, what is the reason why the Dioceses

tj Pennsylvania ami New-York are averse to
Holding Christinn fellowship with Episcopalians
living dark complexions i The reason is not to
Je tbuiid iu any theological system. High and
cw churchmen act together i-oth in opposing and
3 advocating the admission of colored churches,
'ojdouht the great rnai's of the clergy ol ail pat¬
es are persuaded in their consciences, that they
ttimot lawfully take an active part in building up
ie barrier of caste in the Church of God. Yet
fey would prefer that the question should not be
"used, they do not want to be compelled to vote
K it. for the most part they want to be passive,
kit it is due to the clergy to say that the active,
tjilatit and effective hostility to colored churches
¦mig received into convention, does not proceed
.<m tkem, but from certain lay delegates both in
few-York and Pennsylvania, belougmg to a class
jhowu ns cotton jHiliticians. These gentlemen
jive a great horror of agitaiioii in the Church, and

exceedingly tender of tho feelings of our

iuthmn brethren. It so happens, however, that
\c unanimous action of three Dioceses in behalt
colored churches has iu do degree endangered

fe Union, nor given rise to the slightest agitu-
l)n. The only agitation in the Church on this
fibject has been caused by these same gentle-
Kti. Agitation arises no; from doing right but
ping wrong.
From the character t-l the delegates who havo
p some time past, annually brought before the
nventiou the claims of toe colored churches,

".ere is little reason to believe tha' those claims
»Ü! be suffered to sleep. The decision of oue

Mvention is not binding opvu the nexl, and
*5ce agitation will not be suppressed by an ad-
"'.ie vote. For many years Congress mainly
Pbre to suppress agitation by suppressing the

"t oi petition. Agitat e .! waxed fiercer and
Pfcer. until the right was admitted, and then it
*ased. Caste in the chnr :h is so obviously anti-

The escapeof Mary, QueenofS« otj, from L^cii-
lovcn Cattle, is oue of the most striking passages

tin tbo history of female royalty. The time, the
place, the beauty am] exalted rank of the illustri¬
ous heroine, her wrongs and her distress, the chiv¬
alry and courage of the gallant spirits who had
undertaken to effect her deliverance, the peril of
the enterprise and its success, combine all tho el¬
ements ot a romance.

The confederate lords into whose hands Mary,

confiding in their solemn p~:>rai3es to treat tier
with all honor and reverence as their sovereign,
rashly surrendered hersel: at Carberry hill, not
only shamelessly violated their pact, but after ex¬

posing her to the most cruel insults from the very
abjects of the people, incarcerated her in the
gloomy fortress ot Lochleven, under the jailorship
of the mother of her illegitimate brother, the Earl
of Murray, and the wardership of the sons that

Ejrson had had by her late husband Sir Robert
ouglass, of Lochleven, for the Lady of Lochle-

ven was a married woman when the Earl ot Mur¬
ray was born.1

ft is scarcely possible to imagine n more doleful
abiding [dace for the fallen queen, in her affliction,
than that which had been thus injuriously and by a

refinement ot malice, selected for her by her per¬
fidious f'>eB. The castle, which is of extreme anti¬
quity, said indeed to have been founded by Con-
gal, a PictiBh king, is of rude architecture, consist¬
ing of a square donjon keep, flanked with turrets,
and encompassed \\ith a rampart it is built on a
amnll island, almost in the center of the wild ex¬

panse of the deep and oft times stormy waters of
the loch, which is fifteen miles in circumference.
The castle island consists of live acres, now over¬

grown with trees and brushwood.. In the midst
of this desolation tradition points ju! one ancient
stem, of fantastic growth, said to have been plant¬
ed by the royal captive as a memorial of her com
pulsory residence in tile castle The hows of this
tree, which is called " Uucen Marj s Thorn," are

spot, winch her sufferings have rendered an his¬
toric site of melancholy celebrity.
The events of tho long dreary months which

Mary wore away in this wavo-eucircled prison-
house, bereft of regal state, deprived of exercise
and recreation, and secluded from every friend
save her two faithful Indies, and r little maiden of
ten years old, the voluntary companions of her
durance, ns well as the occupations wherewith
she endeavored to beguilo her sorrowful hours,
will be found very fully detailed in my biography
of that unfortunate queen, with many recently
discovered facts.
Toward the end ol March, George Douglas, the

youngest son of the Lady of Lochleven, whose
manly heart had been touched with generous
sympathy, or, as som" assert, with a deep and en¬

during passion for his fair ill fated sovereign, made
a bold an ! almost successful attempt to convey
her out of the castle, in the disguise of a laundress.
The Uueen. however, being identified by the
whiteness and delicacy of her hands, which she
had raised to repel one of the rude boatmen, who
endeavored to remove her hood ami mudlc-r to get
sight of her face, she was brought back, and Geo.
Douglas was expelled from the castle with dis¬
grace. Hut though banished from his house, ho
lurked concealed, in the adjacent village, where he
had friends and confederates, and, doubtless in¬
spired many an honest burgher and peasant with
sympathy for the wrnncs or their captive sover¬

eign, by his description ol the harsh, restraint to
which she was subjected within the grim fortress
of Locbleveu. Al Kinross he was joined by the
faithful .lohn Beton, and other devoted servants of
the Uueen, who were associated for the emanci¬
pation of their royal mistress, and had long been
lurking, in various disguises, among the western

Lpmonds, to watch for a favorable opportunity of
effecting their object.

Douglas had left, withal, an able coadjutor
within the castle, a boy of tender years, of mys¬
terious parentage, and humble vocation, who was

destined to act the part of the mouse jn .Ksop's
beautiful fable. This unsuspected confederate
was a youth of fifteen, who waited on the Lady
of Lochleven in the capacity of page. He is known
in history by the names of Willie Douglas, and
Little Douglas; in the castle he was called the
Lad Willie, the Orphan Willie, ami the Found-
iing Willie,: for he waa found, when a babe, at
the costle gates. Home, of Godscroft, says, " He
was tho natural brother of George Douglas.";» a

statement perfectly reconcileable with the story
of his first introduction into the family ofthe Laird
of Lochleven. Such incidents are not of unfrc-
quent occurrence In the daily romance of life, and
often has it happened that the appeal made to the
parental feelings ef a profligate seducer, in behalf
of a guiltless child of sin and sorrow, has awak¬
ened feelings of feminine compassion in the bo¬
som of the injured wife, and the lorlora stranger
has received a home and nurture through her
charity. This appears to have boon the case with
regard to Little Willie and the Lady of Loch-
lo\en; for, whether she suspected his connection
with the laird her husband or not, ho was taken
in, ami brought up under her auspices, and as at¬
tendant cr. her person. Frail as she had been in
her youth, aud cruel aud vindictive in her treat¬
ment of tho lawful daughter of her royal seducer,
wh.om it irked her pride to consider as her sove¬

reign, it is nevertheless pleasant to trace out the
evidence of some good in the harsh Lady of Locli-
leven.
The Foundling Willie remained in the castle,

idtc the death of the old laird, an orphan depen¬
dent in the family, but his subsequent actions
prove that he had received the education of a

gentleman; for not only could ho rea l and write,
but he understood enoue.fi of French and other
languages to be scut on secret missions to forehrn
princes. To these acquirements Willie added
courage, firmness and address, seldom paralleled
iu one of his tender years.
There is not any circumstances iu the course of

Mary Stuart's career more striking than the fact
that, in this dark epoch c>f her life, when deprived
of all the attributes of royalty, oppressed, ealum-
innted, and imprisoned, two "friends like George
and Willie Douglas should five been raised up
for her in the, family of her deadliest foes. The
regent and his confederates, men whose hands
had been soiled with English sold, had not calcu¬
lated on the existence of the chivalric feelings
which animated those young hearts with the de¬
termination of effecting the liberation of their cap¬
tive queen.

" Mary being deprived of pen and ink at this
time." says her French biograpl^r. Caussin,
¦. wrote he.- instrm fious with a piece of charcoal,
on her handkerchief, which she employed the boy
Willie Douglss to dispatch to the Lörd Selon."
John Beton, who still lay, perdue, among the
hills, wss the ready bearer of this missive, and ar¬

ranged everything for the receptiou and sate con¬

duct of his royal mistress, in ^ ase she should be
fortunate enough to reach the shore in safety. For
many nights he. with Lord Seron. Weorce Doug¬
las, and others, kept watch a: i ward on the pro¬
montory which commanded a view of the castle
and the lake, iu expectation o: being apprised, by
signal, that the project was about to be carried into
effect.
On Sunday the second evening .u May, al!

Willie Douglas, who was wall:: g oh the Lady
of Lochleveu, contrived, while char.gu.g herplaie,
to drop a napkin over the keys .>f the castle,
'which were alwavs idac.d beside tier during
meals,) and having thus enveloped them succeed¬
ed in cany ing them oil' unobserved Hastening
with them to the queen, tie oted her by a

private stair, Urthe postern, aid bo to the Water¬
gate of tiie castle, which he took care to lock after
him, and when the boat had rained convenient
distance f-om the store flans the keys into the
water. These nrr.te memorials of the adventure
were found covered with rust when the loch was

drained, early in the present century. They are

now in the possession of the Earl of Morton, at

Daimaboy House, where I saw them and the ru le
iron chain which formerly linked them together,
hot which, being rusted through, feil to pieces
when taken out cf the water. The Locbleven
k-ys arc five in number, large nnd small, of an¬

tique workmanship, and are all carefuliy enshrined
in a casket lined with v<ivet, and preserved as

prescious relict by the noble representatives of
tl b tl ivairio Gcome Douclas.

Tlie boat which Willie the Orphan had adroitly
secured for the service of his captive sovereign,
was that belonging to the castie, and the only

therefore, almost impossible. The companions
of Queen Mary's flight were ber faithful attend¬
ant Mary Seton, ever near her in the hour of
peril, and a little girl of ten years old, of whose
safely her majesty appeared tenderly careful, as

Hut
all doubts and fears were dispelled when they
recognized the stately ngure? of their Uuecn,
distinguished from the other females by her sape-
rior hight, rising in the boat aud giving the
telegraphic signal of her safety, as previously
agrt. d. by waving her vail, which was white
with a'crimson border, the royal colors of Scot-
lai d. The moment that auspicious ensign was

displayed, fifty horsemen who had lain con-

cealed behind the hill; sprang to their saddles,
and. with Lord .-eton al theirhoad, gallopeddown
i,. tl,p .l ore wher,. (ieor^e Hondas and Beton.

franchised sovereign, as she sprang to trie land.
The fleetest paiirejs that Scotland could supply
harl lone been provided, and concealed by George

Queen's Ferry. Tbere she was met and wel¬
comed by Lord! Claud Hamilton, and fifty cava¬
liers and other loyal gentlemen, eager to"renew
th ir homage, and" burning to avenge h.er wrongs.

Lord Seton conducted his roval mistress to his
own castle nt West Niddry, distant seven miles
from South Queen's Ferry", where she partook of
his hospitality, and enjoved the repose ofafew
hours, after her moonlight Hitting. West Niddry
now forms part of the fair domain of the Marl of
flopeton. The roofless shell of the stately cas¬

tle, which afforded the first safe resting-place of
the fugitive sovereign, is still in existence. The
changes of the lust few years have conducted the
railroad line between Edinburgh nnd Glasgow in
clore proximity to the ruins of the feudal fortress
which gave rest and shelter to the royal fugitive
after her escape from Lochleven. Tne gray
moidering pile, in its lonely desolation, arrests
for a moment the attention of the musimg moral¬
ist or antiquarian among tho passengers in the
trains that thunder onward to their appointed goal
through soltitudcs that recall high and chivalric
visions of the past. But Niddry Castle should be
visited in a quiel hour by the historical pilgrim,
who would retrace in fancy the last bright scene
of Mary Stuart's life, when, notwithstanding the
forced abdication which had transferred the regaldiadem of Scotland re the udcbfrsbtofei i>mw of bor
baby boy. she stood a queen once more among the
only true nobles o! iier realm, those whom English

One window iu Niddry Castle was, within the
memory of many persons in the neighborhood,
surmounted with the royal arms of Scotland, to¬
gether with a stone entablature, which, though
broken, is still in existence, in the orchard of the
adjacent grange, inscribed in ancient letters with
the day ofthe month and the day of the year, and
even the age of George Lord of Seton, at the
memorable epoch of his life when the beauteous
majesty of Scotland, whom he had so honorable a
share in emancipating from Lor cruel bondage,
slept beneath his roof in safety.
Lord Seton had been an old and faithful ser¬

vant ol his Queen. He was the master of the
m\ al household, and had been present at her nup¬
tials with the beloved husband of her youth, King
Francis U. of France. On her return to Scot¬
land, after the death of that sovereign. Mary of¬
fered to advance Seton to the dignity of an earl
dorn, but being the premier Baron in Parliament,
he refused to be the puisne Earl, giving humble
thanks to Her Majesty for her proffered grace at
the same time. Mary then wrote the following
extempore distich in Latin and also in French

which, in plain English, may be rendered thus:
.. Though Karl- and l)ukes and evea Klagt tiler-- tie,
Vet Scion's noble Lord sufficelh me "

" After that unfortunate batt.e of L angside, the
said George Seton wns forced to lly to Flanders,
and was there in exile two years, and drove a

wagon with four horses f-r bis subsistence. Uij
picture in that condition," adds the quaint, kin¬
dred biographer of the noble family of Seton, "I
have seen drawn, and lively painted, at the north
er.d of the long' callery in Seton, now overlaid
with timber. I'rom Flanders, the sail Lord
George went to Holland, and there endeavored to
seduce the two Scots regiments to the Spanish
service, upon a design thereby to serve his so

ereign the queen, tHe king of Spain being very
much her friend, u hich plot of his being reveal¬
ed, the states of Holland did imprison and con¬
demn him to ride the cannon but by the friend
ship and respect the Scotch officers had to him, he
Whs by them set nt liberty, notwithstanding this
decision of the States."
Lord Seton outlived these troubles, he was pre¬

served to enjoy the reward of his integrity after
those who pursued his life had been successively
summoned to render tip an account ot th-- manner
iu which they had acquired and acquitted them-

j selves of their usurped authority, till all were
clean swept away, it is a remarkable fact-that
the most relentless of the persecutors of their hap-
less sovereign; Mar.' Stnart, especially those who
fcr a brief period were the most successful in their
ambitious projects, Murray, Lennox. Marr, Lie-
thiugton, aud Morton, al! by violent or untimely

Mary irerseii rewarded (ieorg.; Douglas tothe ut-

most of her power, in various ways, but above all
by facilitating his marriage with a young and
beautiful French heiress ofhigh rank, to whom he
had formed an attachment, and as his poverty wa«
the only obstacle to this alliance, she generouslyenabled him to make a suitable settlement on hfs
bride out of a portion of her French estates, which
she assigned to him for this purpose by deed of
gift. "Services like this, as she wrote to her
uncle, "ought net to be forgotten."
A simple black marble tablet in the chancel of

Kdensor Church, to the left of the altar, marks
thegrave of John Beton, on which a Latin in-
scription records the fact, "that he died at Chats-
worth, in hi> 3-lthyear, worn out with tlie fatigues
