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WEST INDIES.
By the Cherokee we have received later date

from the West Indies.
The cliolera was still raging in Jamaica ap to

the 12th inst., our last advices from that Island. A
Loenl Board of Health had been organized in

Kingston. The parishes were greatly distressed

by the prevalence of the epidemic.
At a meeting of the Council at Kingston, the

Attorney-General referred to the probable condi¬
tion of the Estates in the Island when the Chole¬
ra shall have disappeared. He said it was well
known that the havoc that disease was making
was among the laboring class of the population,
and that several Estates are at this present mo¬

ment without laborers; the cotton cultivation
will fail for want of labor.and, to instil confi¬
dence in the minds of the public, he would, at a

very early day, move that a message be sent to
his Excellency the Governor to make an applica¬
tion to the Home Government for African labo¬
rers, to supply the depopulated Instates,.he
meant those Africans who were captured from
slavers, and are at the depot in Sierra Leone.
The Trinidad papers contain a communication

from the Under Secretary of State for the Colonies
to David Turnbull, Esq. upon the subject of Color¬
ed Immigration from the United States ofAmerica.
The Secretary transmits with this communication
a memorandum explanatory of Lord Grey's views
upon the subject, and mentions that should Mr.
Turnbull concur in those views, his Lordship would
propose forwarding copies of tbe memorandum to
tho Governors ol the West India Colonies,
Bin] would also request Viscount Palmerston
to send some of them to the British Consuls
for circulation at those places in the United
States from which emigrants would be likely
to go, nnd he adds, that " before taking these steps
it would be necessary to ascertain officially that
there would be no objection to this on the part of
the United States' Govornment, as it must of
course be distinctly understood that otherwise
her Majesty 's Government could not countenance

any attempt of the kind proposed." Mr. Hawes's
letter is dated the 14th August last, and nothing is
said or known on the subject of the United States
Government objecting or otherwise, to the propo¬
sition to relieve the Union of its free colored.DOnn-
lation, or sucn 01 them as may desire to emigrate
to the West Indies. Until the views of the Ame¬
rican Government are ascertained, nothing can be
done with the concurrence of the Home Govern
nient.Thelree colored Americans may,however,iiii-
prate to any country they plense without any ques¬
tions being asked, or difficulties being thrown in
their way. From the Southern Statesthey maygo
w ith all good will, and be thanked for doing so.

Government interference says the Kingston
Journal in some remarks upon the subject, is not

necessary to promote this migration, and steps
ennnot be too soon taken to advertise the free
colored Americans of the Southern States, that
they may enjoy in Jamaica,what they have heard of
in their native land.liberty and equality.liberty
to do all thnt an honest, industrious, nnd virtuous
citizen could desire to do, and equality of civil and
political rights. Should the Home Government,
however, ascertain, as we have no doubt that it
Will seek to do, that the United States (xovern-

ment has no objection to the emigration of its
colored subjects to the British West Indies, it
will then be advisable to consider the measures
which Earl Grey conceives to bo necessary for
promoting such emigration, and for settling the
parties in townships when they arrive here.

THE SANDWICH ISLANDS.
We have received from Honolulu The Polyne-

sian to the U'th of October, inclusive, from which
we gather the following items i

The first rain of the season had fallen at Hono-
lnlu on the 1th of October. Of the WEATHER
Tfie Polynesian says :
" For the nest six months we may expect oc¬

casional showers and some heavy rains when the
trade winds intermit. Calms and southerly winds
are tobe expected, and vessels among the Islands
and even from California may expect long pas¬
sages. Indeed, this result has always been ex-

perienced by vessels from the coast. During the
prevalence of the trades, the usual passages did
not exceed, on an average, about fourteen days
they now come up to twenty or upwards. This
being the ease, how desirable that steamers
should be employed during the Fall and Winter
mohths between the Islands aud California. A
saving of one-half would be effected in time, and
a corresponding saving would also result in the
fruits and vegetables seut there for a market."
Thk Whale Ships..By reference to our ship¬

ping lists of the past and present week, it will be
seen that the harbors of Honolulu and Lahaina
are well filled with whalers from their Summer
cruise in the Northern seas in this longitude. And
it is a source of sincere congratulation that such
almost unprecedented success has attended them,
and that most of them are full or have taken aa

nr.usual amount of oil during the season. Ves¬
sels ar" reported but 14 months from home, and
with a six months* voyage tu the whaling ground,
with 2,700, "-'.^OO, 3,260, :;,300 barrels of oil, and
bone in proportion; and three ships, 15 months
out, with :s,-U0, 2,930 aud 2,460 barrels, respective-
lv. But the most successful uf all are tbe Vesper,
13 months, with ".',700 whale and 3 iü sperm the
HunUville, H months, with o\.>00 whale; the
Sheffield, twelve months, with 3,200 whale;
and the Hannibal, 13 montiis, with 25 sperm, aud
3,500whale. These may be called splendid voy-
rises, and as productive as the gold placers of
California: and attended with much less risk to

the moral and physical constitution than diguing
gold in the Sierra* Nevada. Short voyages, with
a full ship bound home, are rather pleasant cir¬
cumstances for the whalemen; and a greater
number never left this port than will sail hence
this Fall in this category.
HONOl oxd Harbor..Our harbor now presents

n fine forest ot masts, and the bustle of recruiting,
watering, discharging and loading corresponds to

the number in port. There is now a full hundred
sail of vessels in this snug little harbor, including
native coasters, and room for a few more yet..
But among ail these not a steamer is to be'seen,
and more s the pity. Whalers constitute the ma¬

jority, and " such luck" has aever before attended
a 8eeti take it all together.

All the whalers, with four or five excepticas,
are American, and from the facts before our eyes,
we are not astonished at the earnest appeal of"
the '-Polar Whale" in the Friend, to be let alone.
We doubt if so much oil was ever taken in the
same period, by tbe same number of ships, and
attended with so few casualties. In fact, a cruise

in the Arctic Ocean has got to be but a Summer
pastime, as is proved by the fact that the wives

New-Ko.iTon, Saturday, Nov. 30.
Gentlemen: I have the honor to acknowledge

the receipt of your letter of the 20th iust. in which
you were pleased to allude to my position before
the people of this State, requesting an expression
of my views in regard to the extension of Slavery
into the Territories, the present Fugitive Slave
Law, and my future course if elected to the office
of Chief Mai.'istrato of the State.

It is due to myself to stiy that, having retired
to a small farm to enjoy the quiet of a private
life, I have no solicitude for public office. Nor
am 1 insensible to the high trust and arduous re¬

sponsibilities of the Chief Magistrate of the State.
But, as this nomination has come to nie unsought
and unasked, I have accepted it as an honorable
token of the confidence reposed in me by my
friends. Should 1 be elected by the people, to
that office nt the next election, I shall endeavor so

to discharge the dutic9 of that station as to show
that the confidence reposed in me has not been
misplaced.

In early life I imbibed a sacred regard for Con¬
stitutional Liberty, Human Rights, Universal
Freedom, and the good of the Race. And these
sentiments have been strengthened and increased
by the events of maty years up to the present
hour. I trust 1 have learned so much of the Gos¬
pel of the Sou of God, that wherever an individu¬
al of the human race is found, 1 look upon that
person as my brother, without regard to his na¬

tional origin. And by these cherished sentiments
I hope I may be directed to the latest hour of my
life.
To your first inquiry, Whether I am opposed lo

the Extension of Slavery, 1 reply that having for
many yeRrs regarded the whole system as agreat
moral, social and political evil, inconsistent with
the spirit of our republican institutions, and dan
gerous to the well being of the Union, 1 am, in the
language of the New Hampshire Legislatue of
l&i'J, " firmly and unalterably opposed to the iur-
ther extension of Slavery over any portion of
American soil now free." Believing, also, in the
language of the same Legislature, that " Congress
has the" Constitutional power to prohibit the intro¬

duction of Slavery into any territory now free," I
am in favor of the use of that power in the terri¬
tories recently acquired by tho United States,
where legal enactments in the organization of ter¬
ritorial Governments have not rendered it abso¬
lutely impracticable.
To your second inquiry, What' are my metes in

relation to the present fu^Utce £> are Law /1 am

fre« to say that while I recognize the validity ot

that clause of the U. S. Constitution which pro-
vides that "persons held to service or labor inotie
State, escaping into another, shall be delivered up
on claim ol the person to whom such service or

labor may be due," I cannot but believe that the
present law contains provisions not warranted by
the letter of the Constitution, nor necessary to

carry out the spirit of its requirements. It does
seem to me, that the framers of that instrument,
when they guaranteed Trial by Jury, "in ail erim-
inal prosecutions," and in "ali suits at Common
Law" involving more than twenty dollars, did not
intend to deny the ruht to such a trial in cases

involving the liberty of a person for life.
Inasmuch as the present law denies this right

to al! persons claimed as " fugitives from service,"
and also imposes obligations and services upou
the people of the Free States, which, in my judg¬
ment, neither the Constitution, nor Conscience re¬

quire at their hands, I cannot give the measure
mv support. Regarding many" of its provisions
as unprecedented, oppressive, and liable to be
perverted to the enslavement of free citizens, I
shall, whatever station I may occupy, favor all
proper, peaceful and constitutional measures for
its repeal or essential modification.
Ardently hoping that this and all other ques¬

tions which now disturb the harmony of our com¬
mon country, and spread a dark cloud over the
face of this glorious Union, may be settled in a
manner worthy of a Christian and Republican
people,

were promptly furnished by that officer, together
with a letter Iroin hiuisell full} and triumphantly
refuting anv charge ot dishonest conduct or oven
of error of law or of fact. Mr Richardson,how¬
ever, having pledged himself the other way, his
concurring majority were obliged to report un¬
favorably, which they did, but the minority of
the Committee, Messrs. VlNTUN, OUTLAW, rock¬
well and Alston, relying wholly upon tho evi¬
dence and Mr. EwiNG's letter, did not deem auy
report necessary on their part, further than tho
printing of the documents. This was ordered by
the House, and Mr h ich IRDSOrt, as Chairman of
the Committee, undertook to see to its execution.
