Death or HErMans KRiecg—~One of the most
sincere, upright and generous men with whom it
was ever our fortune to be acquainted, was Hew
maxs KRixGE, who yesterday breathed hislnst at
Hoboken, leaving behind bim & young wife and &
singlechild. Mr. Kriege wasof German birth, but
spoke the Eaglish and we believe, the Feench [no:
gusge with fluency. A Democrat and Socialist
by constitution, he devoted all the resources of
an ardent nature and ready talents to the tri-
wmph of his principles. It is now, we belicve,
some eight years since ho first removed to this

and established in New York & weekly
paper called the Volks2'ribun, in which be advo-
eated the most radical idess upon the relations of
Capital and Labor with as mach ability as ear-
meatoess, o his views of American politics he
imclined to the so-called democratic party] and
when the Mexican War commenced gave it &
hearty support —not because be bad carefully in-
quired into its justice, but because be regarded
the absorption of Mexico and indeed the eutire
eontinent by the United States and the supremsacy
of the Anglo-Saxon race in the Western World

#ty. Thoogh not originally a Land Reformer, he
adopted snd vigorously defended nos only the

doctrine that the earth belongs to the hewes rce
and cannot rightfully be traflicked in any more

than can the air or the sunlight, but the measarcs
which American reformers have deduced there
from, namely, land lmitation, freedom of the pub-
Nc domaiu, homestead exomption, &e. During
this time he wrote and published in German a his
tory of the United Btates, as well as & sories of
translations from the writings of vurrevolutionary
works of the highest value to the Ger
man citizons of this Republic. The Volks- Tribun
sensed to be published in 1847, mud for some time
after Mr. Kriege guined a livelibood by teaching
@erman. He also gave bere in bis native tongue
a course of lectures on German Literature, whick
were greatly enjoyed by those who attended
them. On the breaking out of the revolution of
1848, be returned to Germany and took an active
share in the Democratic movements. He was
one of a Bupreme Executive Commitice, consist-
ing of three members, if we remember rightly,
which bad its seat at Bedlin, and theace con
ducted a revolutionary propaganda throoghout
the country. In the Sprivg of 1849 he returned
8o the United Btates agein, and took editorial
ebarge of the JlUinows Staats Zeitung st Chicago
But the resction which now followed the intense
_ excitement of the previous year in Europe, proved
too much for his physical powers, which were far
from robust. His health compelled bim to resign
his connection with that paper and come back to
this City. He fell into & sort of apathy which
resulted in a partial derangement of his wind, and
fimally in the complete prostration of his system.
Afer lingering for some months he at last expired
with tranquillity, in the 30th year of his age. He
was & man of extensive soquirements. His
knowledge of bistory especielly wea comprohen-
sive and accurate. His intellect, though] ot re-
markably original or brilliant, was clear and vig-
orous. His heart was of the manly and noble
kind. There is encouragement in the recollection
of such & man. e
