Census of Maryland--The Slave Population—
Forelgners—McDonogh’s Estate—Geyernor

The Census returns of the State of Maryland
exhibit a population of 591,000, of which sumber
90,000 are slaves. The slaves have increased
only about 1,000 since 1840, while the increase of

the white and free colored population has been
120,000, making an increase of 121,000 gouls in
the State within ten years. As the next ratio of
representation in Congress will be aboat 85,000,
and the representative number of the population
of Maryland will be about 535,000, the State will
retain ber rmcnt representation of six members.

You will perceive that the increase of the
slaves has been very small, as [ predicted some
months ago. This is owing to two causes—the
sale of such a large number to Southern slnve-
traders, and the sbsconding of so many to the free
Btates. There is no doubt but that the slave
population of the State will be less in proportion
to the aggregate population each succassive year,
a result that will inevitably lead, in fime, to the
making of Maryland a free State. The free cok
ored population has largely incressed within the
ten years, and I should not be astonished if it did
pot exceed that of the slaves. [ have not posi.
tive date, however, a8 yet, to state such to be the
actual fact.
