cially in Arts and Sciences, I hope you will call
the attention of your readers to the importance of
being well represented in the threat World's Fair
at London in May.
80 far, our countrymen have exhibited hut

little interest in the matter, and this appears sur¬

prising to any one who is acquainted with our

ability and resources. There are a* yet not two
hundred applicants, although the representation
from different parts of the I nion bids fair to be
food. South Carolina sends specimens of her
FuretU-Trees, and of Cotton, It ice. Turpentine,
Ac. She also sends Shirtings, Sheetings, and Dril¬
lings.

Ohio, we understand, sends a large quantity of
Catawha Wine, and has iust sent on Hams and
Shoulders, line Combing Wool, Lard Oil, Plows,
Indian Corn, Beef, Tallow, Flour, Ac. Ac.
A new and very superior Microscope is to be

sent from Ohio, of 6,001 diameter power.
A Planetarium, constructed by Thomas EL Bar¬

low of Kentucky, will be exhibited, and will at¬

tract much attention. It is intended to exhibit,
upon mechanical principles, and by means of eon-

trivancea not only new but wonderfully simple»
beautiful and efficacious, not only tho ordinary
and well understood system of planetary motions,
but also to demonstrate the most intricate and
complex movemetits of all the bodies, primary and

secondary, which enter into our 8olar System.
A Miniature Steam Engine, complete in all its

parts, made by Lyman C. Higginbotham of Vcr-
no:i, Oneida Co. New-York, will also be exhibited.
This waa made by him without any assistance
and with no previoua application to any mechan¬
ical trade, and he is but sixteen years of age.
A splendid collection of the leaves of the Amer¬

ican forests carefully prepared by Miriam (1. de
Bonneville of Westerly, It. L will also be sent
to London. These leaves arc arranged in natural
order upon sheets of Bristol board and bound in
rich garnet colored velvet, with gold clasps and
corners. The leaves are so prepared that they
retain their natural color, and will make a beau
tiful display of the wonderful change the foliage
undergoes, and which takes place in 110 other
part ol the world.
New-Hampshire, Khode Island, New-York,

New .Jersey, Pennsylvania, Tennessee, Indiana,
Ubio, Maryland, Kentucky, Illinois, Alabama,
Missouri, Mississippi, South-Carolina and Michi¬
gan have already sent articles for the Kxhibition.
The New-York State Committee are now fully

authorized to act on all cues presented to their
consideration, and it is hoped they will continue
to receive articles until the latest possible mo¬

ment.
The frigate St. Lavrcncchw positively been or¬

dered to convey the articles to London, and is
now being put in order for that purpoae. She
will not leave New-York before the middle of
February.

In the meantime our Inventors and Scientific
men should exert themselves to the utmost to se¬

cure a large as well as a good representation for
our country. There are .J,.r>00 exhibitera from
France, and Belgium will be represented by i*J<>

manufacturers.
Even Austria will send more than 1,000 exhib¬

ited with specimens of her industry.
The Executive Committee of the Central Au¬

thority of the I nited Statea have from the first
instance eierted themselves to the utmost to ex¬

tend a knowledge of the objects of the Exhibition
throughout our country and have incurred a

great expense in printing Circulars, Certificates,
Ac. It is hoped that Congress will make an ap¬
propriation to defray the expenae of conveying a

limited number of our Artisans ami others inter¬
ested in the great objects ef the Exhibition to
London.

Poataae Reform.

To the Editor of Tht Tribune.
As our Post Offico lawa are now under the con¬

sideration of Congress, I wish to suggest, through
your paper, a few ideas of mine on the aubject.

First. I cannot see why a letter weighingover
half an ounce, slightly, should be charged double
[ostage, (i. e.j 6 eta. instead of:!, but think 0 cts.
would be quite high enough, as it would be no

more trouble to mail or deliver tho letter than a

single one, the slight additional cost of tranaporta-
tion being almost the entire extra expenae. Five
cents postage wouid conform also to our hail dime
coin.

Seeond. The utility of Post Otficea consists
mainly, in my opinion, in toe safety, certainty,
convenience and diapatch with which mail mat¬
ter may be transmitted from place to place. Now
there are Post Offices within a tew miles of this,
which frequently do not receive a letter s^nt
from here lor a fortnight or more, and yet they re¬
ceive three or four tnaila per week, but from dif¬
ferent central points, so that perhaps tbe pack-
ages are sent back and forth from one Post-01 I
to another, because of their reaching their lirate
place of distribution a little too late. To obviate
this difficulty I would have every Post-Office sup-
plied by the Department with Seetional Mi'.
Ri nte Mops marking out the petty routes and the
days of the week on which letters could be sent
by them, so that theie might be certaxntu if not
dispotth in transmitting.
Thud. I can see hut little use in Distributing

Offices beins- required to make up packages every
day to an office that receivee only a weeklv mail,
but think it would be lesa trouble to both Receiv¬
ing and Distributing Offices, to have a weekly
mail only made up at the Distributing Office. I
would gladly make other suggestions, but think
your columns may be better occupied by youraelf
and others.

We sjse here at the old place, Dwight City

making flriough to get our grub, without begging'
that is pretty much all. For my part, I am not

very miserable it makea little difference where
I am, I do not know that I have any children
cry ing or suffering for my abaence. As you say
I have no wife to write to me, neither have
I any to trouble herself at my absence, nor to
curse me because I do not malic my fortune and
come home. If 1 bail a wife she wohl i be here
with me, to wash my shirts and do my mending.
I could make one very ujefnl as well as ornamen
taJ, and where 1 could live, ehe could live also.
The fact is, we are not so badly off in our tents
as y ou may imagine ; they are quite as comfort
able aa your three and four atory bricka. One
important feature io favor of our bouses, is, there
is no getting up stairs. We cat, drink, aud sleep
on one floor, (beg your pardon,) on the ground,.it
is all the aame. If a snake or a mouse wishes to
share with us the same floor, we never dispute
their right They probably have the best right
being the oldeat settlers. We have BO history
by which one can tel! when they first took posses¬
sion. Tbey might have come in Solomon's ships
which he sent here to get gold, when he waa

building the temple.
1 have often heard people say they had found

the place where 8olomondug hia gold, aud 1 think
1 have found one of them, (or there is none left.
There are mighty few Solomons left now a days,
or tins country would not have so many foola com
ing to it. I waa one of the foole, yet I came here
w ith my eyes open, expecting nothing, aud I have
not been disappointed. But I am not troubled -1
would aa soon five here as anywhere in the coun¬

try. There is no part of the 'world that I have
aeen that ia pleaaanter than this ssme California,
or where a man can make a comfortable living
easier. Any man with two hands can do it, wbere-
evcr he may be placed, and pay a day for
board.

The intention of the above quoted provisions
was mauifestiy to prevent the distress and entire
ruin of a man s borne, family, peace, and his social
and personal interests in case of embarrassment
and misfortune. Tbe eanie principle baa been

amplifier! in the Homestead Exemption Law, of

April 10th of last year. Turning a family without
a bed to sleep upon, or without a chair to sit upon,
into the street, is a proceeding, happily sought to

be prevented by our late legislation in regrad to

debtors.
But this law is rendered entirely valueless and

imperative in thousands of cases. I mi-'ht detail
you column after column of instances in which the
law is defied, and men with families left with
barely a trunk full of clothes for themselves and
families. I know one case in which a phyaician
had his horse sold under execution, while that
horse most clearly came under the terms and b>
tent of the law. I know a case in which a man's
diploma of membership in a benevolent society
was sold under execution, with other articles,
such as his beds and bedding, table, chairs Ac.
These proceedings, constantly occurring in the

Rural Districts of our State, are based upon au

alleged interpretation of the law by Judge Jew-
ITT, to the effect that debts for articles exempted
may be collected on any exempt articles. For
instance, a debt for a table may be collected by
execution ami sale of any other article what-
ever. The law distinctly saya that "tho ex-

emption shall not extend to any execution issued
on a demand for the purchase money of auch fur-
niture, or tools, or team, or articles now enume¬

rated by law.'' An execution to recover the pur-
<>r a table will take effect upon that

table, but not upon a tnble worth four times as

much, beside a bed and bedding, and chairs, flung
in to be sold for one fourth of their value, to pay
the Sheriff and the Justices for "heating the
poker."
As many t ases of oppresive severity arc con¬

stantly occurring in the Country Districts, will
you lay this communication before your readers
for the information of the public, and to provoke
discussion and a clear underatanding of the law?

If Judge Jkwitt's decision virtually repeals
the humane provisions of the law, as it has done
in numerous instances, will you not inform thou¬
sands interestetl whether his decision is corrector
otherwise?
The importance of these questions to hundreds

of sat!er, rs suggests this communication, which
otherwise would uot have been aubmitted to you.
