Concerning the doings of the wire pullers, a
Berlin correspondent of the Kolwische Zeitung
writes on Dec. 28:

Prince Bchwarzenberg and Baron Manteuffel
arrived here from Dresden to.day at 1§ o'clock.—
They were received at the railway station by
several general and superior officers. Prince
Schwarzenberg repaired- at once to the royal pal-
ace, where apartments bad been prepared for
him. At 3 o'clock all the Ministers dined with the
King and his Austrian guest at Charlottenberg.

To morrow Baron Manteoffel gives 2 grand di-
plomatic banquet. This visic is intended to be &
public demonstration of the sgreement of the
two powers. Meanwhile we are assured thatthe
chiel difficulties of the mituntion are by nomeans
overcome., The Dresden correspondent of the
National Zeitung writes: “Prussin requires
such an enlergement of the right to form alliances
s# aliell enable her to construct & narrower union
within the limits of the confederation, into which
Austria is to enter with all ber provinces. Aus-
tria refuses to permit sach an extension of the
right of union, declaring that such & right would
cause the destruction of the wider confederation,
lewving = sonderbund (party league) in its stead.
Negotintions are proceeding on this head at the
present moment. '

The Elector of Hesse Cassel has returned to his
capital. The troops which preceded that Prince
entered Cassel on the 26th, and were received at

the Frankfort gate by the military bands of the
Prussian and federal troops which are now in the
capitel of Hease. Their march was opened by &
picket of Electoral Hussars, with their carbines
unslupg. They were fullowed by the Commander-
in Chief and his staff, and when these had passed
the Austrian bands took their places in the pro-
cession, and marched with it.

The next in the order of march were the trum-
peters of the Hussars, followed by the bmlﬁ of
that regiment and by the Prassian bands, & bat
tery of Hessian artillery, and the band and the
regiment of Hessian foot guards. A large crowd
had sassembled to witness the entrance of the
troops. The populace was moody and silent
whiie the Electorn]l Hussars passed them, but
when the artillery passed they were greeted with
enthusinstic cheers, and sccompanied to the
Friedrichs Platz, where the troops formed a
square previcualy to their being marched to their
respective barricks.

The retarn of the Elector, which took place on
the following dey, was attended with all the
pomp, pride, and circumstance of military cere:
monies, but the transaction, to quote the words
of the Deutsche Zewtung, * was pervaded by an
indescribable gloom aud discomfort. The popu-
lace was silent and indifferent; the troops were
discontented and moody, for they had been
marched to the Friedrichs Platz at & very early
bour in the morning, where they were kept drawn
up in columns and exposed to all the inclemency
ol & spow storm, mixed with drizzling rain. The
streets of Cassel presented by no means a lively
mspect, and the crowd which surrounded the
troups was composed partly of the rising genera-
tion, aud partly of the very lowest classes of the
capital. The regiment of Hessian Foot Gaards
lived the road from the palace to the terminus of
the Frankfort Hailway.”

At half paat 9 o'clock, A. M. the Elector arrived
by special train from Frankfort. He entered &
carriage and drove into the town. The silence
which prevailed was most profound. Not a shout
was mixed with the peal of the trumpeters who
preceded the Elector. His carriage was also pre-
ceded and followed by two squadrons of the Klec-
toral Hussars. As the proceasion entered the
gatos there were & few feeble cheers and a large
allowance of bissing.

Most of the higher fanctionaries were assem-
bled inthe Palace to receive the Elector. The
(ienerals Peucker, Leiningen, Prince Thara and
Tuxis, and General Heilbronner, had likewise as-
sembled to pay their respects to the Sovereign of
Hease on ais return to his capital. When he ar-
rived &t the Palace, and fter be bad left his car-
riage, the Austrian, Prussian, and Bavarian troops
marehed past him in quick succession, with their
standards flying.

After themn came the Hessian Foot Guards and
the ¥lectoral Hussurs. This ceremonisl, too, was
witnessed by the populace in the deepest silence.
But when the artilery and the guards defiled
they were cheered with great enthusissm. The
Prussian troops, too, received some cheers. The
functionaries were greeted with 3{::& condescen-
sion by the Elector, who shortly afterwards aliow-
ed them to depart.

M. Hassenpilug and General Haynau, attended
by & strong military escort, bave arrived at Casael.

At Muuich, the (Government has, by its blind
zesl against the press, incurred m serious defest.
The editor of the Eilboten, who was prosecuted
for an attack on the Diet, which was coustrued
iuto contempt of the Bavarian Government, has
been noquitted. The Jury who acquitted the ac-
cuned was composed of the high tax-paying and
conservative class, The King of Wuneml:nr1
has issued & royal ordinance against the abuse o
the press. The chief clauses of this ordinance
are: Every paper or publication must be signed
bF the editor, who must be a ocitizen, of 25 years
ol age at least, and have his permanent residence
in the country. Any one who has been condemu-
ed to any punishment caunot be an editor. And,
after any pemal sentence has been passed on an
editor as such, he cannot again assume editorial
functions belure the expiration of six months.

Preparations for the pacification of ScHLESWIG
Hovrstiex are actively going on.

The Ad“n{":d ‘l?:lné:{audorf Poe‘!l:my lins been
appeinted as mimissery, ed to pro-
ceed, with General Thurmer, the Gou.;asmuyp:;-.

perate resistance on the partofl the Holstein nrmy.

Another correspondent of the same paper says
A settlement of the Holstein question is, [ fear,
impossible without an armed intervention. The
Austrians, 25,000 men, are in all likelihood al-
ready on their route. ‘l‘h;y will, of course, be
joined by a like number of Prussians. The King
of Denmnrk, as Duke and sovereigu of the Duchies
of Holstein and Lauenburg, and a member of the
Germanic Confederation, has been officially in-
vited to send a Plenipotentiary to Dresden—
Beron Pechlin, who bas been selected by the
Kiug to this post, bas left Copenhagen to take
part in the conlerences.

ments, We take the following from T'he Times -

The intelligence from Bweden is important.—
Our datea go to the 17th of December. The pro
Ject of n reform in the representative system,
which has for a long time past been a subject of
much and very general interest throughout the
country, had that day been rejected by the cler.
By, the question may, therefore, now be con-
sidered as definitely aettled, becaane, ascording
to the terms of the Constitution of Sweden, any
proposal relating to a change in the fundamental
iaw requires the sanction of each of the foar
States which comprine the Diet—the nobles, the
f'le-ri,\'. the burghers, and the peasantry—before it
cun be edopted.

The nobles and the pensantry will, it is expect-
ed, also reject the bill. The result to which the
burghers may come is uncertain; but it is sup-
pored that they will sdopt it.
~ The conduct of the King with reference to this
important aubject bas been much admired by all
parties, from bis firm adherence to the terms of
the Constitution; for although the projet origin-
ally emanated from the Government, his Majesty
bas never interfered to influence the decision of
bis subjects: It was during the sittings of the
last Diet ina 1848, and when the excitement causad
by the serions events which were takiog place at
that period in so many parts of Europs was at
its hight, that his Msjesty submitted totha as
sembled Btates a project for the reform of the
Conatitution. This proposal had the desired ef-
fect of concilisting conflicting opinions, and it
was received by the representatives of the peo-
ple; and in conformity with the fundamental law,
which requires that any proposal for & chaage in
the Capstitution must lie over until the next ses-
sion, the question was adjonrned to the Diet
which is now in session.

During the recess His Majesty cansed a care
fully compiled statement of the results of the
Electoral Law, as contained in this project, to
distributed throughout the kingdom, in order that
the people might hiave an opportunity of forming
for themselves & correct and decided opinion of
ita merits.

His Majeaty,in his speech from the throne on

opening the session recommended the assembled
States to give to this important question their full
consideration, and to decide upon it according to
their own judgment,
_True to his invariable policy never to attempt to
iufluence their determination, His Majesty main
tained his constitutional position by thus leaving
to the representatives of his people the fullest
liberty of action, and although the propossl has
been rejected by the Diet, no r(:pnl!.[?gl can attach
to the Government for its conduct with reference
to this matter.

Experience seems to prove thut the new ideas
which &t one period had assumed such an ascend-
ancy in the minds of the people in many parts of
Europe bave not found much sympathy in Swe-
den, and it appears that the attachment of the no-
bility, the clergy, and the peasantry to their an-
cient constitutional form of government is sincere,
and that they are unwilling to abandon it in order
to Isunch into the difficulties and intricacies of an
cmirclﬁnew system.

The Radical party is not numerous in Sweden,
and the number of representatives at the present
Diet who entertain ultra opinions is very insignifl.
cant. They will probably give their votes against
the project. as not affording, in their opinion, suffi-
ciently extensive concessiens.

Another correspondent of the same paper says -

The representatives of the different orders dis-
cussed the proposed measures separately, and,
according to the 8wedish Constitution, their sepa-
rate decisions can only acquire the force jof law
by the sgreeament of g\‘e maiarity of sho fUus as-
gemblles. The Chamber of the Clergy and that
of the nobility have rejected the reforma by great
majorities; the deliberations of the two other
chambers have thus become useless, and Bweden
thus preserves for an indefinite term her repre-
sentative system of four chambers—of the clergy,
nobility, citizens and peasants.
