judge bore the aspect of having been furnished by
a "lookeron'' who had unexpectedly, while look¬
ing on, discovered that Pork had advanced far be¬
yond the prices at which he had made " sales for
delivery.' The great extent and high importance
ofthe,I'rovision Trade of our" mighty West" have
induced me to otfer a few remarks upon this docu¬
ment, as it may mislead those who take their views
from parties who are supposed to be pecuniarily
disinterested in the business. It is well also to

examine both sides of i.uportant interests.
Your "Looker on" ssys i There is no reason

why the supply should be less than the last year,
the price of Corn affording no discouragement to

the keeping-of stocks." Now this " Looker on'
should know tbe fact that, on most of the Upper
Rivers, tbe price of Corn has been high, and sales
have been made at 50 cents to 70 cents per bushel,
where in former years it could be purchased at
from 10 to -20 cents per bushel. It appears to me
that even this fact, would afford discouragement
to those wbo were compelled to pay so high a

price for this article so necessary for a " develop¬
ment of tbe animal," but the fact of a abort crop
is so well established, and so universally admit¬
ted, that I will not attempt to prove what is al¬
ready fully admitted.

There is no diversity of opinion as to the quan¬

tity of Lard ; it is universally admitted that the
supply will be very short, while the increasing
demand for lard oil, and the short supply and high
prices of sperm oil, tend to prevent any accumu¬

lation of stock on this side of the Atlantic, while
the great advance in England, from :i0s to :iut, in
a short period of time, and the small quantity of
250 tuns against the enormous stock of last year,
seems to forbid any apprehension of a decline in
prices there, While we may expect an advance to

46s or 50s. The usual quantity of Lard produced
from the hog, in tbe West, is from 13 to 30 lbs,
while, from the high price of corn, so easily set

aside by your " Looker On,'' the present year,
finds but a yield of from 17 to 25 lbs each. I can¬

not see the ground on which he bases his idea of
lets exjort of Lard to foreign countrun than last

year, but fully believe the export will be iucreas.

ed, not only to England, but to foreign Continen-
tal ports. They are habituated to receiving our

Lard, base their calculations upon it, and will
have it, at remunerating prices to shippers; and
tbe trade is so well understood there, that sacri¬
fices are not submitted to, as is often tho case

with other articles.the holders being well aware

that prices can be sustained where the demand is
so extensive and certain. Every one is aware

that a deficiency of 20 per cent in the crop of cot¬

ton advances the price from 40 to 59 per cent on

the whole, and the same cause will produce much
the same effect in articles of the " Hog product."
Your " looker on

" thinks the prices may bo
sustained tor a time, by " combinations'' and spec-
uluttonn, and in this particular, I agree with him
most fully. The present easy state of the money
market,and the prospect tbatit will remain so, to.

gather with the facility with which the interest

may be managed, by those who have invested
their capital in it, renders it highly probable that

they will so combine aa to prevent a decline in
their merchandize, when there seems to be no

single reason why it should decline. Should it be,
however, aa I have suspected, that " a looker on"
is so fully impressed with his views of an antici¬
pated decline In price, and a dealer in the article,
and disposed to furnish, at the close of the season,

i'ork or Lard at prices below the present high
prices, and make that tact known through The
Tribune, the writer of this article would be able
to produce those, who, holding honestly a contrary
opinion, would like to back their opinions " by
their actions."

Since writing the above I have letters from the
Western States, dated at various points, statiog
that the Packing season is nearly ended for the
present year.

1 would not trouble you with this long commu¬
nication were it not, tt.at, as your " Looker-ou'
say s, the writings in the newspapers, are often
furnished by interested parties, and must be
looked at and examined, with care and cautisn,
and that the Provision Trade has become one of
vast importance and extent, and is destined to in¬
crease, and furnish food for the famishing poor of
other countries beside our own. I like also to
know that the producer of "food for man" obtains
a fair, encouraging price for the results of his la
bor. 1 do not, therefore, feel like allowing the
" croaker" to throw out, unanswered, the views
which may causelessly tend to depress this great
staple of our Country. at, m.
