The OrtRA..The performance of La Favorila
laat evening was tho most successful of the

season. The house baa not been so full before,
except perhapa on the evening of Parodi's debut,

first three acts was singularly natural and

true. In the laat act, which alone offers oppor¬
tun ity of violent dramatic action, the Prima
Donna outran our sympathies.

Arrest of a Gang of Chatham st. Jews .A
young man, named Peter Neil, residing at 59
James st. yesterday appeared before Justice Os-
borno, and preferred a complaint against four
Chatham-st. Jew clothiers, charging them with
assaulting and robbing him of S>10, under the fol¬
lowing circumstances: It appears that yesterday
morning he was passing down Chatham st. and
when in front of the store No. 105, he was attack¬
ed by one or more of the accused, who invited
him, in the strongest terms, to walk in and look at
a coat. Being persuaded, at last, to step in, they
succeeded in selling him a coat and pants, for 11 ',
for which he paid. The fellows then took tbe
clothes to a rear counter, changed them, and wrap¬
ped up similar articles, but of much inferior quaji
ty, which thay handed to him. Suspecting from
their ii.si.uu« is that they were cheating him, he
opened the parcel before leaving, and fouud the
clothes in it as stated. He then refused to take
them, and demanded the return of hie money
whereupon the fellows knocked him down, abus
ed him, and finally robbed him of #10 more. He
then preferred the complaint, and a warrant was

placed in tho bands of Prince John Davis, police
officer of tbe Lower Police Court, who surround¬
ed tho whole gang and captured them. The names
of three of them are, John Smitn, John MeGee,
and Tittenhopper; the other was so knotted and
twisted up, that our reporter could not take it
down. They were all held in 6200 each to an¬
swer the charge.

Removal of Tonnage Dntles from Meamern-

Tbe liebelllon In Oajaca.Attempt to As-
enaalnate Aristn- Doings of Congress
Enormoas Wealth of the Chureh-C'hlhun-
hun, Ac

Mkxico. Tuesday, Dec. 10.

On tbe 1st inst. the Chamber of Deputies
assed a resolution inviting the Committee of

Finance to report within three days on the ini¬
tiative of Mr. Payno in relation to extending in¬

differently to all vessels carrying passengers,
specie and correspondence'only, tbe privilege of
entering any ol the sea ports of the Republic
without paying tunnage duties or other charges.
No action has as yet been had on the subject by
the Committee.
The Minister of Finance atated to the Chamber

on presenting this initiative that until Congress
should determine differently, the Government
would issue orders to the Collectors of the Cus
torus not to recover the above duties from vessels
carrying passengers, specie and correspondence
only, and accordingly the order was issued.
The public tranquillity has been again dis¬

turbed by a little proniinciamento in tbe State of

Oajaca. Thia is headed by Melendez, the fellow
who gave that State some trouble some six month*
or more ago. The Governor has been invested
with extraordinary powers and sent an armed
force ot sixty men against Meleadez, which force
was defeated in Ixtaltepec. After this ad van
tage ho retired to .Tuchitan, having a force o

about 500 men. Hia next move will perhaps be
agaii st Tehuantopoc, which place is being put in

a Btate of defense. The cholera is prevailing
there to a considerable extent.
The Pag of Melendez bears tlie following in¬

scription 'Defense of the property of the Ckurch
tnd of individuals. Down with Arista "

The I nilmat (the organ of the Monarchists)
declares those words will soon be echoed from
one end of the Republic to the other. We can

not tell what kind of an aspect this affair may
take, but no person thinks it anything serious,
h oking upon it as another of the dj ing BgiMdajg
of the revolutionary faction. He assured the days
of pronuneiamentos have passed- This Melend
is an Indian, or rather a common1 Irpero, and his
followers a set of ordinary thieves.
A few days sgo I saw a statement in the Moni¬

tor to the ellert that a person had been arrested
who had expressed an intention of assassinating
Gen. Arista the said arrest having been made in
consequence of the fact having been formally
stated and sworn to before the judicial authority
by a person of undoubted veracity. Tbe name of
the prisoner, as well as that of him who made the
declaration, is still a secret- Very little is said
about it ; some believe it.others do not, but sup
pose (and it is moat probable) that tbe report was
raised for some political purpose by Gen. Arista
himself- What this purpose may be we cannot
divine, and few seem to care about the matter.

James Miller was tried on an indictment charging
him with stealing $ 100 in money and a watch worth

150, tbe property of Mr. James Trego, a passen¬

FRENCH SPOLIATIONS.
SPEECH o» Wm. H. SEWARD,

(>n the Claims of American Merchants ft
Indemnities for French Spoliations.

Mr. Prcsioent Wbüe no lawful public mm-

gagement ought ever to be broken, debt* founded]
on the appropriation of private property to that
general me, tod especially to tbe discharge of ok
ligations iocurred in the Wax of the ttevolatioa,
are practically guaranteed by the Constitution
and are stamped with a peculiar eqalty. They
ought, therefore, to be held aa aacred at the safe¬
ty of the State itself. The claims before as fal
within that class of inviolable obligations.
Tbe Peace of Paris, in 1763, reduced the broad

possessions of France in America to Cayenne oa

the Continent, and the islands of St Dom iogo, Mar
uu.-jue, Guadeloupe. St. Lucia. 8L Vincaut, To¬
bago, Deseada, Mahgalante, St. Pierre, MiqneidsL
Grenada and Dominica, in the Atlantic Ocean.
Great Britain, at the same time, acquired the Caa-
»du, together with the vast region of New
Franca, and thus aocured to herself aa empire
eatendiog from the Galfof Mexico to the Arctts
circle.

In February, ITTt, the new thirteen American
States were struggling to disengage themselves
from that empire. It was a conflict hpeaed aai
final between Great Britain to retain supreme de-
minion, and the United 8tates to acquire absolut«
sovereignty and independence. Great Britain,
so lately victorious over her great continental
rival, was now confessed mistress of the sou. The
United States had, then, a free population scarcely
surpassing their present number of slaves. Their
sovereignty had been assumed only ninetoea
months before, and had not yet been recognizes!
by any foreign nation, nor even by the least ot the
hundred savage tribes whom the wilderness pre*
Uvted within and around their borders. They
had no navy mercantile marine, fortifications}
constitution, nor even confirmed confederation.
The hopes which had been kindled by early sue*
cesses were almost extinguished by recent and
successive disasters. Boston had, indeed, beast
regained, and Burgoyne had given back the puses
of the North; but the enemy yet retained New*
York, and now victorious over Washington La
successive pitched battles, on fields chosen by
himself, on tho Brandywine and at Germantown,
was marching unobstructed toward Philadelphia,
then the American capital. The precious metals
seemed to have hidden themselves again in the
earth, and paper credits had everywhere collapsed.
Tbe chaplain of Congress implored Washington
" to give over the ungodly war in which be was

engaged.'' Tbe discomfited army, without re¬

cruits, pay, or sutlicient food, had tracked their
way with bleeding feet into winter quarters oa

the Schuylkill. Two hundred officers had re¬

signed and retired the hospitals and the neigh¬
boring farmers firesides were crowded by sol¬
diers without blankets or shoes; and the great
leader, in tbe midst of discontents fast growing
into mutiny, announced to the loosely constituted
Legislature, which was now convulsed with dis¬
trust and faction, that " unless some great and
capital change abould occur, the troops under his
care must starve, dissolve, or disperse."
A great and capital change did occur. Allied

armies, fresh, vigorous, and well appointed, co¬

operating with a gallant fleet, met tbe invader,
and bis surrender at Yorktown opened the way
to peace, sovereignty and independence. An au¬

spicious star bad led Franklin, Deane, and Lee.
the first ofAmerican Ambassadors, to Paris; and
it was an alliance with France, a hereditary foe,
but thenceforth a fraternal nation, that wrought
out this great and capital change, and effected
that triumphant consummation.
The courses of the allies immediately separ¬

ated, and thenceforward widely diverged The
i nited States completed their union in peace and
tranquillity, and established their Constitution oa
the unremovable foundations on which loyal citi¬
zens hope, and wise men throughout the world
believe, that it Stande firmly fixed forever, while
by well-directed devotion of the National reve¬

nues to the payment of their debts and ths es

tablishment of credit, and a wise cultivation arf
arts and industry, they prepared tbe way for pes>
manent and extended empire. .

France, on the contrary, began tbe descent to¬
ward revolution in the very year when tbe U ni¬

ted States emerged from its dangerous labyrinths,
and thereafter, distracted herself, fur thirteen
years she convulsed all Uurope.

It was during this period that these claims tor
indemnities for spoliations arose.
The political and commercial relations between

Fiance and tho I nited States had beeu defines!
by treaties.

tbe same day, February n, 177c*. in this treaty,
the parties recited the execution of the Treaty
of Amity and Commerce, declared that they hai
considered tbe means of strengthening their
engagements, particularly in cue Great Bntaia.
