Brilliant Moteor.
Newront, N. Y. Monday, Jao. 27.

To the Editor of The Tribune

A large and brilliant meteor was secn at this
place yesterday (Sunday) morning, at pracisely
40 minutes past 6 o'clock. It first made its ap-
penrance in the direction of about N.20° Hight
above the horizou, 25 or 30%, moviog dowaward
in anle of about 307 E.till it srrived withina
distance of 12 or 15 from the horizon. When
firat seen, it presented the appearance of a round
leminous body, emittiog a spangled, sparkling,
radistiog light. As soon ma its form became
olesrly percoptible, it commenced falling; aud
while in motion, exhibited a trail equal in length
to sbout 1} times the diameter of the meteor
itself, equally luminous with it, and in every re-
spect resembling it. In size, the metoor was,
wheo first seen, of more than ona-third the diame.
ter of the full moon; and while falling, increased
till it was aearly twice its first diameter. When
the meteor was first seep, it emitted & whitish
yellow light, which gradoally assued a reddish
appesrance while the meteor was in motion.
When it had fallan about one-half the distance
from the point where first seen to the horizon, it
turned suddenly white, sent forth a vivid, spark-
ling, corruscating light, burst without noise, and
immedintely disappenred. Its duration was from
two to three seconds. The whole quarter of the
heavens in which it appeared was illnmined by
ita light. During the whole time of it appear.
ance, n low hissing sound was just perceptible,
which grew louder as it fell, aud was cloarly
audible at the time it burat.
