Thiz offer wrs promptly sccepted by s man
atandive by, who in bis tarn, oflered l‘:ft;' dollars
to any oue who would take it from him he vifer
was acceded to by a third person, who immediately
ofiered twenty-five dollars to any one to take it on
the conditions on which he had done. A cus-
tomer was not loog wanting—the bargaio was
struck, and the twenty-five dollars paid.

The fellow into whose hands the idiot last fell,
in company with another, proceeded to the eabin,
some two miles distant, on a cold, frosty moruing,
touk the child out simost naked and bare-fuoted.

Explorntion of the Interlor of Afrlea,
From the Liberia Advocate

One of the missionaries to Liberia Intely made
an exploring tour of 253 miles on foot into the in-
terior. He passed through thirty villages of the
Goulns, Deys, (Waeaks, and Condoes. In his re-
port he says:

#8uch & country as we passed throogh in that
missionary tour, | have not scen surpassed in
either of the fifteen West Iudia Islands which 1
have visited, from Trinidad to Tortola and the
Virgin lsland. It is an elevated, mountainous
country. Raoges of mountuios, running most
i‘i\t‘l'l.”y paraliel with the line of const—from
Northwest to Southeast—rise up before the de.
lighted eve of the traveller, convincing him that
he is no fonger in the land of burning sands and
deleterious swamps, such as are encountered in
proximity with the alores, but in qnite another
region. And such are the gradual undulations of
its surface an would greatly facilitate the objects
of agricalture. There are faw, il any, very steep
acclivities—nothing like the bold, precipitous
mountains of our Eastern States. Beautiful and
extensive villeys lie at the base of these moun-
tains, which gently slope down to the level coun-
try lyiog between them.

“it is & well watered conntry. Daring the
eight hours’ travel which we were (requently
obliged to perform ina day, we never walked
more than two bours ortwo and a half at ons
time, without coming to some beautiful stream of
cool and very pure water, either a tributary of
the St. Paal's or soma other of the many smaller
rivers which intersect that African Canann.
