The Aldany Atlas informs its readers
that we have devoted two columns to a re-
ply to its defense of the conduct of its fel-
low-partisans in the Legislature in defeat-
ing the election of U. 8. Senator. Weare
not conscious of having given more than a
paragraph to that object. Waiving any
allusions to the * meanness, falsehood and
hypocrisy " which The Atlas discovers in
our recent article on tie defeat of an Elec-
tion of Senator, we will simply restate our
puints, and ask thereto our courteous critic’s
attention.

A conspiracy, connivance,*agree-
went, understanding. or whatever you
please to call it, by a sutliciency of the
Members of one House to defeat a nomina-
tion by that House, avd thus preveat an
election either by Joint Ballot or otherwise,
is & conspiracy to circumvent, defeat and
nullify a plain and important provision of
law, based on an express requirement of the
Federal Constitation.

4, Of such conspiracy to nullify a pro-
vision of law and thus prevent an election
of Senator, the Opposition  Senators were
certainly guilty. Were they not? For
what purpose, with whet intent, did they,
on two several ballots, east their fifreen
votes for fifteen different persons? Re-
member that they had held a caucus, and
romivated John A, Dix as their canlidate
for Senator. A majority of them are
known to have voted to make him such
candidate. And yet but one of them vored
for him on either ballor ! Was this or was
it not a plain case of conspiracy to subvert
a requirement of law and of the Federal
Constitution ! We certainly think it was.
As such, we think it involved & moral per-
jury on the part of those engaged in it
Others will view it as they think fit; and
use such soft words as they choose. We
prefer those which exactly express our con-
vietion. 1f we cannot thus avoid imputa-
tions of * meanness, hypocrisy and false.

Patenis and Patent-Laws.

There are two bills now before the Sen-
ate proposing amendments of the existing
Patent-Laws: we are familiar with the
provisions of neither, and do not know that
either of them ought to be passed ; but we
o know that Inventors are not fairly treat-
ed under our present Laws. It is wrong
to charge them more for Patents than the
actual and necessary cost thereof; it is
wrong to take their money under the pre-
tence of affording them protection in re-
tarn, yet withhold the protection. Bat,
first of all. it was and ever will be wrong
to regard Property in Inventions as less
avsolute and sscred than amy other Prop-

erty.

Here is the fundamental error. We
heve for yeers heen talking of the jastice
ard expediency of extending the privilege
of Copyright to Foreign Authors, when the
questicn, fairly stated, would read — Shall
vwe continue to steal the works of Foreign
. Authors because we can do it and they
¢ cannot help themselves 1"  + Heroes and
Hero-Worship' is Thomas Carlyle's hook
aud nobody's elses a printer or publisher
may own the types, paper, ink. binding,
&c. which are used in bringing it conven-
iently and cheaply within reach of the
public ; but the work itselfis Carlyle's, as
much as the materials used in printing and
jssuing it beleng to the printer and pub-
lisher ; and it is as wrong to steal the copy-
right as it would be to steal the paper and
printing.  So with all books, so with ull
inventions. Doubtless, the author's or in-
ventor's pioperty is & limited and quali-
fied one, for so are all rights of property.
They exist not in opposition to the de-
mands of the general well-being, but in
subordipation thereto. The State may de-
fire and limit them, but no more than any
other property right. The State gives the
Author or Inventor nothing in granting him
a patent or copyright, any more than it
bestows a farm on an heir or purchaser
when it records his deed. Thatis bute
means of verifying and preserving his title ;
it does not create any.

—A Troy correspondent writes us a long
complaint of the inadequacy and injustice
of our present Patent Laws.
