Speaking egainss the Pope or his govern-
ment, or showing disrespect to his person, will
conalgn you to the dungeons of the Inquisition—
implies both the loss of freedom and the confisee-
tion of property. Blaspheming God is either un-
| noticed, or punished by s paltry panance aad the
lwn m{ a few zequine. Hence, every expression
of oftaion., if not impossibie, is dificalt and dao-
gerous. The people are eotirely in the bands of
the Priest. Parents must witness sgainst their
own children and children against parents. aod
the evidence of the one often cousigns the other,
through the cross questioning in the Confessineal,
to imprisoument or death.
