Many also represent him as a white bear, or a

giant with one arm. Beside this powerful spirit-
there are smaller spirits for water, fire and air

Torngarsuk has a wife or mother, who is the in¬

corporation of the Spirit of Evil. She lives on the

bottom of tbe aea, guarded by seal*, and has

power over tbe fishes.
This mytbolocy ia "till farther enlarged and de¬

corated by the angekokkt, or magicians, who hare

great influence over tbe people, pronouncing ora¬

cles, foretelling changes of the weather and per

forming incantations for the eick. They use a pe.

culiar dialect among themselves, which the peo

pie do not understand, all the words being meta¬

phorical or used in a reversed sense, in their

charms and incantations. These magiciana en¬

tertain tbe belief that they see witches in the

dark, who have horns and are black from the fin¬

gers to the elbows. Though generally so mild

and gentle, the Oreenlandera treat suspected
.witcbee with the greatest barbarity. An tlUiett-

took, as such a person is called, ia torn out of the

bouse or tent, stabbed and cat in piecea, each one

concerned in the act devouring a piece of the

heart, in order that the spirit of the victim shall

not return to plague him. An old woman, who

lacks a natural protector, is generally declared a

.witch. The natives also believe in tomakt, or

guardian spirits, and wear as amulets around their

necks, tho jawbonea of foxes, crows' heads, fal¬

con clawa and the like. It ia very difficult for
them to be satisfied with the promise of tho
Christian heaven, since it does not contain what

they most value.seals. They believe that every
thing they aee in Heaven or on Earth, had its ori¬

gin in their country. Tne arch of heaven turne

round on the pivot of a high, sharp peak, far to

the North; the Great Bear they compare to a

»ort of bench, on which they fasten their ropes
and harpoona for the capture of seal; the belt of
Orion consists of Greenlaodera, who were placed
there because they could not find the way to their
own country; the Pleiades nre howling dorrs,
arbicb surround a white bear. Tho red atarstake
their color from eating seals livers, tbe white
from eating seals'brains the Northern Lights
are caused by the souls of the dead plajing at ball-
In tbe iky there is an immense lake, confined by
a dam, when tho water overflows this dam.it
rains, and if the dam should break, heaven would
fall and crush the earth.
At far as the influence of the Moravians cx

tends, these ideas have for the most part disap
peared, as well as the magicians who taught them.
Although tho Christianity of the converted Groen-
landera is still very rude and limited, the labors
of tbe zealous missionaries have borne good fruit.
In addition to the Gospel, the latter teach what¬
ever handicrafts the Esquimaux are capable 0!

learning, and protect them against imposition in
their trade with foreigners. When Kgede oame

to Greenland, where before him the Dutch
.whalers had occasionally visited the coast, the
natives remarked " Why are not the Dutch aa

Willing as you arc, to teach us about God ? Their
only speech is 'meat! meat! the kettle full!'".
Tbe trade with Greenland is now carried on by
tbe Danes, who send thither annually half a dozen
vessels. They take ammunition, knives, axes

needles, arrow heads, somo linen and woollen
wares, cloth, tobacco, meal, tea and colVee, and

bring back in return, eider down, aeal skins*
(shale's teeth, furs, fish bone and train-oil. The
¦ale of brandy is prohibited. The eutiro import
and export trade of Greenland amounts to about
9200 0%'U annually.

LECTURES.
John t nlvln hla Ideas, hi* Keforin, nnd hie

influence aaHannaasMasj A»ea.
HY REV. JOHfl LORD.

Mr. Lord gave on Monday evening the second
lecture of his course. His subject was John Cal¬
vin.the most unpopular and unattractive, ho
maintained, for a popular andienen in tho wholo

Tange of historical disquisition. Most people as¬

sociate with him all that was ascetic and repul¬
sive, so that even when a disposition exists to do
him justice, the inscrutable myateriea of Predesti¬
nation rise up before the uiiud, or Servitus appears
like a pale apecter to snatch the crown of honor
from kis brow.
But Caivin can not be left out of a picture of the

Beformation nevertheless, since he is the author
of many of those ideas and institutions which
powerfully affected society, in England, in France,
in Holland, and in America.
He is to be contemplated as a Reformer, a Leg¬

islator, a Theologian and a Cbriatian.
In presenting him in the first light Mr. Lord in¬

stituted a comparison between him ami Luther,
not that he was inferior to the German, but dis
Similar, and raised up by Providence for different
purposes. He had not Luther a versatility, nor

boldness, nor powerful passion, nor overpowering
.loquenco, nor ready sympathies, nor habits of
relaxation; but ho had a clearer head, a more log¬
ical mind, greater detiuition of knowledge,
profoundor acholarsbip, and greater fond-
Jess for analysis and system. With auch
babita of mind he did not make such bold
¦nd vigorous attacks on the corrupt institutions of
the middle age, but be carried her reforms to
. greater extent- Luther admitted such doc*
Irines and customs of the Church of Rome as ho
eould not prove to be denied in the Bible. Cal¬
vin rejected all he could not abow to be iu accor¬
dance with it, or reason, or the practice of the
.Primitive Church. He insisted on a rigorous sim¬
plicity, bordering on colduess, considering divine
worship ss degraded by any appeals to the Senses,
aad viewed man as a purely spiritual being. He
Said but little in praise of music, and abomiuatod
.verythii g which reminded him of Umue. As a
refoinu r he Waa origmnl chiefly iti Ins views of
tbe Eucharist, regarding it neither as a mere life,
like a-le, nor bell, vuuj iu the actual preaeuce
«Christ aa Lutherdid Inspecting morals he was
*ery rigid, aiming at the utter extirpation of vice,
*nd set king to suppress it by penal severities.
MpMilkai was extemied to dress and private
.And social habits. He su(vressed innocent am ise-

I attempted to carry out. Calvin did not inatitate
many political changes, however. He retained
the Government which he found at Geneva, which
waa aristocratic He had no faith in the people-
no sympathy with their ordinary views.no re¬

spect for the wisdom of congregated masses.
It was as a Theologian, Mr. Lord maintained,

that he was most distinguished, although his sys¬
tem was characterized not so much for adopting
any new views, as in carrying out some of the
favorite doctrines of the August;uiao divines.
His system is remarkable for logical power and
clear analysis, which he supported with wonderful
dialectical skill. His views were similar to An-
guatin, Hernard, Gottsehalk and Luther on the

Seneral doctrines of depravity and justification,
ut his peculiar doctrine was tbat of election and

ita kindred aubjecta.
Mr. Lord did not undertake to defend it nor op¬

pose it.preaenting this complicated and unset
tied subject in merely its historical developments,
and seeking to show the ideaa on which it was
based.new ideaa which are generally recog¬
nized to be true and sublime. He maintained
that Calvin was the great exponent of tbat School
which inclined to absorb Man in the greatness of
God, contemplating him alone aa the source of all
that waa worth considering in the Kniverse, and
the promotion of his glory as the chief end of his
creaturea.a doctrine which waa embraced by
some of the loftiest intellects of all countries, and
which was the substance of the exalted Healism
of the Middle Ages. Some are apt to suppose
that bis doctrine of the Sovereignty ot God was

the result of a technical logic, but it wa» the very
spirit of the Father of the Church, and the very
soul of the Catholic Theology, when it wjas purest
and most elevated. I
Mr. Lord here traced this idea in tie mmu-

ments of the Middle Ages, in the general motives
of that age, and its great heroic enterprise.even
in the spirit of the 1'uritan Pilgrims, ami in those
who have generally sought to magnify the majes¬
ty of God, rather than ennohle man. For, even to

the Puritan a personal God was everything, and
man nothing. This doctrine mav have been car

ried to excess, but it developed lofty virtues and
unconquerable faith. They colonized America,
not for the aake of fortune or power, but for free¬
dom to enjoy the worship of this great Deity
whom they adored with such unbounded conti
denee and love. They obeyed his commands, not

legally, because they must, but because it was
their highest privilege and pleasure.received
His doctrines because they were revealed truths
which it were impious to question or to scrutinize,
and linos they were of the character which de-
velopt d the noblest qualities and energies.these
qualities and theae energies produced their natur¬
al (fleet, and mado thein powerful, and intelli-
eer t, n> d wealthy.

Respecting Calvin, as a Christian and a man of
genius, Mr. Lord was eulogistic, although he did
not conceal his defects.his want of readiness of

sympathy, his indifference to music and the tine
arts and natural aceuery, and tbe society of wo

men, who never loved him, or sought him, except
as a ministerial adviser. As auch he was mild,
tolerant and encouraging. He was infinitely la¬
borious, accomplishing Herculean tasks, and un¬

der the pressure of bodily infirmities remaining
!>oor, never taking money from booksellers, liviug
or tbe good of others, careless of himself, and ex¬

erting an influence both magisterial and moral in
hia own city, in England, in Scotland, in Holland
.even a posthumous influence unparalleled by
all the founders of sects, and indirectly giving an

influence to learning, liberty and civilization Hut
he waa not auperior to his age in religious edu
cation.peiaecuted those who undermined his
influence, or ridiculed his doctrines, or opposed
the principles which he deemed orthodox He
was doubtless the instigator of the death of Ser
vetus, in which he was commended by his gene¬
ration, for even the Catholics would have de¬
stroyed Servetus had he been spared by Calvin.
Mr. Lord did not excuse or palliate this great in

consistency, which has sullied his fame, and made
him odioua to the philanthropists of this ago..
When his labors, his virtues, his attainments, and
his influence are alike conaidered, he may justly
be regarded as one of the great lights of the
world, of whom all future generations should be
proud.
This is a feeble abstract of a very long Lecture,

which wss delivered to a large audience, notwith¬
standing the rain. Mr. Lord has never yet aus

ponded any Lecture on account of the weather
nnd we believe this is the best policy, as well as

New t'onntltutlon.
The Convention which recently assembled at

Indianapolis to form a new Constitution for the
State (>f Indiana, haa completed its work and ad¬

journed. The document which the assembled
wisdom of Indiana submits to the People of that
State for their adoption or rejeeti >n, opens with

a Preamble declaring that it (the Constitution; is

ordained to the end that "Justice, be established,
Liberty Perpetuated," Ac. Then follows a

hill Of kk.hts,
which declarea "that all men are created
equal; that they are endowed by their Crea¬
tor with certain inalienable rights, that atnoag
these are Life, Liberty and the pursuit of happi¬
ness" This Bill of Rights further provides for
freedom of thought and utterance in regard to

mattere of Conscience and Iteligion. All creeds and

religious societies shall stand on a legal equality
and no religioua test shall be required as a qualifi"
cation for a witness or for an office of trust or profit.
The State ahall pay nothing for the benefit of any
tbeologieal inatitution. Tbe freedom of speech and
of the Press is provided for. Thetruth may begiven
in justification in cases of prosecution for libel.
The People shall be aecure in their persons, dwel-

linga and goods againat unreaaonable search. In
criminal cases the jury shall be judges of the law
and the facts. A reasonable amount of property
shall be exempt from aeizure or aale, for tbe pay¬
ment of any debt or liability hereafter contracted,
and there ahall be no imprisonment for debt, ex¬

cept in cases of fraud. The General Aasembly
ahall not grant to any citizen, or class of citizens,
privileges or immunities, which, upon the same

terms, shall not equally belong to all citizeus. No
indenture of any Negro or Mulatto, made and ex¬

ecuted out of the bounds of the State, shall be
valid within the State.

SUFFRAGE and ELKt tio!"".

Every white male citizen of the United States,
31 years of age, who ahall have reaided in the

j State six months immediately preceding an elec¬
tion, ahall be entitled to vote in the town or pre"
cinct where he reaides Foreigners of the age
and residence as above, and who shall have also
resided one year in the 1'nited States, and have

declared their intention to become citizens of the

I'nited States, may vote at a'l elections. No Ne¬

gro or Mulatto shall vote at any election. All elec-

tions by the people shall be by ballot, and all
elections by the Legislature shall be aas* roce.

BfSjrj person shall be disqualified from holding
office, during the term for which he may have been

elected, v»ho shall have given or offered a bribe,
threat, or reward, to procure his election.
Any person who shall give, accept or deliver a

challenge to fight a duel shall be disqualified from

holding office. No public defaulter shall be eligi¬
ble to office. All general o'octions shall be held
on the MOOsTat Tuesday in October.

The reading of a bill, by sections on iu final

passage, shall, in no case, be dispensed with. and
the vote on the passage of every bill or joint reso¬

lution shall1 e taken by Yeas and Nays.
Every act shall embrace bat one subject and

mattera properly connected therewith \ which
aubject shall be expressed in the title But if any
subject shall be embraced in an act, which shall
not be expressed in the title, such act shall be
void only as to so much thereof as shall not be ex¬

pressed in the title. Every act and joint resolu¬
tion shall be plainly worded, avoiding as far as

practicable, the use of technical terms. No act shall
ever be revised or amended by mere reference to
its title , but the act revised, or section amended,
shall be set forth and published at full length.
The Legislature is prohibited from passing

special or local laws in certain enumerated cases,
and in all cues, where a general law can be made
applicable, all laws shall be general and of uniform
operation throughout the State. Provision may be
made by a general law for brimring suit against
the State, u to all liabilities originating alter
the adoption of this Constitution.
A majority of all the members elected to each

House shall he necessary to pass every bill or

joint resolution. Kvery statute shall be a public
law, unless otherwise declared in the statute it¬
self.
No session of the General Assembly, except

the first under the Constitution shall extend be¬
yond the term of sixty one days, nor any special
session beyond the term of forty days. The Le-
gislature shall fix the compensation of its mem-
hers, and also the salary of the Executive.

executive department.
The Governor and Lieut Goeeruor must be

thirty eight years of age, citizens of the I nited
States, and residents of Indiana for live years
next preceding their election. Their term of of¬
fice sha'l be four years
The Governor is invested with the veto, which

can be overruled hy a majority of all the mem¬
bers of each House acting separately.
He is also invest* d with the pardoning power

under such regulations as may be provided by
law.
Should the seat of Government become danger¬

ous Irom disease or a common enemy, he may
convene the General Assembly at any other
place.

administrative.
The people at large shall elect a Secretary, an

Auditor and a Treasurer of State and the voters
of each County a Clerk of the Court and other
County ollicera.

JUDICIAL.
The Judicial power ol the State shall he vested

in a Supreme Court, in Cirtntit Courts, and in
such inferior Courts as the General Assembly
msy establish.
The Supreme Court shall consist of not less

than three, nor more than live Judges, a majority
ol whom shall form a quorum. They will hold
their ollicea for six \ears, il they so long behave
well.
Tue State is to be divided into a certain num¬

ber of districts. One of the Judges of the Su¬
preme Court shall be elected from ea^h district
by the electors of the State at large.
The people at large shall elect a Clerk of the

8upreme Court.
The State shall from time to time, be divided

in judicial circuits; and a Judge for each circuit
blotll be elected by the voters thereof. He shall
reside within the circuit, and shall hold his office
for the term of six years, if he ao long behave well.
The Gem ral Asa, mbly may modify, or abolish

tbe Grand Jurj system.
Courts ot Conciliation shall bo established.
Commissioners shall be appointed to revise,

simplify and abridge the rules, practice, pleadings
and forms of the courts of justice; also to do away
foiuis and distinctions between law and equity;
also, to codify the statute law.

EDUCATION.
Ample provision ia made for tho suppirt of

Common Schools.
A Statu Superintendent of Public Instruction

is provided for, to be ssktc ted by the people.
STATE TNSTITl'TIONS.

It is made the duty of the General Assembly
to provide for the support of I leaf, Dumb and
Blind Asylums, also Asylums for the Insane.
ihe General Assembly shall provide Houses of

Befuge, for the correction and reformation of ju¬
venile offenders.
The county board ahull have power to provide

farms, as aa asylum tor those persons who, by rea¬

son of age. lntlrmity, or <>tti«r misfortune, may
have a claim upon the sympathies and aid of so¬

ciety.
HNAN' I.

No law shall authorise any debt tobe contracted
on behalf of the State, except in the fdlowing
cases: to meet casual delii its in the revenue to
pay the interest on the State debt; to repel inva¬
sion, suppress insurrection, or, if hostilities are

threatened, to provide for the public defense.
No county shall subscribe for stock in any in¬

corporated company, unless the same be paid fcr
at the time of such subscription nor shall any
county loan its credit to any incorporated com¬

pany, nor Unrow money for the purpose of taking
stock in any such company, nor shall the General
Assembly ever, on behalf of the State, assume

the debts of any county, city, town, or township;
nor of any corporation whatever.

corporations.
The Legislature is empowered to establish

Banks.
Corporations, other than banking, shall not be

created by special act, but may be formed under
general laws.
Dues from corporations, other than banking,

shall he secured by such individual liability of tbe
corporationa, or other means, as may be prescribed
by law.

ne'.roes and milattoes.

Negroes and mulattoes are forbidden to come
into, or settle in the State, after the adoption of
this Constitution.

[This clause is to be left to a separate rote of
the people, and is one of tho modes the ' Democ¬

racy of Indiana have choiien to ' establish. Justice
and perpetuate Liberty.' The same individuals
who propose this atrocious clause, declare in their
Bill of Bights that "all men are created equal,
endowed by their Creator with certain inaliena¬
ble rights, among which are Life, Liberty and the

pnrsuit of happiness," and then they turn around
and tell the colored portion of creation that they
must seek their happiness outside of Indiana. It
would have been more courageous and quite u
' Democratic' to have declared in the first place
that "all men are created equal.except nig-
gera."]

miscellaneous.
The establishment of Lotteries and the tale of

Lottery tickets is forbidden.
Amendments to the Constitution may be pro¬

posed by either branch of the Legislature, and if
adopted hy a majority of each brauch and by the
succeeding Legislature, ahall then be submitted
to a vote of tbe people.
This Constitution coatains many provisions

«common to most of the States) which we have
not enumerated above. If adopted by the Pe »p'e,
it is to go into effect on the first of November
next; ai d the first general election held under ita
provisions will take place in IMS.
