Toe eritic pointa
to our publie buildings, to our steambonts, to oar
bridizes, to var railroads, to oar tarnpikes, to oar
police, snd aaks, with an ir of triumph,  Whares
on the face of the earth, can anything b fonnd
more anstable and more unsatisfuctory 1" He
echoes the opinion of Dickens, that * everything
in America appears weak and transient.” When,
gt lnst, the New Yorkers proposed to establish »
rival line of steamers to Cunard's, the Eoglish
merely laughed at them. They admitted that we
could build river boats (so well that not more than
one in three will collapse or blow up;) that we
could manage a stesm engine or so in our eotian
mills, and water works; but as for bulldiog solid,
substantial steanships, compotent to brerst the
stormus of the Atlautle, they treated the lden as n
mere chimera. Now youn and | keow, Mr. Editor,
that Americans cin build as goud stemaabios ne
anybody; but, alus, up to this moment they mane
yield the palm (or the trident,) however uawil
lingly, to Jous Brue. Why! Simply becausn
Jous Burl, more staid and cantivns than we,
pever launches o aea boat till he knows what she
ig made of. He sparea notoil, no money, no care,
no angthing. He is equnlly carefui wich his river
boata. They &re not as elesant as ours, nor so
swift; bat they are much stronger and safer. The
sad experiences of our Atlantic steamers (above
alluded to;) hns confirmed the English critics in
all their notions aa to our * pationnl supeciioiaiicy.”
It will take long years of success to change those
notions; for John is es slow in forming his opio
ions as in buildivg his boats, or his railroads
[Hias railronds, by the way, are muck better than
ours; better laid, better made, and affurding much
swifter travel.)

MAIL GLEANINGS.

—We gather the following Prison statistica of
the United Btates from the Annusl Reports ofthe
Institations named, and other sources. loNew-
Jersey, the number of prisoners received in the
8tate Prison during the year 15850 was 122, Thase
are sentented for terme varying from nine moaths
to fifteen years. Of the whoie numbor, 68 are
entered a8 persous of * no trade.” Toe Prison is
full to overflowing, an unususl increass Laving ve-
curred curiog the year; with * every probability
{anys the Heport,) that it will continga.’ ... The
Warden of the Uhio Penitentinry, Me. Laarin
Dewey, has made an able and interestiog Heport
to the Legislature of the Siate on the subject of
Prisous and Prisos Disciplive. Me Dewey was
compiissioned by the Legislature to examine and
report upon the modes of disciplioe adoptedin the
ditterent States of the Union, and gives the results
of his mission in & voluminous Beport. It appears
from these statements that the Westorn Paoiten-
tiary of Pennaylvduia was erected in 1217, aad
that the whole nuwber of prisoners receivad from

Pesitentinry of the same State was erected in
1520 ; weal npmber of prisaners received not given,
pomber pow in corfoement, 313, The Virginia
Peuitentiary wea oponed in 1800, and is now the
oldest in the United States; contains 19= prisoners.
Tho Maryland Peaitentiary lias bacn completed
forty vears ; has 21 otficers, and
The Sine. Sivg Prison whe erected in 1825 oon-
tains 734 iumntes. In Connectiont, the Peaitea-
tinry was erected in Wetharsfield in 1327 ; has
161 priscoess.  In Massachusotts, there wera in
October last, 450 State Prisonconvicts. To Michi
gan there aro 131 convicts ; being aa fnorease of
22 during the past year.

—New-Orleans is brililant this season. The
Delta sayn - * There is scarcely any trade which
is not now doing three timea ng much business as
it did last year. Qur hotels and bowrling houses
are all crowded. The restaurants swarm with
people. The dry-goods and fancy stores glitter
with gay attire aud places of amuseiments are
crowded all the time. It would be nn interesting
caleulation to axamive into the effect prodaced
upon various departments of buman industry in
our oity, b_v‘r the single fact of Jenny Lind's pres-
ence and Concerts. It would not be extravazant
to estimate the number of persons who have
come here mainly to attend these Coocerts, at
twenty thousand. There are two thonsand present
every night of her Concerts. It would be a pretty
fuir enlculation to put the awount expended, by
these persons in oruaments slone, includiog jew-
elry, opern glasaes, gloves, k. at seven thousaud
dollars.”
