LATER FROM MEXICO.

We have received files of £l Monitor Repubii.
cano, of Mexico, to Feb. fth.

Messrs. Tornel,
Farias, 8oto, Cuevas and Olsguibel have been
appointed & Committee, on the part of the Senate,
to have charge of everything connected with the
Tehuantepec Treaty.

Advices from Chihushua to the 146th February,
state that that cspital was thrown into great
alarm by the rumor that thirty American adven.
turers, leagued with & number of Indians, and
armed with two field-pieces, were encamped abont
25 lenguen distant. A body of soldiers was im-
mediately sentto drive them back, bat they were
scattered among the mountains. The leader ia
said to be an American, named Witch, whose left
hand is wanticg, [possibly the notorious Capt,
French, one of whose bands was shot off, in at-
tempting to rob his company.] The robbors are
said to be well armed. They have carried off
seven women and cne boy aa prisoners, from a
villsge in the Bolson, besides committing other
outrages.

A journalist of Puebla has been thrown in prison,
for writing articles in favor of free trade.

A number of the ringleaders in the rebellion of
Oojaca, bave been brought to the capital as pris-
oners. Melendez, the head and front of the ravolt,
bas escaped.

The police of Mexico is utterly worthless. On
the 3d inst, at 5 o'clock in the afternoon, in the
midat of the passes, eight armed men threw them-
selves upon the promenaders and rifled them of
money, jewels, shawls and other articles of value.
The papers teem with similar instances, and agree
in denouncing the inefliciency and poltroonery of
the police.

The charge bad not u single fact to sup-
pors it sasee

Beekman could not cite moything in answer—
ooly that was his impression. The animus, the
tenor, the course of the Senator gave him that im:
pression

So the question recurred on the final passage of
the bill. and 16 good and true men were prasent
who were willing to obey the laws, to obey the
Constitution, and to carry cut the principles of the
Government by providing for the election of mem-
bers of one of its departments. One recreant
Senater, and the whole of the Opposition, who
were present, chose to vote the other way.

While there is a feeling of disappointment that
even the chance to elect n Benator has been re-
fused, vet it appears from the sentiment prevail-
ipg that it was expected, and that the W hige are
ready to meet the issus  With noae better can
the Whigs of this State go before the People.
