The Siruggle in Virginia,

Virginia is now holding a Convention
for the revision of her Constitution, and
certainly not without reason. If ever a
public instrument stood in need of mend-
ivg, that is the one. Though always well
provided with talkers about Democracy,
Virginia has not been governed by demo-
cratic principles. We do not here speak
of negro slavery, which we hold to be
about the worst possible violation of ha-
man rights, but of the Constitation under
which her white inhabitants have lived
and had their being, what there is of it.

But the fault has not lain with the peo-
ple of Virginia, nor with her statesmen.
It has been and still is deeper than the
judgment und will of the mass or their
leaders. 1t is in the social institutions of
the State, that is to say, in Slavery.
Where Slavery is, all men must be slaves:
Virginia proves it. Her Constitation
gives unequal and unjust power to her
slaveholders. For Slavery there controls
everything, perverts the opinions of the
best minds, and puts the most liberal
thinkers on political rights in contradiction
with their own convictions—at least so it
has been hitherto. Bat for Slavery, Vir-
ginia would long since have had a demo-
cratic and progressive Constitution, under
which she would have advanced in pros-
perity and power. instead of falling behind
her sister States. In position and nataral
resources she has no superior; bat Slavery
weighs on her like an incubus, and par-
alyzes her like a disease.

In Virginia, west of the Blue Ridge, free
labor predominates ; that part of the. State,
while it has 495,000 white popalation, has
bat 63.000 slaves; twenty years since it
had 335,060 whites to 53,000 slaves. The
East bas 401.000 whites to 413,000 slaves;
in 1830 it had 416,000 of each. The people
of the West are comparatively energetic,
indusyrious, thrifty, and believe in going
akead. In point of general intelligence
and freedom of thought the western part
of the State is far superior to the other.

Here. then, is the great ditficalty in Vir- |
ginia State politics. On ons eide of the |
mountains ere the interesrs and tendencies
of Freedom; ontheotherside thoseof Slave-
ry. Freedom is noquiet under the restrie-
tions of Slavery; Slavery is jealous and
fearful of the expansion of Freedom. Hith-
erto Slavery has carried the ‘day; it re-
mains to be seen how the two will come

engeged.

This struggle is one of long standing. It
dates from the period when the Western
gection first rose into importanze. It came
to & crisis in the Constitational Convention
held in 1830, of which James Madison,
Jobn Marshall, James Munroe and John
Raadolph were members. More than half
the time of that Convention was spent in
disrussing the division of power between
thé two sections. The old Constitation,
framed in 1776, in the very beginning of
tk¢ Revolution, had not costemplated such
& difficulty. It was framed according to

the light of the times snd country; prefic.
ed to it was & Bill of Rights, which remains,
and mot without resson, to this day, and
which no one proposes to alter. But it
practically failed to carryoat the principles
there stated. It lisited the franchise to
freeholders owning twenty-five acresof im-

or & house and lot in town. This was after-
ward amended by making the oweerof fifry

pot called withost difficulty; the opposi-
tion to it was warm and resolate ; the final
majority in favor of calling it by no means
a large one.

When this Convention was opened, the
difference of intarest between the two sec-
tions, and that between freeholders and
non-freeholders were bromght out together.
The party repretenting slave property
found itself endangered alike by the ex-
tension of the suffrege in their own sec-
tion and the apportionment of legislative
representation throughout the State. To
give the right of voting to every citizen,
withont regaid to property was perilous,
to make white population the basis of re-
presentation was no less so. Behind both
of these propositions they saw menaced
their right in their haman chattels. The
matter was debated with emioent ability
on both sides, but as we said, Slavery car-
ried the day. The sutfrages was somewhat
extended, but stil limited by odinus pro.
perty qualifications, while the still m reodi-
ous privilege by which afrecholder can voi®
in as many towns and counties as he has

Legislature was apportioned 0 as to give
to the East nineteen Senators and to the
West only thirteen; to the East seventy-
eightmembers of the House and to the West
fifty-six; and it was provided that in futare
apportionments each section should steadily
preserve this proportion in the representa-
tion. The reason of this inéquality wasthe
larger number of slaves held by the East,
it being contended that that sort of property
specially needed protection, and that as
it was represented in the Federal Congress,
it ought aleo to be in the Virginia Legis-
lature.
