The lsat Boltan Mahmoud was res
ally the FEastern Louis X1, the destroyer of the
{eudal power, aud relying for help upon the parti:
gane of pew principles, as the French King had
dove upon ibe risiog Communes, felled the high
grees of his garden, and lefc only bashes growing
in thelr stend.

The new state of thiogs could not endura be-
oaute the people had not been educated to free-
dom and liberty—becaune, under the fendal mas-
ters, they paid much less than under the direct
guvertment of the Bultan—because & political re-
former should never destroy a political or eivil in-
stitation, imperfect as it may be, before he has &
new one resdy and fit to follow it. While the
European nations were entirely engrossed in the

repression of the war between the Sultan Mab-
moud and Mohsmmed Alee, they quite overiooked
the serious contests going oo in Asia Minor, in
Byria, in the Kurdistan, aod throaghout the dis

tant provincea of tho Molammedan Eapire.~

These contests were, however, serioualy alarm.

ing. The lower claxass of the provinces senrealy

hoew that they were subjects of the Bulian—
They paid tribute to their foudal chiefs, who ap-
propristed it all to their own purposes; followed
them to the fleld, and fought against they knew
pot whom—even sgainst the soldiers of the sue-
cesnor of Mohammed.

Some of theso Eastern Barons commanded ar
mies of 10,000 men, and defended themselves in
well-fortified towus.  Others kept the opencoun:
try with & formidable and well-mounted cavalry,
sgainat whom the heavy mod refractory troops of
the Sultan vould not stend.  Beveral of theso wars
Jasted many years, and ruined the countrics in
which they took place. Many welancholy me-

mentos of these revolutions are still to be seen |

in the broken walls, the desolated ficids and the
rains of towns that encumber the ground and im-
part & mournful aspect to m once prosperous
country.

It was in the year 1820 that the Iastol the
feudal Prisces was vaoquished, pardoned and
shamed. The rebel troops were disarmed sud
dispersed, the extensive estates of the connuered
chiefs were confiseated by the Bovereign—that is
to say, travaierred into wilderness. Then it was
that the lower clasaes, who had loat their pro-
tectors, the source of wll their proaparity, found
themaelves obliged to pay a heavy tribute to the
Bultap, and beipg unable to pay, beheld their
grounds converted ioto Irish bogs, Their present
misfortune became thus the cause of a greaten
and all better prospect died away, leaving in the
forlorn population nothing but deapair, or that
apatbetic resignation which forbide aspiration
and leaves man quite unarmed against the ca
pricea of Furtune.

The military organization
was tot ready, and no money was in store for ite
formation, and no plans were proposed to raise
the vecessary funds  As soon as the Janissaries
were dead, Mabhmoud bebeld himself, with con-
sternation, deprived of all wilitary strength, Rod
surroonded with enemies and perils.

Massachusetia—The New Basls of Kepresen-
tation,

The proposed smendment to the Constitation
of this Btate, which is just now the subject of
much political discussion, and which has received
the approval of the Senate and is now before the
House, provides & new basis of Hepresentation
which is briefly stated in the Commonweailh us

follows :

All towns baving 1,000 inhabitants are to have
one Hepresentave mnzually. All towos baviag
5,000 inhubitants sre to have two Hepressnia-
tives, with one more for each additional 5,000.—
Towns with less than 1,000 inhabitants to have &s
many Representatives inten yesrs as they bave
bundreds of inhabitants. The largest House un-
der this arrsgement would be 305 being less than
the largest House under the present arrangemant,
which amounts to 435, But the average Houss
beirg by the amendment 379, would be greater
by twenty than the aversge House st pressnt,
which is 359, The average bere spoken of sap-
poses no failures to choose, or commissions to
send, by which sctua! aversge is reduced some
fifty or more.

be practical operation of the amendment is to
take from nincteen large trading and manufac-
turing towns, baviog & total of 370,000 iphabitants,
forty Representatives as follows: fromm Boston,
seventeen, Lowell, three, Cambridge. Hoxbary
and Balem, two each, Charlestown, Worcester,
New-Bedford, Lynp, Spriogfield, Fall River,
Tauston, Chicopee, Danvers, Lawrence, Neaw-
baryport, Nantucket, Waincy and Barnstable ons
each, and to distribute these forty, together with
dditional twenty among 172 towns of less
than 1500 inbabitants each, baving a totel of 155,
000 irhabitants. In cther words, the amandment
takes from pioeteen towna with 370,000 inhabi-
tauts, forty represcrtatives, whila it gives to 172
towns with a population of 193,000, ar averazs
increase of sixty liepresentatives. The other
12¢ towns containing an aggregate popalation of
408,000 inhabitants, retain the ssme representa:
tion aa before.
