The bithop ascended and deacended
again a aecond. a tin time, and ao on, and, at
ever-, time, the orcboetra filled up the interval in
the discourse.' At a subsequent period, Hsy.ln
topcradded to the inttrumental tcore ot tbeae
movement* part* for four solo voices and a great
chorua, appropriate worda having been written for
the mutic.an achievement of the magnitude of
which tbe experienced musician can only form
an idea.
