and thpse secessions are the consequence, the
laymen being leading members of the congrega
tion. Another secession which has excited great
alarm, is that of Archdeacon Manning.one of the
ablest divines, and, indeed greateat luminaries,
in every respect, of the Church of England, from
Whit h he has acceded in disgust with her growing
Erastisnism, and tho subserviency of her Bishops
to the State. This is the first instance of a dig¬
nitary of the Church having seceded to Rjme.

The Muiet tf this place was interrupted on the
morning of the 30th ultimo, by the rumor that
Mr. Edward C. Clark, of tho U. S. Boundary Com"
mission, bad been attacked by four of A gang ot

lawlesa desperadoes, armed with Bowie-knives
and Colt's six shooters, and SO seriously wounded
aa to make recovery impossible. The excited
feeling ol the members of the Commission sta¬

tioned at this place was BBOjaifestod by the imme
diate departure of fiiteen, "armed to the teeth,
for tbe scene of murder, with tbe determined pur
pose ol meting due punishment to the murderers-

Socorro, Texae. the headquarters of the Hear,
termaster and Commissary Departments of tho

V. 8. Boundary Commission, and distant ab.rut
tour miles from Ban Elezario, lias been, since the

arrival of the Commission, the resort ol marderers,
thieves, gambit rs, high way robbers and burglars,
with no occupation, no ostensible means of gain
ing a livelihood, leading a life of dissipation, and
dependent upon midnight prowling for their ne

ceaaary daily Iik.i1. Generally speaking, they are

a class it men- outcasts Irom society, who tiave

nade their way to this ucieltfxwd frontier in the
different capacities of teamsters, c -oka, servants,
etc , to transit wagons wluli ar.-ve here sev¬

eral timea curing the year, from St Louis, Mis¬
souri, and pests on the seaboard. Either from
misdemeanors or no lunger use of services.the
latter seldom, if ever, the case.they are dis
charged, and rove, " a band of brothers,'' through
the country, pi laging and destroying whenever
their necessities demand

(>n the arrival of the armed body at Socorro,
they, with others stationed at that place, divided
themselves in small parties for tbe purpose of
capturing those engaged in tbe murderous aa

sauit, and lound all, except one, wrapt ia deep
sleep, victims to their midmghtorgies. The prin
cipal, Alexander Young, had fled a short time
after the attack, through the assistance of oue of
Ins accomplices, to El Faso, and thence to parts
unknown, though suspected.
Tbe night previous, an American citizen was

attacked by Vouip. armed with a bowie knife,
and escaped desth by toght. bearing with him,
lowtver. a slight gash in his throat, tin the

morning of the day which witnessed the attack
upon Mr. Clark, he deliberately. with a double
barrel gun, shot an innoeent and unod'end'ng man

. aoook.in the back, prostrating aud severely
