The person who
produces the sound being placed between the ob-
gerver and the wall, st such & distance from the
Iatter as to give s distinct echo; be is then di-
rected gradually to mpproach the wall watil the
echo aod the direct sound become one. The dis-
tance measured as befure mentioned, will give
the limit required.

From a series of experimenta on this plan,
Prof. H. found the limit of perceptibility to vary
{rom about 60 to &0 feet, or, in other words, the
distance from the wall at which the echo cessed
was from 30 to 40 feet. This will give from the

1-20 to the 1-15 part of & mecond in time for the
esr to distinraiah the difference of two sounds
which follow each vther st an interval of 115 of &
second.

The experiments when made auder the same
circumatances gave the same result almost with-
in & single foot, but when a different source of
sound was employed snd different observers,
there was observed the difference of resalts giv-
ing the limita between 1.20 and 1-15 of & second.
The limit was less, with & sound produced by an
instrument which gave a sudden crack without
perceivable prolopgation, such as is produced b
anordinary watchman s rattie when made to emit
#ningle crack.  Thisdiiference may be explained
by taking into consideration tie sotusl length of
the sonorous way. If a sound occupies | of &
second, which is about the time required for the
atterance of a short aingle ayllable, the length of
the sonorous wave will be about 300 feet, and
hence when the distance traveled by the twao
sounds is not more than sU feet to aad from the
wall, the two waves must overlap through a con-
aiderable portion of their whole length, and will
be only separated at the two extremities. The
portion of overlaping may therelors determine
the limit of peroeptibility, and this again is com.
bined with the tnot of the continuance of a sonor-
ous impreasion on the nerve of the ear.
