The Opposition members of the Con¬

vention which, in L846( ftamed the Con¬
stitution of this State, meet at Albany t >-

day, to commune upon the prospects of the
party, the profits of breaking up a legis¬
lature on democratic principles, and the
bsst means of preventing the Enlargement
of the Canal until the railroads have got
away all that is possible of its business.
We hope they will have a good time of

it, and with a view of helping on matters,

respectfully atk leave to propound a few
questions on which they might advanta¬
geously ruminate and report.

1. Whether it isn't an awful pity that
the Canals can't be sold out, and the ex

penses of the State government paid by
direct taxation ?

Whether the ' democratic1 Senators
were not guilty of a gross outrage on the
people of this State, when they failed to

It is high time we had a Union Candi¬
date for the Presidency. The Whigs are

moving and the Loco Focos are moving,
but we do not see that the very particular
friends of the Uni'tn are concentrating their

stringth upon any one individual of thit
patriotic throng who havo been engaged in
saving the Union any time these eight or

nine months.in fact, to be more exact,
ever since that precioe moment of time
when Congress enacted atd the Union press
first deolarcd, and Union orators first an¬

nounced, that th whole Slavery question
was finally atd irrevocably settled.
The business of saving the Union has

been an arduous one, and it ought not to go
unrewarded. Not that some persons have
not made money out of the job already.
Tbe statesmen and orators that have done
t. have got tine horses and splendid

The B. viral of Caarliem.
We publish this morning the programme

put forth by the Chartist Convention at its
recent session in London, by which it will
be seen that large and importsnt additions
have been made to the Chartist creed. In
the first place the Convention opposes the
various plans for suffrage reform now

agitated by the Free Trade politicians, on

the ground that while their adoption would
greatly increase the political power of the
middle class* they would leave the working
clsss substantially in their present con¬

dition. They will therefore have nothing
but the Charter in i« entiraty. For the
conveniecce of those of our readers who
may not recall the reforms embraced under
that name, we here enumerata them: I.
Universal Suffrage for every man of legal
age and sound mind, except those convicted
of crimes; 2. Annual Parliaments;
Members to be paid, so that poor men may
be members; 4. Vote by ballot; 5. EjuaJ
electoral districts; 6. Eligibility of al1
voters without regard to their "/calth or

poverty. Three points they now modify
by depriving all those convicted of crime
of the right to vote only during the term

of their conviction, on the principle :hat a

criminal oilense ought not to exclude the
offenders forever fr m the general priv¬
ileges and rights of society.

But what is mos* worthy of atte tion in
this new manifesto, is that it includes a va¬

riety of propositions to which its author9
did not formerly assent. The cbief of these
is that the land is tho inheritmce of man¬
kind and ought not to be mad . the exclu¬
sive and perpetual property of classes or in¬
dividuals. The Chartists would have the
soil nationalized, that is, held by tho State-
and leased in suitable quantities to individ¬
uals or associations desiring to cultivate it,
on such terms as shall secure the freedom
of the occupant and the safety of the
State. To bring about this change, it is
proposed that the poor, common, church
and crown lands shall at once be restored
to the peopl», and leased out and settled on

this pi n. and that the revenues thence de¬
rived shall be devoted to tho purchase of
other lands and their settlement in the same
way. The State is to havi the right to

buy land in preference to private purchas¬
ers; in some cases, legal process will very
properly return the land into its possession.
the death of tho present owners, voluntary
surrender, and other means consistent with
justice and a liberal regard for existing
rights, will also enable it in due time to be¬
come the sole owner of the soil.

This being accomplished, the rights of
all to the cccupancy of the soil will bo equal
and tbe duty of the Administration will be
to ensure a just distribution to the appli¬
cant*. The improvements made by tho
occupants will be their own property, for
which they shall be compensated on leav¬
ing thoir holdings. This feature totally
distinguishes the New Chartism from the
doctrine of the Communists.
The manifesto also proposes the entire

separation of Church acd State, and the
freedom of religion from all political over¬

sight or restrictions. All Church property,
which originated in private grants, is to re¬

main in the hands of the persuasion now

holding it; all ecclesiastical buildings con¬

structed by tho State to revert to it, bat to
bo used by the present occupants on fair
tents. Education to ba made gratuitous
and universal, the schools and colleges, in¬
dustrial and literary, of every grade, be¬
ing freely open to all comers: the common
brscches of learning to be taught to all
children without exception. Cooperative
industrial associations to be efficaciously
favored. The Right to Labor is recognized,
snd inf-tf ad of parish support for tho poor,
they shall b< supported from the national
revenue. Taxation to be imposed on land
ar.d accumulated property alone. Th»5
Nationil Debt to be liquidated by the nm-

ney row paid as intertsr, which shall here¬
after go to extinguish the deb: it*elf, no

interest being allowed. Tbe currency
shall be reformed and extensive changes
shall be introduced in the army and n»vy;
every citizen shali have the right to be
enrolled in the militia, and all taxes and
restrictions cn the preis shall bo abolished.
Such are the features of this programme,
which bears the signature of thirty dele¬
gates snd which is to servo as the basis of
a continuous ant earnest agitation through¬
out the kingdom.
This is the first public uemonstration of

the Chartists since their memorable col¬
lapse in April, 1646, and shows that their
minds have not been stagnant in the mean¬

time. Whether they have made any real
prcgresa may be a question with many per-
s«rs: before, they contended merely for
elementary political reforms, overy one of
tbeir measure* having been successfully
tried in the United States; now they have
oatetiipped our experience with tbeir tbe-
oty, and look toward changes which have
nothing but their intrinsic reasonableness
to r< commend them. It may be observed,
however, that tbeir main proposition aims
at substantially the same results as are

sought by tbe Laad Reformers ia this coon-

try ; they pr«po»e to supplant private p*o-

perty in land by Srate ownership, giving
each cifi/en the right to o-vupy u much
as he needs, and to make improvements
which shall be his exclusive property; our

Land Reformers propose to limit the
amount of land which each citizen msy
own. so that no one shall own more than
he r.eed*. and so that in fact the improve¬
ments connected with it will alone have a

marketable worth.
It is not at all likely that the Chartists

will at otcc become formidable as a party !»y
these explanation* of the mode they will
use the power if they get it. They will
no doubt gain to their ranks moat if not all
the Socialists of the Kingdom, and thus
form a whole out of several hitherto scat¬

tered parts. Rut on the other hand it is

probable that the completeness of the new

programme may repel many persons who
might now have gh'cn their cooperation to

the simple measures of the Charter; and
that those who would even have viewed
without flight the democratic rule prom¬
ised by that, will shrink with terror from
the unveiled and utter radicalism of this.
Besides, whoever knows England knows
that nothing like sudden or wide-reaching
change is possible there. Tha institutions
of that Island are base ! on interests, con¬

victions, and prejudices which aeem im-
rroveablr ar.d which can be altered only by
slow degrees. But strong as are these in-
stituwon*. ideas are stronger, and sooner or

later wiil have their way, and in their gen¬
eral evolution this new form of Chsrtism i*

deserving of serious and thoughtful notice.
