Messns, EpiTors : 8efior Esteva resigned ba-
cause he found the law for the conversion or con-
solidation of the intericr debt an insuperable ob-
stacle in the way of gettiog on. He has given it
aa his opinion that the convarsion cannot be car
ried into effect unless the law of 30th November
be reformed. He proposed to the Cabinet to re-
furm it as follows : Not to deliver to the creditors
the 82,500,000 of the American indemnity; that
all payments ahould be suspended till June, 1552-
In the mean time the liquidation of the debt
should be continued, decreeing new and sufficient
imposts, in order that at the end of that period
the nation might restore its credit, having before-
band covered the deficit in tlis expenses of Gov
arnment, appropriating & revenue, entirely repa-
rate from all the rest, capable of paying the
whole of the interest on the debt. * But,” he
says in his pamphlet, "' as this could not be, [ will
demonstrate to you /the President) the sitaation
in which the @overnment finda itselfl in the De-
partment of Finance.”

He here refers to various documents produced
by bimself, adding; * By them you will see that
to pay the part in cash demanded by the conver-
sion of the interior debt, there is & deficiency of
£4214,809; that to cover the expenses of the
Administration for the last four months of this
economical year* (aio economico), this is another
of §1,072,258—that is, if the expeosas are to be
regulated accordiog to the estimate presentad to
Congress; that also, agreeably to this, trere will
result another defloiency of 1,230,221 in the year
acd lastly, to pay the amounts ewarded by
the Judiciary, there is wantod at least &40+, 102—
the total deflciency being 813,485,451,

He gives as n reanon for making hin calculation
to the end of June, 1272, that the new imposts
could not take effect till after several months.

I quote only tiwo more paragraphs, which will
show you the exact state of things. He says:
+The question is, are there any means of saving
us from our present situation, at the same time
complyiog with the law,” (1. e, that of 30th No-
vember, for the conversion of the debt)

* For this it would be necessary 1st, to supply
the deficiency resulting on the end of the eoo-
nomical year ending on the last of June 1852,
which will be at lenst very near €4,000,000, 24
That the mode of supplying the same may not
compromise the revenues f the Government.
3d, To create resources in order that st the end
of that time the Government may find itself in

“ Whatever mesns may be adopted, if these
three conditions are not complied with, the diffi-
culty is not overcome.
