Lamartine visited England, for the first
time, in 1822, The Holy Alliance was then act-
wely engaged in the struggle agnnst lﬁmlral
ideas, by which it hoped to sustain the decaying
wstitutions of the pggt. The English Govem.
ment, in the hands of statesmen who had suc-
ceeded to the political inheritance of Mr. Putt,
had taken sides with the absolute sovereigne
against the people, and presented a blind and

resigtance 1o revolution both at home
and abroad. The country was ill at ease under
such an administration ; she felt that she had
been placed in a false position . the streets re-
sounded with cries of indignation agninst the
aristoerney ; despernte paupers prowled about
the abodes of splendid opulence; and to the
astonnded cyes of Lamartine, overything seemed
to predict the speily downfall of the great and
Mysterious uation.

In 1830, he made snother visit 1o England,
soan after the French Revolotion of July.  The
political affairs of the country were then maii

v with wisdom, moderation, aud 8 healthiul
infusion of hberal wleas.  But the misery of the
common people had reached a high point of ag-
geavation, and exhibited a glosmy anil nlarnog
spectacle.

On returning to England in 1850, he reoeivad
an entirely different order of impressions  He
conld searcely recognize London i its new
aspect of social thoft and prosperity.  The city
bad extended m every direction, showing the
active vitality and healthy enterprise of o great

peaple.

quitting without noise or disorder the establishments

1t wonld seem as i durimg the repose of the
last twanty years, some supornatural power had
extracted the venom which fermented n the
socinl body of Groat Britam. The causes of this
great change are tracod by Lamartine to the
remedinl measures adoptod by the mielligence
and qustice of English society—myasures which
wore at fiest earried nto effeet by the collecuve
action of ndividunts, but which nltunately se-
o curil the cooperation of Govepnment, winch dee
ywed plans of meboration embmeing rehgion,
the administration of ustice, a better division of
wealth, and a larger supply tor the mtellectunl,
woral, and physical wints of the degradad pop.
alation,  This movement won the sympathy of
all parties. Searce an mdividual stood aloot
from it, with the exception of a few superannti-
ted and henrtless aristoerats, and now nod then
a ease-hardened political cconomst, who could
se0 1w conneetion botween the polies of Governe
= went and the wants of the people
The eftect of the measures cmployed within
the last twenty vears, for the union of interests
among different classes, acconding 1o Lumartine,
has beon the estabhishiment of a colservative So-
cialism betwoen the wealthy elasses and the
destituteand suflering proletmres.  He desenbes
the leading weasures of a philanthropie charc
ter to which his attention has been directed, ex-
patiating on their bemgn social wfluence i
vein of glowing enthusiasm, which finds expres.
sion in frequent bursts of impassioned eloguetice.
The most important eonclusion to be drawn from
this brilliant essay, is the efficscy of Christian
Socialism for the remedy of pohitical and public
eile. Lamartine clearly pereeives the gecessity
of a union of interest and eideavor, between the
different elemenis of society.  In the prevailing
want of this, which charucterizes the whole of
modern civilization, uo less than the institotians
ol England, Lamattine finds o temporary renel
in the grand arrangements of charity which have
sprung up as a counterpart to a false and dis-
cased social orgauization.  Regarded i this
light, his statements are possessed of much -
terest,and are not without a cerrain value among
the statisties of social solence. But the very
facts on which he dwells with peculiar comgpla-
cency show the need af w more profound course
of action than he seems w anucipate Tho vast
array of public charities, Wiich have produced
such a sense of plessing satisfaction on the mind
of the good Lamartine. sre themselves a proot of
the intrinsic evils of the present social organiza-
