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Tae Inox Trape.—We publish this
morning some tables showing the exact
amount of iron imported here durinz the
first six months of the years 1850 and 1851,
It will seen that the increase of the second
period over the first is near 18,000 tuns, and
that the entire importation for the present
yesr is more than 107,000 tuns. Enormous
as this amount is, and great as is the in-
eregse, it is still less than we expected, and

the iren trade with surprise.  This increase
joes not equal the falling off in the produc-
tion of American iron within the period it
covers., We design on an early oceasion
to show, from complete siatisties of hoth
foreign importation and home production,
that the smount of iron consumed in the
country has suffered a very great decline
under the operztion of the present Tarif.
The inference of course is that the power
of the people to consume this article of
staple necessity has diminished ; that is to
say, that the real power and prosperity of
the [country have diminished.  These facts
will, we think, prove to ull whose minds are
capable of reasoning on the subject, the ne.
cessity of Protection for American Industry.

The Cost of Hing~.

No eountry in Christendom so abonnds
with kings as Germany, and in none is
Kingeraft  carried to such  perfection.
There are there some thirty reizning fami-
lies, to say nothing of prinees and other off-
shouts of roval greatness. This has been
going on indefinitely, and to a superficial
view would seem likely to continue.  The
shock of 1848 disturbed these clers by he-
reditary right divine : but now, thanks to
the ignorance, stupidity aml zood natare of
the peaple, they are again seated in the
saddle, and fancy themselves secure be-
cause their Jate antagonists either sleep in |
bloody graves, or pine in prisons, or quarre]
with each other in exile.  But they forget
how profoundly and resistlessly Democraey
1= anuihilating the remains of that prineiple
of Autbority on which their thrones were
once firmly established ; they forget how
strong is the temlency of the armies that
Liave hitherto obeyed them, to sympathize
with the people feom among whom they
were reernited, and towhom in a Dw years
they will return.  But when Authonty is
extinet, and armies are repnblican, what
will remain to sustain these royal and
prineely  devourcrs of the people’s sub-
stance?  Nothing.,  They must then dis-
appear beyund the possibility ot a restora-
1o,

Meanwhile, the cost of maintaining royal
establishments and paving the interest on
loans they have contracted, weighs heavy
upon the people. who are heginning to un-
derstand whenee the pressure comes, and
why it is they are so exorbitantly taxed.
The faets are interesting 1o more than one
point of view, and we subjoin a hrief sum-
mary of the wore impertant :

The aggregate of the average yearly ex-
penditures of the German Governments,
betore the revolution of Mareh, 1318, was
F174,007.905 ; since that revolution 1t has |
been 246,862,549, These expenditures
were rising before the revolution ; and,
taking the last three to five years, the in-
crease amounts to 11 per cent. Sinee the
revolution the share of Prussia (in 1851) Is
S87,406,783, to a population of sixteen mil-
hons ; and that of the German provinees of
Austria, (in 1849) STO800,000, to a popula-
tion of twelve millions.  Thus we see that
two-thirds of the expenditure falls upon
the two preat States and  only ene-third on
the remaining small States, although the
latyee contain more than that proportion of
the entire population of Germany.

In order to show stll more clearly the
cost of Kings in general, as well as those of
Germany in particular, we have prepared
from fiacts furnished by a German statician

the following table in dollars and cents
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This table s instructive.  We see by ti
that England, rance and
miuch the deepest in debt and heaviest taxed
of all countries.  Nor is Germany really
somurh better off as she appears in the
comparison, because the value of money is
relatively greater there than in the other
countries,  Germany also far exeels the
others i the useless or rather perninions
items of royal or eourt expenditure, and in
her military establishments.  The Kings of
Germany cost the people nearly half more
than does the British court the people of
that kingdom, and the army and navy quite
a third more.  Besudes, it cannot be saud
that the British army is employed in
forcing upon the people of England a sov-
ereignty they would prefer to be free from,
whatever may be the case with Ireland and
the Colonies. But the German armies are
merely the instruments of oppressing the
German people, and of Keeping their own
fellow-citizens under a yoke they dislike
and will yvet throw off and dash to pieces.

England and France not ouly bear the
burdens of monarchical institutions, but of
centuries of a vieious economical system.
Germany on the other hand, has sutfered
peither from centralization por from wars
incurred in keeping up distant Coloaies
which the nation would have been better
off without. There the enormity of ex-
penditures, debt, and taxation, is due ex-
clusively to the extravagunce and eostli-
tess of royalty, and we may well say that
few worse curses could befall an industri-
ous and honest people.

Nor in voutrasting the cost of monarchi-
cal with that of demoeratic institutions can
Franee be fairly taken into the account as
s republic.  The demoeratie spirit does in-
deed exist among  the people, but freedom
1s unknown to the nation.
Frauce regard liberty with disgusting cow-
ardice ; and notwithstanding a republican
formy, entail ou the country all the vices and
all the expense of a monarchy. Desides,
the debt of France, which forms so heavy
an tem in her expenditures, is a legacy of
the Bourbons and their ministers.

laiter.  Contrast the cheapness of thewr ad-
winstrations with those of the monarchical
governments,—except that of Norway,
which is in reality a republic though it has
a king at its head,—and the tax-payers cau-
uot long hesitate whichto choose.

a Court beeause he differs from other men
on a doetrine of theology, no matter how
great the importance of that deetrine in the
view of others.

The truth 1s, that the practice of making
relizious belief o test of judieial eredibility,
is a relic of these barbarons days when
women were drowned to prove that they
were not witches, or requred to walk un-
seorched on buraing coals o show that they
had not violated a eommandment. Then
vharacter in every respecs was tested by or-
thodoxy, and he who dared affirm that he
held not every pointof the general belied,
was regarded as worse than a heathen and
a publiean.  But now i3 is universally ad-
mitted that s man is not aecessarily bad even
hecause he may happen to be an inficel,
but that he way sull te upright and estima-
ble in every eapacity. The truth is practi-
callv established thatmoral qualities are de-
pendent rather on the general moral stand-
ard of the community, and that on the whole,
men are not worse nor hetter than the
neighbors they associate vath, independent
of the abstraet opinions they may eatertain.
