ent Congress helped themselves to some |

Forty Thousard Dollars extra from the
Federal Treasury in the guise of Con-
structive Mileage for a suppositions journey
from Washington to their several homes
and back again between the 3d and gthdays
of March last. Having now the faets more
completely before us, we propose to show
individually who took snd who refused this
enormous gouge. But first as to the pre-
liminary facts :

The U. S. Senate transacted little or no
business during the first two of the three
months to which the last Session of Con-
gress was limited by the Constitution.
The daily sittings scarcely avesaged two
hours in length, and rarely were held more
than four days in any week. If any Sem-
tor ventured a word in favor of giving more
time to business, ke was sneered down as a
demagogue by the old stagers, and the old
game of do-nothing elaborately persisted in.
Finally, as the Session drew near its close,
a majority of the Opposition Members
united in a conspiracy to stave ofl and ul-
terly prevent deeisive action on the River
and Harbor Improvement bill by moviog
amendments. talking agamst tine, reading
old reports, &¢. In this way the /ast week
of the Session was mainly wasted, and the
XXXTst Congress finally adjourned at noon
on the 4th of March, the conspirney having
suceeeded in staving off a decisive vote on
the River and Harbor bill, which was final-
ly given up by its friends at 4 A, M. on the
the 4th of March in order to save the
vitally necessary Appropriation bills. The
desperate struggle on the River and Harbor
bill hiad prevented decisive action on much
important Executive business, compelling
President Fillmore to convene the new
Senate on the 4th of March expressly to
transact that business. The new Senate
accordingly met, remained in session ten
days, for which each Senator reeeived his
<8 per diem, or $80 in all, while the new
Senators, who had been summoned to
Washington on purpose to attend this Spe-
cial Session, received also their Mileage
for the journey, as was right. [We don't
say the number of miles for which they took
mileage was right in every or any ease: it
may or may not have been—but] these Sen-
ators were entitled o Mileage and took it
as follows :
