The Great Exhibition finally closed on the
15th instant, as previous'y announced.  Prince
Albert was present, but not the Queen Many
of the lighter articles had been removed on the
second day aftor the cluse, and London was al-
ready assuming comparatively a dreary aspeet.

The Jury haid
awarded the medal for DPiane-Fortes to Broad-
wood & Sons, and the Cooneil reversed the
award, which was publicly protested against hy
many of the must euinent musicians of the day,
declaring the act of the Couneil to be an in-
justice to Messrs, Broadwood.

A Sharp Correspondence—France on Cuban Al-
fairs—Interesting Spanish Claim now be-
fore the Treasury.

Correspordence of The N Y. Tribune.

Wasminorox, Monday, Oct. 35, 1851,

I have been waiting two or three days in
the hope of obinining the precise tone and bearing
of the correspondence with France with referenes to
Cuban affairs. France, it seems, is the Magnus
Apollo of this interference in behalf of Spain, wiule
Engiand follows at a very respectable distanes. The
French Gavernment has not confined itself to ale-
gitimate and respectful remonstrince with refor-
ence to any supposed danger it mught have appro-
hended with regard to the possession of its ally, but
has procecded tothrow ont msinuations {i{ not more)
cnlitng in question the integrity and good faith of
this Government with regard to imternational Trea-
ties. Indeed, the whole tenor of the note 15 ohjec-
tunable. Inaddition to this, it seems that the French
Government ordered a portion of its marine §o assist
the Spanish navel foree in walching our Southern
coust and the W estern shore of Cuba for suspicious
vessels, Mr Crittenden's reply is very tarf, [In
what light it will be considered in France, just uow,
it is not a Little difficult to tell.  The interest of Eug-
lnnd, however, will be hkely to preventiany serious
msunderstanding, evenif Lonis Napoleon desired a
war in hopes of prolonging his bastard dynusty. Pri-
vite wdvices from Madrid, which have reached this
eity, repregctis that there is no desire on the part o
the Spanish Government fora war with thiscountry
They see nothing to gain, while they wonld riss the
almost certain loss of their West India possessions
and have the expenses of the war to pay, which
would be a considemtion in ther present foneis!
