It 1= manifest, too, that whatever eifforts we
muy make for the protection of Mexino, will not
oply be fruitiess, but absolutely prejudicial, unless
they are ailed by corresponding elorts on her pan
The sumber of our intlitary posts, the vigilance, a0

tivity and courage of our troops, all tend to drive
these mwarauders from our border toward that of
Mexico, where they can earry on their depredutions
with almost certain impunity.

The Jifference in the charneter of the inhabitauts
of the iwo counlries also tends tothe same resuit.
Our peaple are all familiar with the use of anms, and
readily  form themselves into militia companies
for their own defense, 1t was this circumstance,
Joined with a sative handihood of character, that en-
ubled the plomeere of all onr States to subdue tribes
fur more fornudable than the robber bands that infest
the frontiers of Mexico. The whabitants of Mexioo,
onthe contrary, have htie skill in fire-arms, nothing
that deserves the name of a milita, and hittle of thas
Canog imtrepidity which distinguished the carly set-
tlers of ouz own country. It 18 not surprising, there-
fore, that the Indians stund less 1n awe of the Mox-
cane than they do of our ple, and that, where
both countries present equal wemidations to plunder,
they should direct their meursions toward the foriuer
rathier than the latter,

It 1s not improbable, also, that the fecSleness uf the
Foderal authority in Mexico, the distracted state of
that Republic, stul the civil contests that have 5o
long ¢ivided her lpeople, mas finpair her infuence
sleng savages who kpow no right but power, and
no motive bol the fear of s exercise.

The portion of Mexico which 15 siid to have suf
fered most from these depredations, is the State of
Sonera. Between that State and the inhabited poz-
tong of Texas and New-3M exico, there 1s an exten-
sive range of moentam and desert, for the most part
uninbubiinble, and st certatn eeasons of the year,
almost impassable. To send, therefore, to that
frantier, & sufficient force to afford it any effestual
prolecuon, and to maintain it tere, would be st-
tended with difficulties slmost insuperable. A post,
however, has been estudlished wl Wie junetion of the
(itla and the Colorado, snd the eommander of the
Pacific division s been ditected to pxumine
wiether it would mot be praciicable and expedient
to vstablish one or more posts hugher up the
His report on that subject has not yet been recerne .
It bas been fully ascertained, however, that (o main-
tuin even an inconsiderable force in that region,
wolld be attended with an enOruOus expense.

These depredations n Sopora are ‘womymn ted
chiedy by the Apaches and the Navijos—the sune
tribes that are the mest troublesome a Texas and
New-Mexico, The troops emploved in the defense
of our own settlements are, therefore, indirectly aid-
ing in the defense of Sonora . for, il we can succeed
