The Editor of The St. Lous Republican
writing from Fort Laramie under date of September
15, gives an interesting dccount of an election of
Chief by the Sioux nations. Colonel Mitchel 1ndi-
cated a mode of election. He sad ne would nomi-
nate 8 man, and gave cach voter a stick, one being
eelecied from every nation with direction to give
the stick to the nominee if approved of. The writer
Lbus describes the election

Col M announced to the bands that Mah-toe-wah-
yu-why was elected by lum.  When this announce-
ment was made, the squaws of s band set upa
shout of Joy. Thisact of impropriely on the part of
the suaws, wwterfering wilh the Dusiness of the men,
recnlied Mab-toe-wal-yu-why to himseif, and he in-
digvantly rebuked them for it. Then turaing to Col
M., be acdressed him in substunce as follows

“Father, | am s young min and have no experi-
enge. 140 not desire to be Chuef of the Daheotahs.
1 have not attended the Councils much, because
there are older and better heads in our nation than
I am. There are men who know the white man
fonger than 1 have, and they know betler what to
do, and understand what you and our Great Father

roposes for eur good, better than 1 do. Father,)
wie not attenced the councis for eeveral suns, 1
have been hunting buffalo, and I would not have
come here tocay if | had known that this would
have happroed.  Father, 1 think youshould have
selected some oldor and wiser man than mysell.”

Col M. explained to him, that be had selected
tum because of the character he bore among the
whites and Indians, for honesty, intelligence and
cournge. That it was necessary there should be one
prnerpal Chief, and 1f the nation selected him, his

srent Father would sustain him in his office.

Mahtoe-wat-yu-why replied : * Father, [ am not
afrsid to die, but to be Chiel of all the Dalicotahs,
I must be a hxg Ctuef.
