Accordingly, there is no suoh thing as true

liberty and true development of the people.
All is despotism, as truly as in Russia, no

Haiti r what the name by which it is called.
The fact is essentially the same whether
Louis I or Lamartine be at the head ; there
is the same overshadowing central authori¬
ty and the same resistless administrative
mechanism ; the difference is solely one of
detail or of accident, not of principle. The
French nation, with all its boasting, is not
of age, politi -a ly. It is still in its minority
and under tutelage, wir.h this vast machine
of a centralized administration, e luxation,
and religious establishment for its leading
strings. Consequently he who can setz!»

upon the leading strings has the nation in
his power. Let him become master of Pa¬
ris and of the central government, and his
orders will now here meet with serious or

protracted resistance. He is master of the
main spring, and, till it is snatched from his
orasp, or the machine break*. ..;v.i mike h
go to suit his pleasure. Thus Louis Phil¬
ippe came to rule France in 1^30 ; thus the

Republicans suddenly conquered in 1848;
thus in 1^51 Louis Napoleon has become
Dictator; thus in 1898 he w ill be Emperor ;

and thus in due time he will be got rid of
and some other party come into possession
of the machine. As long as such a ma¬

chine remains, liberty can exist in France
only because the government sees lit to

tolerate it, and no constitution and no sys¬
tem of policy w ill be safe a_raitit usurpation.
There can be no guarantee of liberty, and
no fair chance for the elevation of the peo¬
ple save in the abandonment of centraliza¬
tion and the establishment of the great
iirincinle of local self-government instead.
Centralization can produce nothing but a

nation of obedient subjects : self-govern¬
ment alone can produce a nation of free
citizens capable of appreciating the bless¬
ings of independence and resolute to main¬
tain them.

This is the secret of Louis Napoleon's
easy triumph ; a hundred thousand soldiers
made him master of Paris, and the omnipo¬
tent governmental machine made him mas¬

ter of all France. It is not the fault of the
nation, lidiculous and shameful as it may
appear; they arc in the machine, and to
resist were useless. All that his opponents
can do is to w ait till chance and a good plot
enable them to seize the main spring, and
then, if wise, they will knock the machine
to pieces, and emancipate the country from
its despotism.
We are well aw are that many statesmen

and publicists hold the system of French
centralization to he necessary for the pre¬
sent crisis in Europe, false as they will admit
it to be in principle. It is necesary. they
tell us, as an instrument to destroy old insti¬
tutions, prejudices and ideas, and to insure
unity of action against the encroachments
of foreign despotism. There is something
plausible in thts, but it will not stand exami¬
nation. The cause of freedom in general
cannot be served by keeping thirty odd mil¬
lions of Frenchmen without liberty and
without political development. Nor are old
ideas destroyed except by new ones. The
real power and influence of France in Eu¬
rope would be increased immensely by the
elevation of her people to genuine self-gov-
waaneat, Give them the entire manage¬
ment of their local affairs, restrict the cen¬
tral government to be merely a business
agency,to keep the accounts and execute
the will of the uation, free education, annul
all coi nection between Church and State,
establish the rieht of association; and free
the press, and France cannot but uain in
vower and gain in beneficial intluence on

the destinies of humanity.
There is no gicater mistake in national

]oliey than to lock abroad for the acquisi¬
tion of power. In the affairs of nations or

of individuals,to mind your own business is
the dictate of wisdom. Hut that is not the
policy France has inherited from the calami¬
tous epoch of the former Napoleon. From
him, nnd indeed from all her past
rulers, she his inherited the policy of mind¬
ing other people's business and of seeking
for power abroad. This is a pernicious
rrior, and a worse inheritance than any
oil., r she has received from the past. No
nation in Europe has meddled so exten¬
sively and so constantly u the affairs of
"thtr nations; none bas lived and ordered
itself M» atuoh with a vif* to >u-h med¬
dling And yet this course bas produced
loihmg hut disaster and weakness. All
that France has gaiaed or seemed to gaiiby it has been lost again, h iving notnn.g

lies and i.arms. It will thus relieve them
of one very stupid political superstition.
That i' a benefit which we should prefer to

see achieved in a more legitimate and hon-
orab c way, but still it is a benefit.
