Kos¬

suth said he had been led to hope that the nation

of the I nited Saaten, from its character, position^
and the principles it professed, would become

the executive power to enforce obedience to this

law ol nature and of nature's Cod.

This was said with that logical yet moving
afjCqnanfS w Inch Kossuth eo naturally employs.
Mr. Filth ere in reply assured the exile of his

jrofotind wishes for the universal eatablishrnen
of Constitu'iOCUtl freedom and of the sympathy
he had ft It with al! his fellow-citizens in the

struggle of Hungary for the blessings of self

government. His own sentiments with regard
to the foreign policy of the country he had ex¬

pressed at length in his recent Message, not

¦ erely as a communication to Congress, but as

a declaration to the world of the course to which
hi- mi mir-ist rat ion would feel bound to adhere.

This cannot be called a non committal answer.
