The Tnrili nad Freedom.
The National Era, one among the u op¬

ponents of a useless agitation of the TariiV
question, and who desire to tee some stabil¬
ity in our revenue system," is pleased at
the late defeat in the House of a resolution
offered hv Ifa w.kii, ot Ohio, looking to¬
ward the substitution of specific for ad va-

loiem duties, with protection for iron ami
other articles of domestic manufacture.
Audit rejoices in this defeat, not merely
from its dislike of useless agitation and its
love of stability, but because the passage of
ti e measure would have benelitted the capi¬
talists of Pennsylvania, a class of men to
whom "the friends of freedom "

are under
no obligations, and whose interests thev are
i»ot bound to advance.

The Era is opposed to useless agitation ;
so are we. It likes stability in the revenue

system ; so do we. Rut we do not think it
useless to agitate against a system which
is constantly impoverishing the country-
nor can we perceive any elements of att-
bility in a policy which is inevitably bring¬
ing on the crash of (>eneral bankruptcy.
That the present tariif it impoverishing the
country is evident from the undeniable (act
that under its working, the annual consump¬
tion of iron and cotton,.both prime neces¬
saries of life,.has fallen oil', the one above
twenty and the other above twentv-flve per
cent., notwithstanding a vast increase in
population. And that we are on the high
road to bankruptcy is evident from the fret
that while our ability to pay is thus dimin-
thhiag, we are running in debt abroad with
ever increasing momentum.
. Rut the main point we have to discu*s

with The Era is its assumption that free¬
dom has no concern with the question of
protection. We maintain that there is no

other question now before the public in
which freedom is so deeply concerned.
Protection renders the country prosperous,
ircreases the earnings and the independ¬
ence of its inhabitants of every class, and
theieby enlarges the freedom of the de¬
pendent classes and does more for their
t mancipation arid elevation to equality of
rights than can be done by any other cause.
Slavery has its origin in poverty, and
whatever tends to diminish the sum of
poverty and increase the sum of wealth,
diminishes slavery ard increases freelom.
Moreover, in this sort of movement toward
freedom and equality, the interest* of all
classes, of slave-owners and slaves, of capi¬
talists arid laborers, of Peir.st Iranians and
Carolinians, are perfectly identical aud har-
n onious, and not antagonistic, as our co-

temporary items to fold. This being the
case, it follows that "the fiiends of free¬
dom" are wofully mistaken in rejoicing at
the defeat of the reso'ution in question, and
that in voting agaimt it, they simply stru?k
a blow at freedom itself.

In He great destruction of vessels in 183? when a
large number of vessels wete destroyed, nearly 1,000
men were thus thrown upon the ice, and out of the
whi le number only seven perished. Moreover, ves¬
sels generally avoid the same proximity, so as to
at old the same danger He did not think, there-
lire, that the Erebui and Terror were both de-
stroved with their crews; for if the vessels even
were destroyed, their crews neght still survive He
spoke of the resources of the region and the
metal of instaimi g life, arc! again declared his be¬
lief that II ere still was hope.
