(.oYcrnmciit should 9eek to convince her if
tbe wrong and induce her to amend..
Whether the riddling and firing of her sea-

coast towns with red-hot cannon balls is the
most or only feasible way of effecting this,
resfiains to be consideied. But we do trust
that no assumptions of a right to sei! Cot¬
ton, Iron or other Products in Japan will
be set up or in any way countenanced by
our Government. If Great Britain wagsd
her late war with China on any such grossd
as this, she merits eternal infamy ; it bs-
ci mea us to avoid imitation of a wrong
which we have so vehemently condemned.
.We will not presume that our Govern¬

ment intends any injustice to Japan; ws

betieve that the rescue of our imprisoned
csuntrymen and the protection of any who
may hereafter be shipwrecked on the coasts
of Japan from a like imprisonment are all
that it contemplates. But let it be careful
of the doctrines it propounds in tbe prem¬
ises, and especially of casting a longing eys
on the profits of a prospective trade with
Japan's unnumbered millions. We believe
all computations of profit from such trade il¬
lusory.that Japan, lying in similar latitudes
with tlie greater part of our country, needs
very little that we have to spare and could
piofitablv send her. But be that as it may,
she has a perfect njht to live within her¬
self if she sees fit, and we have no right to
u rce her to open a trade with us. If her
ports were freely opened, we believe Eng¬
land would long monopolize them, so far, at
least, aa Iron and Cottons are concerned,
her ctmmercial facilities being greater aud
her comniand of the trade of that remote
qnarter of the globe so decisive. We
would far sooner send Japan Industrial mis¬
sionaries, to teach her how to make Iron
ar.d Cloth advantageously for herself, than
to seek profit fa m supplying her with these
c.ecessarif ¦ of life. But the notorious fact
that Japan wants nothing of us precluds*
all discussion on this head. Let us be care¬
ful that no taint of selfishness, no lurking,
sneaking hope of increasing our own
wealth or extending our doiraoion, shall
qualify any exertious we may put forth in
the abused names of Justice, Civiluation
and Humanity.

The commemorative services in honor of

the late KEnmoitK CtMsPBB were celebrated
I act night in Metropolitan Hall, which was

crowded to the extent of ua capacity with an

audience computing a large representation of
the intelligence and literary cnlture of the City
In addition to the distinguished official function-
anes of the occasion, the stage was occupied
with a number of eminent professional charac¬
ters, celebrated men of letters, members of the

press, and other conspicuous citizens and stran¬

gers. The .neeting was opened by a short ad¬
dress iram Wa>him;t<>m IrviChairman of
the Committee ot Arrangements, who regretted
bis insbilrty to make s regnlar speech, as no one

cherished a more profound sense of the genius
and character of the illustrious deceased, or

would more cordially unite m doing h mor to his
memory. He would merely state that it was

proposed to erect a monumental statue to the
late Mr. Cooper, and he trusted the obect would
meet with general sympathy m this community.
Mr. Irving closed his very felicitous remarks,
amidst the loud applauae of the audience, bv in¬

troducing Hon. Damn Wkbstkr, who had
been requested to preside on the occasion.

I'pon taking the Chair, Mr. Webster said that
he entered upon the duty which had been as¬

signed to him, with a high sense of the distinc
tion which it conferred, and a fervent wish to

honor the illustrious man, whom we have met
to commemorate. Fenrnore Cooper was iden-
titied with the development of our national lit¬
erature. He was the first to extend the fame of
American letters beyond tbe Atlantic. Distin¬
guished for his creative power, he made the
scenery and social characteristics of our country
familiar eren to those who were strangers to our

1-nguage. Nor was his tute less refined than bis
genius was original His writings bear the impress
of genuine patriotism. His lore of country was .

master principle. His various productions have ei-

eited a mighty ii>tluence in illustrating our nation t,
fame. They are equally distinguished for their
elevated, moral and religious tone. He wrote no

.me which tended to weakeii the foundation of
virtue or debauch the morals of his courjtry.
Mr. Cooper was not destined to attain dis¬
tinction in the spheres which many persons
Diott covet. His course was not signalized by the
pen p of military display, no garments rolled in
blood marked bis progress, nor did he delight the
ear of listening Senates by the majf sue eloquent e

of speech. The pen was the weapon which he
wielded with such potent effect. his chosen triumphs
«crem the world of Intellect by the magic crea¬

tions of his genius he has stamped his name mftm
the memory of mankind. We do well to reader our
choicest tribute to a man like this. The victories of
intellect are the noblest treasures of a nation. Mr.
Webeter pursued this train of remark at considerable
'ergtb, and after seveial letters frominviied guests,
which we give ia another place, had been read by
K. W. OaiSWOLO, he introduced Mr. Bryant, who
cleliveied the Commemorative Discourse, as reported
in full in our columns.
