ened us with several suits that he never
gaw fit to iostitute; and he was finally
beaten before the Conrt of Errors in his
second suit against Col. Stone of The
Commercial,—Chancellor Walworth and
other eminent Jurists pronouncing opinions
decidedly and very broadly against him,
ard the Court dividing about four to one.
This suit, if he paid his lawyers fairly, can
hardly have cost him less than One Thou-
sand Dollars.

3. Mr. Bryaut says “Cooper behaved
‘liberally toward his antagonists, so far as
¢ pecuniary damages were concerned.” We
know no facts to warrant this statement,
and challenge the production of any. We,
certainly, never had any evidence of this
liberality ; we know that the trunk of Mr.
Barber, of The Otsego Republican, was
opened b¥ an officer and several huadred
dollars taken therefrom in satisfaction of a
judgment rendered in Mr. Cooper’s behalf
in one of these libel-suits; and we know
that, after Col. Stone’s lamented death, his
widow and child were required to meet the
expense of carrying up the case given

against Col. S, to the Court of Errors, un-
til the roveroal of the Judgment below thiew

that cost on Mr. Cooper. If the latter ever
took any thing less than the law allowed
him when he could collect o judgment, we
do not know where.

1. Mr. Dryant represents Mr. Cooper as
trivmphing in his warfare on the Press,
and as having in the end * disciplined it
into good manners.” This is wholly un-
warranted,  That the ‘manners’ of The
Tribune, for example, are singularly bland
and exemplary, all the world readily
agrees ; but we deny that they profited one
whit by the ‘diseipline’ of Mr. J. Feni-
moie (‘ooper. On the contrary, we think
the opportunity was all on his side, and the
improvement should have been there if
any where,

We cannot see wherein his triumph con-
sisted. He certainly made neither money
nor credit out of Col. Webb. e collected
cue verdiet of £250 from Col. Stone, and
must have lost thrice that amount in prose-
cuting his subsequent unlucky suit against
that kind-hearted and just man, who was
never capable of Jibeling any one. He got
a $200 verdict and 365 costs out of The
Tribune and must have spent in his various
forays upon us at least £500. Ilis verdicts
against the Country journale, when he re
covered, were all insignificant, and were
notall collectable when obtained, so that
the experiment of suing them must have
been less profitable than hog-shearing. The
only man he ever did compel to * stand and
deliver’ to any purpose was Mr. Weed of
The Albany Evening Journal, whom he
muy have relieved, first and last, of $2,000,
mainly in costs and chaiges. Now Mr.
Weed never had one thought of hostility to
him from first to last, was and is an ardent
admiier of his geuius, and was (with others)
the vietim of most disgraceful and tyranni-
cal ruling on the past of the obsequious par-
ti:ans who, under Regency domination, dis-
peused and perverted justice from the Su-
preme Bench of eur State. We say this
boldly, for we have seen letters from the
highest legal authorities in the Country ex-
pressing astonishment at this ruling and
characterizing it as onparalleled, We say

It is not possible that Russian diplomacy
could regard with indifference the action of
our Government in bringing Kossuth to this
country. Nor could its natural feeling at
such an event have been alleviated by the
stand which the Hungarian leader took in
his speeches made in England, nor by his
| reception in this country and the decided

expression of so large a portion of the
| American press and people upon that great
| principle of inteipational law which he =0
earnestly and eloguently propounds, ~

All these facts hold up to view the pos-
gible contingency of a war between Russia
and the United Ztates. Many publicists
anticipate the ontbreak uf such a war in
due time, by a sort of astaral development,
for the ressoa thai the two countries are
the great representatizes of antagonist po-
litical principles. The Usited States rep-
resent democratie liberty and progressive
self-government ; Russia represents abso-
lute despotism ; and the two, say these
writers, must, some day, fight it out between
them. We do not believe in that neces-
sity. because Russia cannot forever remain
in her present condition, but must underzo
internal changes, all tending to increase the
degree of freedom enjoyed by her people
ard to render her less and less a represen-
tative of despotism. Within fifty years
the causes now at work in Russia, to say
nothing of those in the rest of Europe,
will, we think, have rendered it out of the
question for her to try a war with the
United States. DBut at the present momeut
such an event must be contemplated by her
rulers as within the bounds of possibility.
| They are taking measures aceordingly.

Early in December last Count Meoew,
who for above three years has discharged
the functions of Russian Ambassador at the
Tmperial Court of Brazil, was sent to the
Imperial Court of Hayti, to inaugurate rela-
tione of amity and good will between Nicho-
las 1. and Faustin I. He was received most
cordially by the Haytien monarch, in whose
capital he spent some time, and whom he
enchanted by his diplomatic attentions. It
was quite a new thiog for so great a power
tn send ¢o dietinguished an onvoy to treat
the Haytien so upon the footing of equality,
as potentate to potentate.

From Port-au Prince Count Mgpex
went to Mexico. Of his reception and
doings there, we have as yet received ne
accounts,

Now, it is worthy of note that Hayti
and Mexico are the points in Amer-
ica where hostility to the United States
could be easiest inflamed, and whence an
evemy could best work us harm. Witha
sufficient Naval force in her ports, Hayti
could eommand the Gulf of Mexico and
the Caribbean Sea. A pation of emanci-
pated elaves, she would furnish the most
skiliful and dangerous emissaries to stie up
our Southern slave population to revoli
Mexico, too, has no reason to love us. lu
case of a war with Russsin, Hayti and
Mexico,~despicable antagonists, as every
one will say, in themselves,—would prove
redoubtable auxiliaries to our great enemy.
Of this fact Russia is, of course, well
aware, and accordingly Count Mepem is
sent upon his present mission.

It is possible that some Americans may be
alarmed at this development of Russian
diplomacy on thisside the Atlantic, and at the
contingencies it contemplates. In the view
of these good souls it will noze than ever
appear the part of wisdom to suppress all
sympathy with the ideas of democracy and
vational independence, all support of the
fundamental principles of international luw,
because Russia selects this particular mo-
mentto cultivate the friendship of Soulouque
uud Santa Anna. The phantom, that loomed
with such feaiful menace when Russia was
four thousand miles from us, may well de-
prive them of all their senses now that it is
striding about in our very neighborhood,
though it is not a whit more substantia)
than before. But let these timid and
trembling hearts take courage and bend
auew to the work of inspiring their conu-
trymen at large with their own fears and
fancies. We have called their attention to
a new indication of dange:. Let them make
the most of it. Perhaps they may induce
the American Republic to take the glorious
pesitien of sacrificing to childish alarms and
the base suggestions of mere selfish iaterest
all regard for the principles of human lib.
erty, every duty toward nations which have
fallen among thieves to be stripped and
wourded, and left to perish. Pussibly they
way silence in this people every impula-e
of human sympathy and fraternal assistance.
Possibly they may persuade us inte a course
of egotistical isolation and hypocritieal self-
complacency to which the history of nations
bas no parallel. At sny rate let them try
with all their might. The cause requires
auvd is worthy of their eager efluts.
