The Fluttering Pigeons.

To that large and self-complacent class
who believe themselves temperate because
they have never (or very rarely) been
drunk, we have only to say, ‘ Sirs, you do
‘not know, because you have nover truly
* sought to know, what the nature and neces-
‘gary eflects of Aleoholic Liquors are. The
*ground whereon we stand implies that A/-
*cohol 1s a deadly pmson—just as Arsenic,
‘Lead, Opium, and Prussic Acid are poi-
* sons—differing in degree, but all at war
iwith human vitality. Either of them
‘may be taken in such minute quantities,
*and in such diluted forms, as to preclude
‘any unmediately, palpably fatal conse-
‘queunces ; either may be takea from
‘ day to day in slowly increasing quantities,
* until the imbiber has so depraved and yet
‘indurated his vital organs that he can
‘ swallow potions that would kill a neophyte
‘in an hour ; but the fact that either isa poi-
* son remains unaffected. Understand, then,
* that we deny vour right to be accounted
‘temperate, or to counsel those who truly
*are sv, until you conform vour own habits
* to the requisitions of the laws of life. Not
‘until you shall have proved—which you
* cannot—that Alcohol, used in moderation,
*is essentially barmless, can your fears that
*the ultras’ are about to injure the cause of
‘ true Temperance’ be regarded as any thing
‘ but arrant hypoerisy or impudent quack-
‘ery. The premises you assume virtually
* beg the whole matter in coutroversy.’

—As for that class of real or pretended
Tem_pomce men who, for paltry gain or
paltrier office, comsent to act as stool-
pigeons for the Rumsellers—who proclaim
what they never drink, but are opposed to
all coéreive legislation against the Liquor
Traffic—we have nothing to say to them.
As well argue with Judas abeut the moral-
ty of hie earning the ‘thirty pieces.” We
leave them to gamble for judgeships and
paltrier posts with dice fashioned from the
bones of the Rum Traffic’s myriad victims ;
we leave them coldly watching the flow of
widows' and orphans’ tears and speculating

how :ven the resuluog stream will be

swelled to a river large enough to float
them to the haven of their paltry ambition.
There are depths of infamy to characterize
which langusge is inadequate, and which
are only to be contemplated with silents
unuiterable loathing.

—Dut there are some honest and worthy
men who do not selfishly affect, but really
feel, some apprehension that ‘the Maine
Law' is too stringent a measure—that it
will mot be sustained—that it will * cause a
reaction,’ &c.—to whom we have a few
words to offer, and entreat that they hear
and weigh them.

Doubting friends! What bave we to
lose by trying the experiment of legal re-
pression? Caa grogshops multiply faster
under any regime than they have done dur-
ing the last five years? Can habits of tip-
pling become more general ! Can our youth
be more thoroughly exposed to temptations
and corrupting influences? Why should
ot the triumphiant experience of MaiNg
overbear your untimely scruples? Shouold
not poeitive and cheering facts omweigh
mere conjectural abstractions ?

But, if mothing else will convinee you,
ought not the ‘ great commotion’ in the ram.
sellers’ camp to be eonclusive ? IHere we
have been preaching, pleading, entreating,
in behalf of Total Abstinence for years—
yet who has heard us? The rumseller
came not to our meetings, and cared nofy-
ing for our demonstrations of the dirm
effects of his calling. His victims, savs
here and there a straggler, also stood aloof.
The interest in Temperance, the knowledge
of the essential facts on which it is based,
the attendance at Temperance meetings,
were very generally confined to those who
were already with us, and needed no con-
version. At long intervals, the fame of a
GGough or a Father Mathew would draw
together a curious erowd ; but, as a general
rule, the efforts for Total Abstinence have
hardly attracted the attention of the rum-
drinking, rum-selling classes. And thou-
sands after thousands have been trained to
drink and gradually to love liguor aud be
come drunkards without having ever heard
or suspected that Aleohiol was essentially a
poison, and stimulated only because it
was a poison. And, in spite of all ef
forts and sacrifices for the Temperance
cause—in spite of myriads of Temperance
volumes and Temperance tracts—in spite of
the reform of thousands and the saving of
tens of thousands—in spite of a very great
and steady increase of those filling the
Temperance ranks—we doubt whether the
number of arunkards, or of those hastening
to become such, was ever greater in the
sggregate than it is at this moment. In-
stauces of local as of individaal reformation
exist ; but we believe the uumber of gallons
of Alcoholic Liquors turned dowa human
throats within the United States was great
er in no former year than it was in 1851,
and that the number of tippling-houss is
this day greater than at any former time,—
Awd thus it would, in all human probability,
continue, if no new measure of resistance
should be resorted to.

Doubting friends! is not all this true?
Has the Temperance Cause gained eae whit
in our own State as a whole since the day
that our last law of repression was rejealed
now some five years ago? And have you
not lamented with us that some measure
could not be devised to call the attection of
Rumsellers and drinking men to the Great
Question ?

Well, friends! what do we now see?
Your brethren, weary of the long years of
measurably fruitless effort, and cheesed by
the success of an experiment tried by their
breshreu of the East, have, by one ccmmon
impulse, shouted ‘ Mane Law!' Atonce
the whole hive is in motion, as if a stone
had been thrown into a nest ef hernets,
Rumsellors are hurryiog and sweating to
flood Albany with petitions ; they are hold-
ing secret caucuses and spasmodic Mass:
Meetings ; they are impressing office’s and
speakers for theif public demonstrations ;
they are trying to infuse s fellow-feeling
into their customers ; and so, from oae end
of the State to the other, TemprrascE or
its opposite is the universal theme No
man is now selling liquor in ignorance that
his calling is deemed a moral wrong and so-
cial curse by a great portion of his fellow-
citizens, embracing most of those whose
good opinion should be most highly
prized. No man now drinks in ignorance
that the habit he is forming is deemed most
vicious and perilous by those whose good
opinion be sheuld value and deserve ; no
man drinks without a consciousness that his
act ia held by these to be immoral and
wiong. And whatever is venal or com-
plaisant in the Press is set to work apolo-
gizing for and glossing over the Liquor
Traflic,—working directly against but indi-
tiectly for Temperance ; since that cause
covets discussion and suffers most of all by
silence.

Doubting, halting, wavering friends' are
these thingo so! Do l.hey aot Pode
great good to the Cause in which we are
together interested? Are you mot glad
that the Gieat Question is thus brobght
home to every man's consideration and
conecience ! Whatever may be the effect
of the Maine Law in operation—and we
know that it cannot be evil and myst be
good=is not the agitatien for jt already
doing great good! Maust it not bear some
idea of our principles and views into thou-
sands of families where, but for it they
would never have been heard of ! Mast it
not .hring thousands of mew beginners in
"Plﬂ"'l to pause, “Mﬂr' and P@l’h.p. re-
trace their steps ! Must it net wara thou-
sands of children against the first ap-
mluofl‘hdutnyu'l Must it oot

canse some men to give up or refrain from the
Rum Traffic? Must it not diffuse and per-
petuate an agitation wherefrom Truth must
certainly be the gainer ! Say, timid, vacil-
lating, besitating friends! have we not
clutched the welf by the throat at last?

The time of execution having been fixed by She.
riff Carnley between 2 and 3 o'clock, P. M., the per-
eons invited by him were arsembled in the Prison
yard, amounting to about two hundred and fifty.
including the Sheriffs, Jury, the Clergy, Physicians,
members o! the Press, and Officers of Police. The
gallows was erected the previous day.

At 25 minutes past 2 o'clock, the Sheriff appeared
in the yard and stated to the spectalors, that in the
hope of receiving seme further intelligence from
Albany, he had postponed the exscution until 3
o'clock, when the mails would be received from the
North.

At the expiration of this time the melancholy pro-
cession emerged from the Prison, headed by the
Sheriff, who was fellowed by the pri ttended

Mass Meeting of Oppencnis of the Malne Law.

Last night being the time designated for
the first public appeal in this City aguinst the Tem-
perance movement, we were early ia attendsnce at
Metropolitan Hall, where we found, at a quarter of
an hour after the time of meeting, an assembly of
sbout eight bundred persons, of whom a third were
boys of a tender age, and at least two hundred were
well known and active workers in the Temperance
ranks. There were, altogeiher, about a dozen fe.
males in the house. As time elapsed the audi-
ence grew larger, uatil it might have numbered, at
the highest mark, nbout 2,500 . which may be clasi-
fied as follows: Women, 25; Boys under 18, 500,
thoreugh Temperance men, 500 ; disinterested spec-
tators, 500 ; actual opponents of the Maine Law,
pearly 1,000 ; of the latter, the majority were German
and Irish porter-house keepers. It will be recol-
lected that thers were no tickets, the Hall being
open to all who chose to look in. The andience was
very orderly while waiting the organization of the
meeting, confining themseives to whisling, beating
time with their feet, occasionally ealling for speak-
ers, &c. A large nuzber of pamphlets entitied “ A
Rational Appeal,” &e., werw distributed.

Al § o'clock the meeting was calied to order, and
Rorzar H. Morm1s was chosefi President. He was
received with loud cheers. The following persons
were then chosen Vice Presidents: John Anderson,
E¢murd Gnffin, Robert B. Coleman, Oscar W,
Sturtevart.

The prisoner was dressed in blue cost, black pants
ard satin vest; he appeared about five feet six in
hight, very prominent German features snd of
mild expression ; his deportment was firm and ca'm,
and mo emotion was apparent when the fatal cord
was adjusted to hiv neck. Every preparation being
completed for his execution, the Sherifl stepped for-
ward ard said :

“ Otto Grunzig, the time has now arrived for your
execution, and an opportunity is now offered you to
make apy expression you may desire.”

In afirm voice the prisoner then said :

“1 have nothing to say, except that I am mur-
dered. lam condemned imnocent, and I here pro-
test my inuocence. I say to the people of New-
York thst | am innocent, and that my innocencs
will come some other day. This is all "

The Sheriff then called upon Rev. Mr. Leander
to conduct such religious exercises as he might
deem proper. The Reverend Gentleman then de-
livered a very fervid prayer, in the German language.
and was followed by Rev. Dr. Verren, in English.

These exercises being concluded, the Sherifl of-
fered an opportanity to those who wist.ed to bid fare-
well to the condemned. Inshaking hands with
him, Rev. Mr, Verren's emotion choked his utter-
ance, while the ¢ uvict uitered audibly, * Lam good,
I am good."”

Mr. Sherift Carnley, in taking b farewell said

“My friend, good bye, may God bless you, and
may you hereafter be happy.”

A mument after this the rope was eut, and with a
few convulsive struggles the suspended man was
motionless. After hanging forty minutes, he was
pronounced by Coroner Ives and Dr. Wood to be
dead. His body was then taken dowa snd given to
the care of the German Society.

Yesterdny morning the wretched man spent con-
siderable time im writing letters in German, the
tezor of which is at pressat unknown.

About noon Rev. Mr. Verren performed, in the cell
of the doomed man, the Episcopal service, for such
cages provided. Grunzig appeared to be very fer-
veul, and joined in a very devout and becoming man.
nerin the exercises. The remainder of his ume, np
le the hour of execution, he spent in reading and
praying. In the early part of the afternoon Grunzig
approsched one of the clergyman present, and pro_
tested hisinnocence, acd requested him to muke i
knewn, &c. He spoke with great esrnestness, and
displayed but Litle emotion, his mind being nppa-
rectly very calm and collected.

Within the prison yard all was orderly, and the
details of the painful duty devolving upon the
Sherifi were carried out with qnietness and regu-

larity, much to the credis of himself snd those whose
duty them to aid bhim.
