ST0NINOT0N LINE.

The Boston and Provideace line, via
Btonington, Pier 2, N. R have had the Commopokb
and the Massachusetts running during the winter,
from Pier 2, N. R. Besides the above the C. Van-
naaaiLT, CafA. J. Stone, is now lying at the foot of
Fourth-st, E. R where her engines are being re¬

paired by workmen of the Allaire Iron Works. She
is expected to be finished in the course of a few days,
when the Commodore will take her place for the
purpose of being overhauled, repaired and painted.
The officers, agents and employees of the Stoning-

ton Line are well known and highly popular in their
vocation, not only for the regularity, order, comfort
and luxury of the boats under their charge, but for
that peculiar liberality and attention to the public
wbleh is honorable alike to the girer and the re¬

cipient. We might point out by name the gentlemen
to whom we especially allude, but as this is to ba a

news article, and as we shall have occasion to refer
to a host of good fellows, we shall forbear. As a

general remark, we may say, that in no part of the
world can be found a class of men engaged in a

business which places the lives and limbs of the
people in their care, so universally careful, trust'
worthy, praiseworthy and popular as the steamboat
Captain* and under officers sailing from the port of
New-York.

FALL river LINK.
The Boston and New-York line, via

Fall River and Newport, pier No. 3 N. R., have the
steamboat State op Maine, Capt. Jennett, and the
Bat State, now running. As soon as the naviga.
tion is free, the Emi-irs State, Capt. Breton, now

repairing at Fall River, and receiving new boilers,
will take her place on the line and the Bay State
will ba laid up for repairs.

They have also another fine boat,
the Connecticut, Capt. Williams, which will be
ready to be placed on the line about the 1st of April-

Tho Albany People's line, between Lib¬
erty and Courtlandt-sts., have not as yet matured
their arrangements for the coming season. Their
powerful end splendid steamboats are, however, re¬

ceiving the necessary repairs and improvements.
