Mizzini and Louis Blane.

While Kossuth is seeking to inspire
America with an effective eymputhy for Hungary,
Joseph Mazzinl has taken the field, to do the same
thing in England, for lialy. Ie lLas been speaking
in London, Manehester and other places, againsithe
Austrian and Papal Governments, aud hae read ia
Lomndon an exporitign of hi- views and hopes of Ital-
ian liberty., Mazzini's doctrines, like those of Kos-
suth, ave in favor of nom-intervention,to be obtained
by the moral power of England, who might warn
Russia and France-the one against interfering with
Hungary, the other ngains¥ crushing freedom in lta-
ly. By such aid England would secure the religious
and commercial liberty of his country. :

In the course of his remarks, Mazzini spoke very
slightingly of Franoce, in the following terms
The cold, negative, destroying work of skephieism
‘was eompleting under French infiuence, flourishing
with French influence, some tweuty-four years ago,
when firet I felt that life wa2 * o batile and » march.’
1t has left behind, still weighing like an jucubus on
the heart of the nation, a gigamtic corpse, aping life.
But evarybody m ltaiy nows that it is & corpse |
and there it lies in bis state robe on his state coffin,
called a throne, with a deatb-scroll in his hand,
signed * Gacta,' froln which no glittering of Frensh
or Austrian bayonets can dazzle our quick Italian
eye AwWay.

To this and various reflectiou s upon the Socialiam
of France, Louis Blanc responds in a long letter to
The Leader, in which he declares that faith in Lib-
eriy is more vivid und constan! in France than any-
where elee, which point he illustrates at length from
the history of the last revolutions. The following
passage will be found interesting

Since the name of Louis Philippe fulls under oy
pen, I must needs recall the true causes of his disas-
wous end. That Prince was gified with incontesta-
ble qualities ; his domestic vutues were of a uature
to command respect, he wns nmol waating in en-
lightened perceptions ; he was humane ; liberty un-
der his reign had not, after uil, received mortal
wounds, and the bourgeoisie was indebted to him for
the repose i) so dearly prized. How was it, then,
that in 1848, not & man rose up to defend him '’
Whence comes il that he was overthrown in a few

minules, with a gesture and « shout ' It is that he
bud consumed eight years in struggling against all
that there was of chivalrous, against a!f that, in the
highest ucceptation of the word, may be called re-
ligious, in the genius of Frunee. Hewas not a be-
liever in the religion of humanily . he was a skeptic.
T'hat was hiscrime in the eyes of France, and that
is why his power fell, so to speak, withoud having

loose from a branch without a breath of wind to stir
the loavea! No' itismot true that the cold. negs-
uonasl, deatructive work of skepticism has been com-
pleted under French influence, under the influence
of & country which, within a T‘" of half a century,
bas engencered that band of lofty minds, gained at
once, or soon won over to the religien which M.
Mazzini worships.
