Tug tate Eteax AvLex Brown, or In-
piana.—Our Indiana uchsngu furnish us with
sketchesof the life of Ex-Gov Brown, of Ohio Co,
who died at Indianapolis on the 24th inst., while in
attendance st the Opposition Siate Convention ef
which he was one of the Vice- Presidents.

“ Gov, Brown was in 1518 elected Governor of
Ohbilo, over the late Gen. Harrison, by a large major-
ity, which office he held for two years. He bad also
held the offices of Judge of the Supreme Court of
Onio, Senator in Congress, Commissioner of the
General Land Office, Minister to Brazil, and, we be-
lieve, other stations in the gifi of the people
Government. In 1505 Gov Brown purchased the
farm near Rising Sun, on which he resided at the
period of his death. Soon after purchasing this prop-
erty, Gov. B. planted an orchard and made other im-
provements oa {t, but circumstances rendered it me-
cessary for him to return to Ohio. . After s lon pab-
lie service in Obio, he returned to his early homs,
there to end his days.

+ [n the year 1842, he was eleoted as one of the
Representatives of Dearborn County in the Indiana
Legislature, and we believe acted as President of
the * Demooratic’ Biate Comvention' in the same
year. In 1841 ha was ted ope of the dele-
gates to the Demooratic National Convenlwn, and,
believing that he represented the wishes of whe de-
moerecy of Indisna in 80 doing, he voted for Mr.
Van Buren till tbe last hope of his receiving the
pominstion was abandoned. He was again pilud
by the late Demoeratic Siate Convention, only a
few hours before he breathed his last, at the head of
the list of deiegates from ludiana to the Baltimore
Convention.
