A Talk as Ith fAouthorn Whig*.
Assuming that a Whig National Conven¬

tion is to he held seme time during the
ensuing summer, for the selection of can¬

didates for President and Vice-President, it
is evident that a collision uf sentiment is
quite likely to occur touching the new is¬
sues which have recently been engrafted on
the Politics of the Country. Let us take
an observation, therefore, and see where
we all stand respectively.
We of the North, who are faithful to the

traditions and sentiments of our fathers,
propose no action respecting Slavery, desire
none whatever, from any Whig National
Convention. We know and acknowledge
that on thi9 subject there is a diversity of
views and feelings between the North and
the South, and we see no use in plastering
over that diversity with empty and ambig¬
uous words. We propose to leave it where
it has been left by all former Whig National
Conventions, untouched. We hold, as we

ever have held, that the Whig party of the
Nation was organized upon certain vital
Principles and in support of certain funda¬
mental Measures, which have nothing to do
with Slavery or Abolition. A Whig in
Alabama may be decidedly pro-Slavery, as

one in Vermont may be earnestly anti-
Slavery, yet both be true and sound Whigs,
and they may act cordially together in sup¬
port of Whig principles and measures.

If, then, the Slavery qaestioa shall be
carried into our next Whig National Con¬
vention to disturb and distract it, the North
will bo blameless. It is content with the
old platforms and old landmarks of the party.
It asks nothing in regard to Slavery in this
conneotisn bat that it be let alone.
Whatever of new tests, or fire-brands,

or 'isms/ shall come into that Convention
will be thrust in by the South and its train-
bearers.by the same force that laid the
Wilmot Proviso so flatly on the table of the
last National Convention. That Conven¬
tion was largely in favor of said Proviso.
the laying on the table implied only that
the subject had rightfully no place in a

Convention of the Whigs of the entire
Union.

Should the subject of Slavery be never¬

theless thrust into the next National Con¬
vention, how can other subjects of interest
be kept out? The Freedom of the Public
Lauds, sympathy with the trampled Millions
of Europe and other such matters are wor¬

thy of attention; if Slavery gets its ax

ground, why should Liberty aad Labor stand
bask'
Well suppose your game wins, gentle¬

men, and a majority of the Convention is
dragooned into indorsing the Fugitive Slave
Law.what of it 1 Will one man who pre¬
viously detested that law thereafter love
it* Will one journal which previously de¬
nounced it thereafter upho'd it? What will
your rattle be worth, supposing you get it

Is anything to be won by it ? Let the
general aspect of our recent Southern
Elections give answer. Consider espe¬
cially the late contest" in Virginia, which
the Whigs fonght under the banner of
Fillntore and the Compromise, which a

Whig Congressional Caucus had just in¬
dorsed while that of the adverse party had
wisely tabled it. The Whig candidate for
Governor was decidedly abler and more

popular than his antagonist, and yet the
former was beaten some Sevea Thousand
Votes, and the State carried strongly
against us on all points. Can it be worth
while to fish for Southern votes with Coin-
promise bah after that ?
We assume that you come into Conven¬

tion ia good faith, and aid to nominate a
candidate to the end that he bo elected.
Then do you wish to risk New-York and
preclude all hopes of Maine, Ohio and In¬
diana.for what? Just count up the votes
by whioh you expect to elect on your plat¬
form before insisting upon it that we aJ)
crowd upon it.to sink.
Suppose you don't secure that you aim

>t.»hat then! Suppose those interesting
gentlemen who, elected ss Whigs, made
over the last House to the Opposition,
should now succeed in efTer-tint: a lodgment
on the Baltimore Platform-what of itl
Csn jou believe a Whig candidate for next
President would be weaker, on the whole,
for their open hostiitj !
'O we shsll all bolt!' What for?

What will you make by it? Ohio, Indiana
and Maine (all for Cass before) would have
elected Gen. Taylor without a single vote

from the Slave States. Is it wise with¬
out cause to force a sectional issue on

the Country ? We of the North are willing
to 'live and let live.'

H( hool* of I>«*«i*rri for Women.

It is a somewhat modern discovery that
women can do ssraething for themselves.
With sensible and highminded women it is
a matter of pride to be no longer dependent,
and to justify their " rights" by revealing
their genius. Even the most inexorable
enemies of the Worcester Convention will
admit that there are many things, besides
the technically domestic, which a woman's
greater delicacy of feeling, sensitiveness to

grace and general instinct of beauty, ena¬

ble her to do better than men. In the de-
partiTiei.ts of human labor, alao, there are

n any employments of a peculiarly womanly
character, unfit for the robust and active
nature of men, although they are often com¬

pelled by circumstances to perform them.
Above all, there is a large number of edu¬
cated, refined and talented women in vari¬
ous parts of the country, fully able and fully
willing to maintain themselves and their
families, who are now condemned to a sloth
no less irksome than mortit'jing, be¬
cause their gifts are not such as

shine at the washtub or excel at the needle-
Such departments, too, are crowded.

But there is another sphere especially
adapted to female labor, and in which success

is in the degree of actual talent and executive
skill, which is now, by the wisdom of hu¬
mane and thoughtful men, epening to the
many who are fitted and ready to enter it.
Mr. Labouchere, late President of the
Board cf Trade in England, was ex-ofTicie
Head of the Government School of Design
in London, and in his remarks, upon the pre¬
sentation of the report of that Institution in

Jan., 1830, he referred with especial appro¬
bation to the exquisite designs fur manufac¬
tures of various kinds from the female class¬
es. The Great Exhibition, by quickening
the attention of the English mind to the im¬
mense importance of fine designing, in a

commercial no less than an artistic vie*,
has greatly served this cause. A French
writer speaks truly in saying " It is owing
to their good taste in design, and to their
selection of ornaments, that the stuffs, the

bijouteiic, the jewelry, the tipestries and
the porcelain of the French have main-
tained in every market in Europe a victo¬
rious competition with the English, and the
National School of Design may with justice
maintain its claims to this national supe¬
riority." The truth of this statement, the
constant demand for novelty, and the sure

success of fine designs, are perfectly well
known, and it is time that our manufactures
in every kind.paper, cotton, woolen and
metal.should be designed here as well as

they are in France or England. Here is
one of the most obvious methods in which
good taste is directly profitable ; and the

j earnest of success in the movement is the
fact of the constant demand.

This designing, it is clear, as well as

copying, book-keeping, drawing for me¬
chanical purposes, patterns of every kind,
&c, are all well adapted to the labor of
women. Why should they not be allotted
to women ? England is practically answer-

ing this question. Determined that grace
and beauty and novelty shall be no longer
the monopoly of Frsnce. that country is
moving io the matter, and by an order of
Council just passed, in the month of Feb-
ruary, 1853, the Committee of the Privy
Coungil for Trade have created a new De-
partment, under the name of " The Depart¬
ment of Practical Art," of which the head,
Mr. Henry Cole, one of the acting mem¬
bers of the Executive Committee in the
Great Exhibition, is directly under the su¬

pervision of the Lords of Trade. In this
new department are included the schools
for women. In all the leading inanufae-
turing towns similar institutions are estab¬
lished, and ample encouragement is extend¬
ed to those which are already in existence.
The most satisfactory reports are received
of their beneficial influence in improving
the taste and increasing the skill of those
who enjoy their advantages. The attend¬
ance ia constant and very large, and we
have continually encountered, in our re-
cent English files, the most encouraging
notices of the enterprise.

Ia the United States the movement has
already commenced. Many of the most ex¬
tensive and influential manufacturers have
expressed surprise that American women
had not long ago begun to reap the advan¬
tages of such application of their tale.ts.
For men a thousand avenues to wealth and
eminence are open, to which unanswerable
reasons forbid women to aspire. Nature,
herself, iutetferes. But any man conver¬
sant with the condition of great masses of
women in the country.who knows that
they have to struggle not only with poverty
ef means, but with a more appalling pov¬
erty of opportunity.will readily understand
the enthusiasm which has inaugurated this
movement, and which has thus far crowned
tt with success.
We have before us a Report of the pro¬

ceedings of the Franklin lastitute of Penn-

»ylvahia, with respect to the esublishmeat
of a School of Design fur women in that
State. The germ of the undertaking was

a school gathered in 19 H by Mrs. Sarah
Peter, in which the pupils were taught
drawing, and many of them, especially,
wood-engraving, a branch of industry pecu¬
liarly adapted to female labor. The result
of Mrs. Peters representations to the Insti¬
tute, was the establishment ef the School
of Design under its auspices, and under the
management of some of the most eminent
and influential men and women in Philadel¬
phia. It is now in most prosperous opera¬
tion, as is a similar institution in Boston,
and measures are at this moment in progress
to found a School of Design for women in
New-York.

It is proposed here, as iu the sister
cities, to begin moderately. to pro¬
ceed securely step by step.not to com¬

mence until a sum is subscribed sufficient
for the maintenance of the school for a

year, nor is there the slightest reason to
doubt that the same success will wait upon
the effort in New-York which has attended
it everywhere in England and in this coun-

try. The movement must needs enlist the
s) rapathy of every thoughtful man, not only
because it aims to dignify the position of
women in general, but because every man
has intimate personal relations with those
who, in the inscrutable chances of life, may
be suddenly confronted with the inexorable
necessity of exertion. The best feeling of
men to-day asserts that women are no longer
dolls and puppets, and claims for their go.
nius a proper sphere. That it is found hero
there is no doubt, and no noble and benevo¬
lent man will suffer it to be doubted that he
is ready to do his share in a work upon
which deper.ds so much of the welfare of
women.
