That It was made by an American is matter of sttis-
factton.and in aome sense certifies its value, be¬
cause our genius for sculpture ha« been hith»rto our

distinction in the arts. The only foreign work of
whieh it recalls the remembrance it the Dead At>el
of a Florentine tculptor, whose name at thit ¦
ment escapee us, and it is only aa a figure of youth
injdeaih that there is any reeemMance between the
two. It is a finer sculpture than the traveler sees

in most foreign studios, and shames, with its tad,
human reality, the throagt of conventional Psyches
Tenuses and Nymphs w&ich crowd the Italian ate¬
liers.
