The Explosion'or the Redstone.
The Cincinnati Gazrat greet the following rsartieulars
relative to the explisnon of the Redstone, on the 3d in«t:
Three !»oilers exploded at the same in-tant. All tiie

upper w otk of the IhjlI forward of the lathes' cabin was

blown to atom*.the hull swung round with the current
and mintediately sunk at the bow, in 'JO tret water, while
the stern rested on the bottom near the shore. There
were on board at the time about sixty-are paeai 111,111, o;

whom it is d'.oufht thirty-five must have been killed.
Among the killed are Rev. Mr. Sc.*t, Mr. (Jobb«, editor

of dr" LMtrrrnctkurg Prtmx, and Mr. Myers, foreman in
the same off.er. Tie- fir-f and second engineers and all
the firemen were kilb-tl instantly.

Mr. S>prr, the fir«t clerk, was standing near the of-
fire, and says the first inrirmaion of the danger he had
waa being lifted up rail 100 feet and falling into the rirer,
and swam ashore; a moment after he heard a cry of
distress in the rirer a few feet distant; he swam out
and rescued a drowning person. This was the Captain,
(Pate.) who had one of his legs broken. The second
clerk ws* accidentally left at Madison. The pilots were
badly injured. Capt Wright brought Mr. Langley, one

of them, up to Aurora; he bad both of his legs broken.
The other could not be moved, and it is probable that
he will not recover.
The awful force of the explosion can be conceived

fr< m the tsct that a large piece of one of the boilers
was blown Asa/ a mile, lacking 5 or 6 yards, from the
wreck! Eleven bodies were blown into a cornfield at
some distance from the water. Among them, those of
the first and third engineers.
The people of Carrolton and the vicinity hurried to

the scene, and C5 dead and wounded bodies were imme¬
diately borne to a small farm-house on top of the hill
which rises back from the river, and which was con¬

verted into a hospital. The inmates of this house gave
up their rooms, tedding, and everything in their posses¬
sion, to the sutJering. The scene' here beggars all de¬
scription. The mangled and ghastly corpses by the side
of the wounded and dying, with inadequate medical aid
and means for the rare of the latter.the floors of the
ris.ms covered deep with blood ; this, and the view of
the scattered WTCck and the awe-stricken multitude on

the shore below, made up a scene of horror before which
the intensest paintings of Sue and Dickens pale and
grow dim.
The river for some distance below Carrolton was

strewn with the fragments of the lvoat, furniture and
clothing. Small pieces of bedding and clothing were

found at the distance of very nearly half a mile l>ack
from the river, w hile the trees along the shore were

Uttered with the fragments of the same and of the
wreck!
