Murphy, who bad been in company with Brennan, came
La suffering from a severe wound in tbe throat, which
be had received during tiie melee. Drs. Jackson, Whit-
taker and Uuackcnbosi were soon In attendance, and

dreased the wound* of the injured men, after which Pe¬

ters was conveyed to hi* residence, Murphy to the
Mew Fork Hospital, and Mr. Monk to his place of resi¬
dence. Peters and Monk both identify Hp nnan as

tbe m»u who stabbed them. Yesterdayaftcrnoon Peters
was considered so dangerously ill that Coroner Ives
was notified to attend and take his deposition, while the
sufferer waa iu a condition to relate the circumstances
of the murderous assault.

Ou the rendition of the verdict, Mrs. Bunco was ar¬

rested, and. with Brennan. wa* committed to prison to

await the result of the injuries iu'licted. The others
who were stabbed are not a noidered lu any hn-nedlate
daugei.
Fires..Fire Persons Burned to Death.

A disastrous fire occurred Saturday morning, about 7'a
o'clock, in the rear of No UM Catharine st., occu¬

pied by Patrick Mcttinn as a bort and shoe store, which
destroyed the live* of .'ive person*. The alarm was

quickly raised aud the I ire D'-purtmunt of the District
i was promptly mustered at tho spot of conflagration,
but awing to the combustible nature of the building!,
the dames spread with fearful rapidity aud soon reached
No. 104, occupied by Jno. Walker a* a hat store, aud
thence communicated to rear of No. 118 Cherry et,
occupied hy Wheeler A Hart as a wholesale drug store.
The sect ml stoiy ot No. 10« Catharine-st. was ten¬
ant* d by l'hilip Calden, a policeman of the Fourth Ward,
and bis family, conai-Ung of bis wife Catharino, daugh
ter* Sarah Jane and Maty Ihi/abeth, son* Philip, Sandy
K,Pnlk and Calvin L. Culgon, and servnut girl Bridget
Slernu.
The front part ot the building was occupied by Jacob
