Ant:-fGambling Annivemnrv.

The Second Anniversary of the Associa¬
tion for the Suppression of Gambling waa held at the
Broadway Tabernacle laet evening, RensseUaer Havene,
Esq., tn the Chair. Tba proceedings were commenced
w ith prayer by Rev. Dr. Wheaton. The President made
a brief exposition of the object for which the Society
had been established. It was organized In July, 1850,
and the objecta it seeks to accomp'iiri are as follows
To preret.t, as far aa practicable, the formation of

gambling habits among tfc young, by the dissemination
of facts, and by personal . flirts with individuals known
to be expose,, to the tmnptations of the card-room, or
the faro table.
To reclaim aa m>ny a« pnOfAll of those victimize 1 by

gamesters thus saw.# te'rii inend« from bitter sorrow,
and themselves fror tsriy disgrace, and perhaps final
ruin.
To protect merchr-f't?. manufacturers, bankera and

chartered companies, to tie aldnat attainable limit, from
the trauds, embezzlements ani I .rsses incident to gam¬
bling practices.
Topronototka enactment of suitable laws In all tho

States forthe entire auppre»slnn of gambling-houses, |a>
trry ai.,i pnin y'.!!' e- t-.irc.lete Oraoics.tjon of
gambling from our country.

After stating the objects of the Society
as abore, he proceeded to sp^ak of the extent to which

gambling w»t carried on In this City, and stated that
many of the police were in the pay of the gamblers.
This, he said, makes it exceedingly difficult to put a atop
to the evil, or to Insure the prosecution of those keep¬
ing gambling bouse*.

At the conclusion «f hia remarks the Se¬
cretary, Mr. Rurlelgb, read the report of the Society
for Ilm past year, which contained many grave charges
against the police who had not only neglected to arrest
the gamblers, but had even sanctioned their proceed¬
ings in many Instances by refusing to criminate them
The efficiency of the Society, in breaking up several
gambling concerns, was also spoken of in the repsrt,
and many eases rslat/'d in which the parties owning them
were prosecuted with soceess. Individuals who had
been defrauded of large sums by gamblers, had their
inonty restored throuch the instrumentality of the So¬
ciety. The receipts of the institution, sinee its organ¬
ization, amounted to #:i,65' ?b\ and the expenses to
Si 50.

After the reading of the report, Rev.
Mr. Clark addressed the meeting. He commenced by
depicting the evil effects of the vice of Gambling, and
said that he had heard it reported that there are five or

six thousand gambling housea of various kinds in this

city. He related an instance of a Wall-street brok¬
er, who lo»t the sum of t'jÜ.OOO by gambling..
But Ibis, said he, is only one of numerous cases

which occui almost daily. I have seen, he continued,
at your Tombs the fruits of gambling men who wer«

once respectable, but who had been ruined by this vice.
Its effects upon society an; most ruinous, both to rich
and poor; for It leads to other vices and In m iny
cases to suicide. It was stated, said the Rev. gentle¬
man, in r*W Aeey-I'sva /v,y l(< a paper to whim this
and other Societies of a like character, owe a debt of
thanks, that about a year since, according to the nr>st
correct estimates, five millions of dollars were annually
lost in the city of New-Vork through gambling, and one
thouaaud young men ruined during the sum- period.

Kev. Dr. Clarke was followed by Rev.
Dr. Bacon, who spoke of the extent to which gambling
was carried on aniong the despots of Ivirope, and the
conaequent evils inflicted upon the people. He also al¬
luded to the system of bettlne pursued at elections, and
the vicious influence which it exercised upon seciaty.
Mr. (ireeley next addressed the meeting.

He urged upon the Society the necessity of continued
exertion for the suppression of ga nbliug, for, said he,
tho more effort that is made, the more rapidly d oes the
cause advance to Its ultimate success. The 8 >c'ety
should appeid to the conscience of the oommunitv by
showing the moral depravity which Is prodc- l ay

Gnil ling. The cause must not be measured by merely
ral success, but rather by the im|»rc*»ion it makee

upon the public mind. The vice, he contended, ehould
be puanabo d by Ihw as other crimes are, until it is driven
to hide In bye placet from the public gaze.

After an address from Rev. Mr. West-
cott, a collection was taken up and the meeting ad'
journcd.

Licenses . Hope for Reform..A
noval scene was presented in the Mayor's Office yester¬
day. The Excise Commissioners met to give licenses
in the Fifth Ward. Meura. C. C. Leigh and C. J. War¬
ren appeared in behalf of the City and the Fifth Ward
Alliances, and entered a proteat against the whole pro¬
ceedings. Mr. Warren offered a legal argument, from
which he urged, with much force, the following clalmt:
That no license whatever be given for the sale of in¬

If this just claim Is denied,
Thst tavern licenses he given to those only who have

legal qualifications, and in those places only where a

tavern is demanded for the accommodation of travellers
That retailer* should not be allowed to tell liquor to

be drunk on the prendses:
That no person should have a double license, »0 keep

a tavern and to retail, combined in one. And if this
distinction between a tavern and a retailer's license be
denied,
That no tuch mockery of legal proceedings bo at¬

tempted, as to take a worthless and illegal bond of »125;
and that no license be given to thoee who have kept
their shops open on the Sabbath.

Mr. Warren further contended that those places cer¬

tainly should not be licensed that, in addition to being
open on the Sabbath, are marked hy the Police, " Very
bad," " Thieves meet here," &.c.; and all those houses
also where the Commtsrioners believe gaming and licen¬
tious practices are allowed.
The argument was courteously received by the Alder¬

man, vtho seemed very much embarrassed, and in
doubt as to the proper course, hut finally concluded to

gratt the licenset, though with tome restrictions. As
the first man was about to receive his license, the tft oi
the Alderman waa directed to the Police Report before
him, where that man was reported as keeping hit thop
open on the four last Sabbaths. Yet the license was

given. The next applicant was a colored man, who
also keeps his place open on Sunday. To him the Al-
dermnn tuid " If you keep open on the Sabbath, your
licence shall be taken from you.''
Po tire matter went on. The number of those who

had not thus violated the Sabbath law teemed very
small. The Alderman then turned to Mr. Warren aud
said distinctly, " I pledge you my word that these places
thall oil be closed on the Sabbaik. If there is any law, it
thiill be ezecuted." lie also pledged Mr. W. that none of
those women should be licensed who keep placet te de¬
coy in men and get them drunk for baae purpoees, and
that he would not license those "very bad" places
where " thieves meet"
The above declaration was made in the presence of

the Assistant Aldermsn, who made no objection, and in
the face of a large crowd of men, who were impatiently
waiting each one to pay $10 and take a license, whijh
on an average takes $2U0 from the City Treasury n

taxes to support the paupers aud punish the criminals
made by the licomed rum shops.

It is well that thlt work Is begun. We hupe it will be
followed up in the other Wards. Ou Monday und Tue..
day next the licenses are to be given for the Si tt%
U ard. We wonder how many men and women of
good moral chnrnrter will be found there engaged in the
rum traffic. We wonder how many " taverns" are

wanted there for "the actual accommodation of travel¬
ers." Whatever diminution of licenses may be made,
it will not reaeh the seat of the disease. Nothing but
the Maine Law, fully executed, can do that Yet if the
number Is reduced even a few hundreds, which may be
done if this matter is properly pressed, something will
be gained.
