ragiog, la which the Futa Djalo*, at the Instigation of
th* Muhamniedao Maudingoea, have enslaved the hea-
thnhh Mandingoe*, and intend to extend the area of
their Kingdom to the sea They have acut requisition*
of tribute to several haropean trading-houses in the

eenatry. The whole region was appalled at the rumors

of their terrible valor. At first the heatheaith Maadin
l«*» »ought to make a stolid against the onset; but they
assre ocattered by the Futa Pjalo«, who retain posoes-
.>oa of the whole Mendingo eoantry, excepting a few
tillages near the French fort Sedhlou. Before their ar¬

rival, bo Mohammedan village whs paliaaded or de¬
fended. The pagan inhabitant* of any district had

generally only one or two family names, which
wore univeraaL Among the Mohammedan inhabl-
tante each had his peculiar family name, *o that,
apparently, the country of the I'agan* wa* iuliabited

hj many families under one head and did uot extend.
e>kile the Mohammedan region was recruited by num¬

ber* attracted to trade for amulets, A c, of the Moham¬
medan faith. Tim* they increased and extended, and
It is i» the general method of the advance of Mahomet*

religion iu Uie Interior of Africa. The Futa Djaloa have

keen king of that faith, and are now masters of all their
lellow believera. They have extended the village* of
the true faith, and destroyed those of the heathen, t'pon
the ba.uk* of the ¦*¦ Domingo Uo Gobi there ore mul¬
titude* of Mohammedan*, but dejiendent upon the San-

Albany, Tuesday, May IS, l<r£

About 4 o'clock this afternoon the dis¬
charge of cannon and the ringing of aererBl church bells
announced Uie arrival of the expreaa train with fror-

ernor Ko3SfTMat Fast Albany. Groat crowds imme¬

diately rushed to the ricininy of the Ferry landing as

the boat came In, and when the Magyar was discorcred,
cheer* rent the air.
On the platform of the floating dock were assembled

the Secretary of State, Attorney General, Controller,
Treasurer, the Mayor, Common Council, city officers
and others. The Recorcer and Alderman Wassan
came upon the platform arm in arm with M. Ko3Sttt!i.
At the moment they stepped upon the platform a gene¬
ral ruth was made from the boat for the floating dock.
The coniequenee was that the end nearfat the boat

sank rapidly, and two men were precipitated into the

Water, but in a moment the dock righted and compara¬
tive order wat reatored.
Mayor Perry then took Kosjuth by the hand, and af.

ter informing him ofthe regret generally felt here at the

intelligence of hta illness, and the fear that he would not

brought tears into hit eyes,] and Sir, grasping again the
hand of the Mayor, i 1 can only again thank you, and
through you the citizens of Albany far this, your hearty
welcome.
Kossi tii was then condacted to a barouche, and the

Common Council Committcet dec, entered carriages,
when the procession pussed through the streets to the

capitol. The procession, though not exteniive, was

brilliant and made a very creditable appearance.
At tbecapitol, Governor Hunt addressed Kossrr Has

follows
"it afford* me no ordinary satisfaction to meet you

at the cspitol of New-York and to tender to you
in the ustnc of the State a cordial and heartfelt
welcome. Our people have not been unconcerned spec-
tatora of the great scenes in which you have borne a

part so prominent and exalted. We are familiar with
Uie history of your country'a wrongs, of the sublime
struggle tor deliverance of which you were the trusted
and honored leader ol an injured nation,and the adverse
events which loudly compelled a devoted people to yield
to the combined power of the despots. We rejoiced in
your victories, we mourn over your reverses, and we
unite with you now in prayers to Heaven for the speedy
coming of that bright day when might shall no longer
prevail against right, and when the nation* of the earth
shall be redeemed from the sway of the oppresxors. I
trust, Sir, that you may live to realize the hopes which
you so ardently cherish for the freedom and fniepend-
ence of your native oauntry. On tin* new continent
you behold a free Republic, bated on the principle* ofpi >p-
ular sovereignty and national independence, which have
been trampled under foot by the absolute Governments
of the Old World. Our revolutionary father* pro¬

Railroad Accident.
Pkekskill, Tuesday, May IS, lt*öi.

This evening as Alexander Keeler, with
a span of hortet and wa.rm belonging to William S hi; h-
artf, was approaching the track of the Hudson Hiver
Itailroad, the whistle of the locomotive of the expre*a
tin;!., but a few yard* distant, frightened the horte and
they plunged forward, coming in collition with the
train.
