Dr. Reitz, whose hospitality knows no bounds,
gent his dromedaries up the river the day before,
and accompanied me with his favorite sorvants—
two ebony boys, with shining countenaoces and
white und scarlet dreases.

The men pushed away from shore with some
difficulty, a2 a viglent north-wind drove the hoat
back, but the =ail onece unfurled, we shot like an
arrow between the gardens of Khartoun and the
green shores of the Islund of Tuti. Defore reach-
ing the confluence of the rivers, a jut of lnnd
obliged the sailors again to tuke to their poles ad
onrs, but a short time sufliced to bring us to the
turning-point, Here the eolors of the different
streams are strongly marked.  They are a-zn
blue and white, and meet in an even line,
ean be seen extending far down the common tides
We tossed on the agitated line of their juaction,
bt the wind earried us in & few minutes pust the
T-lund of Omdurman, which lies opposite,  The
first Americnn flag that ever fonted over the White
Nile, fluttered gayly at the mast-hend, pointing te
the South—to those vast mysterious regions ouk
of which the mighty strenm finds its way,” A
flock of the sacred ibis alighted on the
shore of the sland, where the tall king-h(‘mn,'ﬂ
his erest of stately feathers, watched us ns he
In front, over the Ixland of
Moussa Bey, o broad mirage united its delusive
wnters with those of the true river and lifted the
distant shores g0 high above the horizon that they
seemed fHonting in the air. The stream, which is
uarrow at its junetion with the Blue Nile, expand=
ed to a breadth of two wmiles, and the shores shead
of us were so low thet we nppeared to Le ot the
entrance of a greac inland sea,  Our conrse
swerved to the enstward, =0 that we were in the
renr of Khartoum, whose mindret was still visible
when we were ten miles distast, The low mwd
dwellings of the town were raised to twice their *
real hight, by the effect of the wirage.  The shores
on either side were sandy trocts, almost unenltis

vated, and covered with an abundaut growth of |

thorus, mimosas and a small tree with thick grees
folinge. By twelve o'clock we renched the poink
where the Consul had sent his dromedaries, whicl
wore i rendiness, kneeling on the beach. We
conld not approach the shore, on account of the
mud, but the sailors carried us out on their shouls
ders, [rode with Lim to a small Arab hamlet,
seattered among the thorny thickets. Thers
were but two mud houses, the other dwellings
being merely rude tents of gruss matting : fow of
the inhnbitants were at home, bt those few were
peaceable and friendly.

All the afternoon | have been going before &
strong wind up this maguificent river. Ity broadth
varies from two to three miles, but its current is
shallow and sluggish, The shores are sandy, aan
covered with groves of the gum-producing mimoss®
which appenrs for the first time in profusion.
