Nearly One Thousand Delegates
(many States having sent supernumeraries,
in defiance of the argent request of the
Central Committee) and several thousand
wire-workers, bottle-holders and outsiders
generally, will be in attendance, though all
cannot be crowded into the Institute.

Proba¬
bly forty or fifty ballots will be taken. The
nomination will probably not be made be¬
fore Thursday, and may r.ot be till Satur¬
day.

Opinions vary as to the result of the con¬

test. C&SI is quite likely to have a plu¬
rality of votes on the first ballot, but very
certain to be beaten before the close. Be¬
yond that, nothing i> settled, though Mr.
Buchanan is thought by knowing ones to
have the best look for the nomination, but
his start may prove his ruin. Douglas
stock seems rather drooping now, but may
rally yet. Our own impression is that
some entirely new man. like Frank. Pierce
ofN. H.* D. S. Dickinson of N. Y., or

po-v-iuly King of Ala., will have thehonorof
succeeding Santa Anna and taking the ntrxt
flogging from Gen. Scott. But ail is yet
foggy.
