In this reaped
their is a ree»rnbl«nre between these movements, in
regard to the elective franchise and the proceeding* in
the ancient Republic*, in mattere of legislation, where
tone Senatorial or other body prepared the 1« «ra. and
thus prepared, they were laid belore the people for th«ir
en sc'tiien t by vote.

It is in this common law branch of the C institution,
among these middle-men or political p irti-.in-t, th it the
r« a! difficulty lies. I do not mean to insinuate that they
are a' tuateo by any sini-ter m »tive, but they are mis¬
taken in their views. If you talk to thf se men, you will
find them all in fav< r of Mr Webster, but they shrug
their shoulders, and say, "it Is impossible.he will not
run with the people, and therefore we ought not to take
bim up.
